Board of Supervisors.
The Board of Supervisors of Augusta coun-
ty met Saturday. The following business
was transacted:
On the levy of 1896 $300.00 was allowed in
part payment for the masonry of a bridge
over Christian’s Creek near Wampler’s in
Middle river district.
Messers. Smiley and Anderson, the com-
mittee appointed, reported verbally in re-
gard to a new furnace or heating apparatus
for the county jail and were allewed fur-
ther time to complete their report.
Twenty-five dollars was allowed P. T.
Swortzel, superintendent, with which to
purchase new ““Woodland Stoves” for use
at the poor house. T
The treasurer of the county reported that
there is now in his hands, collected from
dog taxes of 1896, $1,325.50 with which to
pay losses of sheep by dogs from May 1st,
1897, to May 7th, 1897.
P.'T. Swortzel, superintendent of the poor,
submitted his report for the year ending
June 30, 189i. Debts from all sources
amonnt to $2,235.17. Amounts paid out for
goneral expenses, including the salary of
the superintendent, amounted to $1,451.25.
Products of the farm amount to $605.00,
leaving a balance in hand unexpended of
$168.92. .The products of the farm consisted
of 140 bushels of wheat, 200 bushels of corn,
100 bushels of oats, 20 tons of hay, hogs,
beef, vegetables, etc., etc., valued at $605.00.
The following supplies were on hand on
July the first: 400 pounds of bacon valued at
$30.00; 7 barrels of flour valued at $30.00; 150
pounds of lard valued at $12.00; 100 pounds
of coffee valued at $18.00; 150 pounds of
sugar valued at $8.50; 30 gallons of molasses
valued at $4.50; 4 barrels of vinegar valued
at $12.00; 40 gallons of soap valued at $6.00;
vegetables, etc. valued at $100.00; fruit, pre-
serves ete. valued at $50.00. The entire
amount of stock on the farm consisting of
horses, cows, calves, sheep, hogs, pigs, etc.,
is valued at $526.00.
The total number of paupers provided for
during the year was 76 of which 27 were
white females; of these 7 were taken away,
3 died, 17 remaining. Thirteen were males;
of these 9 were taken away, 1 died, 3 remain-
ing. Nineteen were colored females; of
these 8 were taken away, 4 died, 7 remain-
ing. Seventeen werecolored males;of these
8 were taken away, 5 died, 4 remaining. Of
the whole number, 30 were taken away, 13
died and 33 were left.
During the past year the sum of $2,912.80
was contributed by the Borrd of Snpervisors
from the county funds for the support ef in-
digent persons outside of the poor house
which, together with the §2,225.17 expended
at the poor house, makes a tetal of $5,139.97
expended in behalf of the entire poor of the
county for the year ending June 30, 1897.
The Board examined the buildings and
premises and were pleased with the condi-
tion of the same.

The Board then adjourned to meet on Sat-
urday, the 18th of this month, for the pur-
pose of auditing accounts filed for sheep
losses by dogs.

The surveying corps of the C. & O. R. R.
