CAPT. RICHARD H. CATLETT DEAD.

Captain Richard Henry Catlett died at bis
residence in this ¢ ity Monday afternoon at
a quarter to one o’clock.

Captain Catlett was born near Liuden,
Warren connty, Virginia, April 19, 1828
the youngest of a family of eight children,
all oi whom preceded him to the grave.
While a lad he went to Orange C. H. to live,
and there received a common school educa-
tion, afterwards being employed in a mer-
cantile establishment. From there he was
called to V. M. 1. at Lexington, where he
served for many years, up-to 1861, as quar-
termaster, and secretary and treasurer. Here
was formed a lastiug friendship between
him and Stonewall Jackson then a profes-
sor at the V. M. I. While at the Institute
Captain Catlett studied law under Jndge
Brockenborough, was graduated, and enter-
ed on the practice in Lexington. At the
breaking out of the war in 1861 he was ap-
pointed aide to Governor Letcher. In 1862
he was assigned to the staff of General John
Echols as acting assistant adjutant general,
and in 1864, he was assigned to General
James L. Kemper’s staff in charge of the
rsserve organization.

1n 1865 General John Echols and Captain
Catlett set out from Lexington for Win-
chester to locate there in the practice of the
law. When they reached Staunton they fell
in with Major H. M. Bell and decided to
locate here, forming a partnership with
Major Bell and establishing the well-known
firm of Echols, Bell and Catlett.

Captain Catlett foresaw the great develop-
ment of the mineral resources of Virginia
and West Virginia, and the firm got to
handling real estate, Captain Catlett hav-
ing direction of this branch of the business.
They induced A. A. Low of New York to
become interested in Virginia and West
Virginia, as a result of which Low Moor
furnace was built and large bodies of min-
eral lands purchased. He was also con-
cerned in the reorganization of the Chesa-
peake and Ohio railroad when C. P. Hunt-
ington went into it, General Echols then
entered the directory of this road and sub-
sequently devoted his entire time to railroad
interests.

Capt. Catlett was twice married, the first
wife was Mary Patton, daughter of the Dr.
Patton, of the United States Navy, and
aiece of John M. Patton, a celebrated Rich-
mond lawyer. His sister married General
Philip St. George Cooke, brother of Mrs.
Gen. J. E. B. Stuait. By this marriage
Capt, Catlett leaves two sons, Charles and
Henry. His second wife was Fannie B.
Gay of this city, who, with four daughters,
survives him.

Capt. Catlett was always a man of exem-
plary moral character and habits; genial
companionable, hospitable, a delightful
talker and a sympathetic listener. He was
a member of Trinity Episcopal chureh, and
until his health became poor. he was for
years a usefnl member of its vestry. A man
of liberal views, he approved of all efforts
to improve and beautify the city. His
death is thus a loss not only to his family
and close personal friends, but to the city,
which for 33 years, he had made his home.

The funeral took place from Trinity Epis-
copal church on Wednesday morning at 9
o’clock, the services being conducted by
Rev. W. Q. Hullihen and were particularly
impressive, and appropriate the following
gentlemen acted as pall-bearers:

He was a native of Indiana, the son of a
Lutheran minister. His father dying when
he and his brother L. Thomas Hoover were
small boys, his mother returned with them
to Augusta county to the home of her father,
Henry Eidson, Sr., where they afterwards
resided, 5 miles west of Staunton on the
Parkersburg road. Capt. Hoover received
a good education finishing at Washington
college and finally at the University of Vir-
ginia. He went into the war as lieutenant
in Capt. Curry’s company, the Rockbridge
Guards, which was company H. of the 35th
regiment. ‘He was captured at Rich Moun-
tain with his captain, who was wounded,
and the next day paroled. He rejoined the
regiment and made a good soldier, and was
again captured May 12, 1864, at Spottsylvania
Court House and sent to Fort Delaware,
where he remained a prisoner to the end of
the war.

After the war he taught school in Augus-
ta county, at Moorefield and in Stannton,
and was remarkably suceessful as a teacher.
In fact he was specially fitted for this work.
Later he engaged in insuranee work, in
building and loan, ete.

Capt. Hoover was a man of rare intellec-
tual ability, a logical thinker and a broad
scholar, He was a fine linguist and had tew
superiors as a mathematician. His mathe-
matical faculty was displayed in his skill
atchess, a game in which he had few su-
poriors in this country. Asa man he was
generous, friendly and companionable. It
was impossible not to be charmed by his
conversation. He looked on the bright side
of lite, and of character, and had something
good to say of those whohe knew, and his
acquaintanceship was as extensive perhaps
as that of any man in the State. He was a
member of the First Presbyterian church of
this city, and for years one of its most in-
fluential ruling elders.

Capt. Hoover was twice married, his first
wife being a sister of Dr. J. M. Hanger of
this city, by whom he left no issue.

Soldiers Pass Through.

On Saturday afternoon, Light Battery F
of the 4th Regt. U. S. Artillery, passed
through this city over the C. & O. from Ft.
Riley, Kansas, to Fortress Monroe. News
had preceeded them that they were expect-
ed and the Stonewall Band and a large
concourse of citizens, in all probably 2,500,
assembled at the station to meet and cheer
them on their way. As the train, a heavy
one, drawu by two massive locomotives,
rolled in shouts went up, the band played
in its usual magnificent style patriotic airs
and the soldiers saw at once the hearty wel-
come extended them, and officers and men
alighted and mixed freely with the crowd.
The company was in command of Capt.
Taylor and Lieutenants Sturgiss and Kep-
hapt. The men were splendid specimens of
physical manhood, but begrimed by travel
and browned by exposure. The engines
took water and when ready to start the
bugle called all men aboard and the train
steamed away, the Stonewall Band as a
parting salute playing ‘“‘Auld Lang Syne,”
the soldiers and crowd cheering. There
were 78 officers and men, with horses and
four fleld pieces.

It is desired by the couniy
sehool authorities that teachers of the coun-
ty will make a special effort to attend this
Normal, and, also, all who are preparing
themselves to teach. 1t is expected that an
examination for teachers cerlificates will be
held at the close of the Normal for the
benefit of those who attend the full term.
