THE LOSS OF THE PULP MILL.

West Virginia Editors Express Freely
Their Sentiments Concerning It.

We give below a few paragraphs
clipped from West Virginia papers on
the subject of the loss of the pulp mills,
which [is now an absorbing topic in
the eastern part of that State.
Brother Sawyers, of the Hinton
Herald, not yet apprised of the cer-
tain loss of the mill, speaks thus in
part:

“Out of the caterwaul anent the
pulp mill, 1s the voice of ‘one crying
in the wilderness,’ prepare ye for Re-
publican prosperity is at hand. The
voice is not the voice of Johu the
Baptist, but of Alex Miller. Alex is
the only known American, wholly un-
interested, and hath not of what Shake-
speare would call ‘commodity’ mixed
up in this administration, that I can
treely forgive for talking about ‘pros-
perity.” He has it to do you know
whether he wot or not, because he flop-
ped, ete, or words to that effect, but
from the rest of the noisy clatterbang
of blatherskites who are yelping about
prosperity, when they haveu’t a dollar
of their wives’ money at interest and
tLeir breetches bag at the knee, I turn
my tace in sheer disgust.

“I am not a fisherman--don’t care a-
dam if every fish, water snake and
mud curtle from Andy Price's town to
Point Pleasant be killed as dead as
hector by the palp mill. I care nothing
about pretty rhetorie and high-falutin
English concerning the tinny tribe and
the limpid waters of the Greenbrier—
would just as lief get it on the install-
ment plan in the artless prattle of
Fudge Fumbles’ Foolery as in the stilt-
ed style of Ben Johnson. What we
want Alex, and I believeall of us want,
is the pulp mill. And we want the
animal where its filthy spawn will not
harm a mother’s son of Adaw’'s race
The polliwogs and mud-cats in the
river west of here are of little conse-
uence.

The mill, located at Caldwell, will do
us no good, but on the contrary willdo
us a vast amount of harm. The town
will be 1rreparably damaged without
being benefitted a cents worth. It isa
business matter with us just as much
s0 as iv is with the pulp mill. The peo-
ple ought to kick and they would be
tools if they didn’t kick. True Alex
says that the Greenbrier is poiluted
already, whilst Judge Moore says that
the pulp mill won’t pollute anything,
then why is it they fear the result of
injunction proceedings or any other
proceedings, either in law or equity, on
the part of the people of Hinton, is a
process of reasoning and new species
of discovery suited it seems, only, to
the paradoxical genius of Judge Moore.
“But to the point—Hinton 1s the
place, it seems to mwe, for the pulp
mill. No town west of here uses the
waters of New River, No Brer Hand
cocks or other Simon Peters casts their
nets west of here in the spring. Two
rivers greater by far than the sacred
Jordan or the historical Rubicon, will
supply the aforesaid mill with their
crystal waters . hilst the acids and re
fuse flowing from it will not harm a
human being between this point and
the Philippine Islands,

A Great National Calamity.

Brother Andrew Price, of the Poca-
hontas Times, takes down his scimitar,
polishes it and proceeds to use it thus:

*‘The pulp mill has decided to estab-
lish itself at Covington instezd of
Caldwell, so say all the reports, and we
suppose that the bells are all ringing
and the people celebrating in VHinton
for now they will have the mixture
they drink assured. Caldwell, Ron-
ceverteandLewisburg aresocut up over
the assininity of the town of Hinton,
nowever, that they are ready to turn
the river from its course so that it will
not pass Hinton. Hinton will hear of
this for many a day, for the loss ot the
industry to the State will be felt by all
within its bounds.

*The history of the whole business
can be related briefly. The West Vir-
ginia Paper Company found itself in
pressing need of a supply of spruce
wood, and made large purchases in this
county, where there is so much spruce
that the mind cof man can not form a
conception of the vast amount. This
timber was to have been manufactur-
ed into pulp at Caldwell, where the
Greenbrier meets the main line of the
C.& O., and a couple of farms were
purchéased for the site. The mills when
completed would employ 1,200 men, and
altogether it was to be the biggest af-
fair of its kind in the world. Then
there seemed to be a great fature for
Caldwell, and Ronceverte and Lewis
burg expected Lo be eonsolidated with
Caldwell in a short timae in one great
city. Electric railways, banks, im-
provement ecompanies, and other enter-
prises were projected. But all things
are uncertain in this hife.

**Hinton, feeling slighted in not be
ing benefitted by this prosperity, and
being further informed that a very
sacred edifice where the Hinton people
worship called the round-house would
be moved to Caldwell, commenced to
complain about having such & manu
factory above them on the spring
branch from which they took their
water. The water works finally served
a notice onthe pulp company that they
would take steps against them in the
courts if they presuimned to pollute the
stream.

HCapital is always timid, and in this
case the company was foot loose, and
the people of Covington coming for-
ward at this time and offerivg induce-
ments, the pulp company appareuntly
will dispose of their farms at Caldwell
and go over the mount=zius some thir-
ry miles into Virginia. This makes a
longer haul for the materialin thelog,
but not so long in the manufactared
product.

*Peocahontas county was not neces-
sarily affecied by the casnge, bat re-
ports b2gan to be circulated that the
railroad instead of being built up the
river would be built from Covington
to Travelers’ Repose. Marlinton has
lost the railroad so ofien that it knows
how to stand a bereavement of this
kind and remained calmm. In the
meantime the work has goneon steadi-
ly, and present indications are that the
road will be built as far as Marlinton
this summer.”
