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ADMIRAL DEWEY’S CANDIDACY.

Pocohontas county. Actual work on

this line began omnly on the 27th

day of August last in this quarter,

some work had been done svuth of
here, but none earlier than that in

this section. Yerwith a rather severe
winter, much sickness, bad roads and
a small pox quarantiae, very wmuch of
the gradiong 1s done, and it is said to
be the intention of the cowpauy to
haye traius running as tar us Lh]e_s
point by July 1, a distance of about 99
miles.

The road took shape last Spring.
When the West Virginia Puip and
Paper Co. began to prospeet for a lo-
cation for a plant st sowe poinut cther
than on the Potomac, and at a point
80 remote that some citizeusf the city
of Cumberlaud mighv uave surcease
from their bitter persecution ¢t them.
The Pulp cowmpany visited the railway
authorities and an agreement was el-
tered into for its building on certain
conditions. This promise led the FPulp
Co. to buy large tracts of timber land
on which was pulp wood, also to the
building of their plant at Covington,
and of course the building of the road.

This section is possibly the finest
undeveloped timber country in the
United States. The distance from a
rallway heretofore Jeft all timber
standing except such as could be raft-
ed to Ronceverte and white pine which
could be floated. There have, since
the pine lumber began to be floated,
say 20 years ago, been taken from this
county not less than 200,000,000 feet of
that timber, and there is much more
of the same character yet uncut. The
oak and other hard woods have not
been touched. The tan bark alone in
this county is something enormous.

As soon as the railway is complet,t_ad
great activity will be manifested in
the lumber trade, in fact saw mills are
(now coming in daily, and the sawed
product is being stacked ready for
shipment. The location of the road as
it is along the rivei renders the entire
county in touch with it, putting the
lands of nearly every man in the coun-
ty within 12 miles of it.
industry is by no means the only in-
dustry likely to spring up here. The
most massive marble find iu this
country seems to be right on the line
of this road, the principle marbles
being black and red. These have nov
yet been fully opened, but will be as
soon as the road is in running order.
There are also immense deposits of
iron ore with limestone in a stone’s
thrown. KEighteen miles west, on the
head of Gauley river, are vast depos
its of the New River coking coal, thus
placing iron, coal and limestone near-
er together than at any other point in
West Virginia. This mustinvite the
manufacture of iron at some point
near here, or at this place. There is
fine water power in the county, at a
gorge in the mountain one of the larg-
€8t streams can easily be damed and
a wonderful power ovtaiued.

At present vhe Wess Virginia Cen-
tral and Pittsburg are at work < a
line which c¢rosses Cheat mouutain
from Elkins to connect with clie (Greeu-
brier railway.

The road nas
not as yet 1ndicated aby pulley wiii
reference to freight rates, and e
doubt on thal score 15 svmewhial re-
tarding developmeni, and Keepiug vub
iuvesiors. The Hobt Bpriugs brauch
by which this county received and
sent away all produce and goods hus
been o outrageous!y buarceusowe aud
extlavagant iu 1ts charges, a8 Lo cause
apprebensicu that saeh a policy might
be adopted here. This ancertaiuly
renders values unpknown and deters
buyers. 1t is tieretore to be hoped
that Some policy may be outlined or
some indication vouchsafed these peo-
ple.

Shouald the road be abie to
do work by September from this

point, it will carry away many hun-
dreds of cattle and thousands of sheep
which: in some instances have been
drivento the W. Va.

shipment of lumber at once and in a
few years more lumber will likely reach
it from this quarter than from the en-
tire live east of the Ohio river. The
character of the work is good.
