A BRILLIANT MILITARY CAREER.

Being an Account of the Army Life and
Death of Capt. Wm. C. Geiger.

Lieut. Harry N. Cootes, in a recent
lester 110w Santa Maria, Luzon. to ms
friend bere, Mr W. W. Timbverlake,
gives the following interestiug aceount
of the military career and death of
Capt. Wm. C. Geiger, of this county.
Though short, the military career of
the youuyg biero was filled with stirring
incident, he having participated in 110
engagements and skirmishes. is re-
mains were forwarded on the 15th of
Jualy and it is supposed will reach here
about the 20th mst., where they will
be laid to rest in Thorurose cemetery,
in the family lot, with military honors.

*Capt. William Churchman Geiger’s
army career dates from 1896 when he
entered at Richmond, and was assign
ed to duty with the Battalion of En-
gineers then located at the West Point
Military Academy, he was on duty
with his company there for 3 or 4
months when he was detailed as in
structor of the school for children of
enlisted men. Ile was acting in .thls
capacity when the Spanish American
war broke out, when he rejoined his
company and was sent to Tamwpa. Fla.
Previous to this he had taken his pre-
liminary examinations for the regular
army at Ft. Levenworth, Kan., and
had but one more examination to pass
betore he would receive a commission
as 2nd lieutenant. When the troops
sailed for Cuba he was detailed and
with a squad of men was assigned to
duty with the bridge building detach-
ment and on fiune 22, 98, through the
efforts of Hon. Jacob Yost he was ¢om-
missioned a 2ud lieutenant in 24th U.
S. Inf. then at Daiquiri, Cuba. He
joined his regiment, and with a squad
of men from hiscompany participated
in the charge of San Juan hill, also
was at El Caney, and after the surren-
der at Santeago he returned to the
States with his command and was sick
at Montauk Point for several weeks.
His next duty was with the 24th Inf.
at Fort Russell, Wyoming. After
spending several months there a desire
for active service caused him to apply
for a trainsfer to the 14th Inf. which
was in the Philippines, this was grant-
ed, and he sailed shortly afterwards
on the Morgan City, now a4 Wreck on
the Japanese coast. When he arrived
