The following year he not only at-
tended theregular course of lectures
in the Jefferson Medical College, but
also established a QuizClass, which
was largely patronized by the medical
students.

Deaeh of Dr. Hunter McGuire.
Richmond, Sept. 19.?Dr. Hunter

McGuire, who was stricken with pa
ralysis some months since, died this
morning, never having regained his
health or strength since his attack.
He was 06 years old and wasStonewall
Jackson's surgeon during the war.
His skill as a surgeon and physician
was known throughout the country.
His funeral will take place on Friday
afternoon.

Hunter Holmes McGuire, M. D., LL.
D., third assistant surgeon-general of
the United ConfederateVeterans, rank
of brigadier general, staff of General
John B. Gordon, wasborn in Winches-
ter, Va., October 11,1835. He was the
son ofDr. Hugh HolmesMcGuire and
of Anne Eliza Moss, his wife, the fami-
ly being directly descended from
Ttioraas Mor McGuire, LordorPrince
of Fermanagh, Ireland, who was born
in 1400 and died in 1430. His profes-
sional studies werebegun in the Win-
chester Medical College, from which in-
stitution he receivedhis degree in 1855.
In 185G he marticulated in both the
University of Pennsylvaniaaud Jeffer-
son Medical College of Puili>delphia,
but was taken sick and compelled to
return home before the end of the ses-
sion. In 1857 he was elected Professor
of Anatomyin the Winchester Medi-
cal College and served one year, in
1858, feeling the need of greater clini-
cal advantages he resigned his position
in the Collegeand relinquished a grow-
ing practice to return toPhiladelphia.

Mr. Bryan arraigns the Republican
party for its record on the trust issue.
"The appalling growth ofcombinations
in restraint of trade during the pres-
ent Administration,"he'says, "proves
conclusively that the Republican party
lacks either the desire or the ability to
deal with the question effectively."
He promises, if elected President, "to
select an Attoruey-Geueral who will,
without fear or favor, enforce existing
law. I shall," he adds, "recommend
such additional legislation as may be
necessary to dissolve every private
monopoly which does business outside
the State of its origin." He condemns
the Dingley tariffact, because "under
its operation trusts can plunder the
people of the United States while they
successfully compete in foreign mar-
ketSjWith manufacturersof othercoun-
tries-" Mr. Bryan declares that the
Democratic party "makes no war up-
on honestly acquired wealth, neither
does it seek to embarrass corporations
engaged in legitimate business." "It
does protest," however, "against cor-
porations entering politics and at-
tempting to assume control of the in-
strumentalitiesof government."

Mr. Bryan's Letter of Acceptance.
In his ppeech at Indianapolis, when

notified of his Domination forPresident
by tbe Democratic National Conven-
tion, Hon. W. .1. Bryan discussed the
issue of imperialism and outlined the
policy of his party on that issue. In
his letter of acceptance, Mr. Bryan
gives a concise review of the several
planks of the Kansas City platform,
emperialisin, he reiterates, is the para-
mount issue of thecampaign. "Wheth-
er we shall adhere to or abandon those
ideas of government which have dis-
tinguished this nation from other na-
tions Is," he declares, "a question the
settlement of which cannot be delay-
ed. No other question can approach
it iv importance, no other question de-
mands such immediate consideration.
* * * When the doctrine that the
people are the only source of power is
made secure from further attack, we
can safely proceed to the settlement of
the numerous questionswhich involve
the domestic and economic welfare of
our citizens."

In his reviewof theKansas Cityplat-
form Mr. Fryan discusses briefly the
money plank of that platform. lie
indorses the demand for a constitu-
tional amendment providing for the
election of Senators by the people. He
denounces "government by injunc
tlon," and the blacklist. He advo-
cates arbitrationbetween corporations
and their employes, and urges the es-
tablishment of aDepartment of Labor
with a member of the Cabinet at its
head. He opposes entanglingalliances
with foreign nations and emphasizes
the importance of maintaining the
Monroe doctrine. He condemns the
Republican party for extravagance in
the expendituresof the Government
and the imposing heavy burdens upon
the taxpayers. Mr. Bryan's letter is
a clear, concise statement of the prin-
ciples and policy of the Democratic
party as set forth iv the Kansas City
platform, aud a terse arraignment of
the viciouspractices of theRepublican
party.
