It was also on
the seecond day of the session when
Gen. R. D. Lilly, a popular and res-
pected member of Synod, from the
First church Staunton, also at the
conclusion of a speech before the
body, was stricken with paralysis and/
fell unconscious in his seat. The
members of synod and the audience
were greatly moved, when, during the
recess, which was immediately taken,
the insensible form of the gallant,

one armed Confederate soldier and
elder was born out of the church in

the -arme of-ahis tearful colleagues.

The touchlng prayer of sympathy also
followed, soon after to be succeeded by

his death, and his body, too, was es-

corted to the station and sent to his

home in Staunton, accompanied by

two of his friends and fellow members,

Rev. Dr. D. K. McFarland and Elder

T. C. Morton, where the remains were

buried in Thornrose, followed to the

grave by a large concourse of eitizens

and friends.
