Fifth?lt was, therefore, unanimous-
ly agreedby tha committee to recom-
mendto the General Assembly that
some revision or change be made in
our confessional statements.

powerto deprivethepassengersof their
right to have the cheapestpossible ac-
commodationsor the latest improve-
ments. No preferences ghall.be allow-
ed to any particular person, firm, or
corporation.
