Republican majorities In Congress.
The Lodge Bill and kindred legislation
cemented themmoreand morefirmly,
not because they were opposed to ali
tenetsor alms of the Republican par-
ty?for they were not. That party
cannot beall wrong,and none know
itbetter than the men of the South.

There is no sacrifice that theyoung men of the South would notmakeif duty called, and the words
came through Mr. McKinley's lips.The day has come when theyare led tobelieve they might under certain con-ditionshave a friend in the WhiteHouse, though he be of different poli
tics, when they can see that everyman'shand is not against them, hencetheir hand is not against every man.Mr. McKinley'svisit to the South hasnot hurt him, he is regarded person-
ally as a man of the kindest instincts,as one whonever wishes to have anenemy when he can have a frieDd.Who recognizes that intelligenceis the
powerjthatmust rule in all countries,and that he will not undertake to aidany other force in opposition to it.We admire this in him, and believingas we dothat he has passed throughyearsof the most trying period in ourhistory since Lincoln took his seat,?we are delighted to see that he hasdone so well. We would notsee himlose a friend In all the South, we hopehe may make many.

WASHINGTON LETTER.j (From our RegularCorrespondent.)Washington, May B.?ls the admin-istration responsible for the 'outbreakof jingoism against Germany, justnowfiguring insomeof thebig newspapers?That question has been askedveryfre-quently in Washington of late, andnot a few answers have been in the af-firmative.although whatpurposeof theadministrationwould be served by awar scare or an actual war with Ger-many or any other nation, is not ap-
parent, unless it be a scheme to workup public opinion iv favorof Congres-sional legislation for au enormous increase in our navy. It is certain, how-ever, that men very close to the ad-ministration,are doing their best toincrease the talk about Germany's in-
tention to grab oneor more of the lit-
tle republics on thiscontinent, regard-less of the Monroe doctrine. This is
playing with dynamite. It is not prob-
able that Germany wants a war with
us, and it is absolutely certain that wedon't want a war with Germany but
it is easily possible for fool talk here
and in Germany to get the two peoplesso wrought up thatsome littleincident,which under ordinary circumstanceswould amountto nothing, might bringou one of the most costly wars everjfought.

Senator McLaurin may continue to
call himself a democrat if it pleaseshim to do so, but the fact that thedistributionof the Federal patronageof South Caroliua is in his bands,
shows what sort of a democrathe is.The white republicans of that state,
who have monopolized the Federal of-
fices for thirty five years, except dur-
ing the two Cleveland terms are doing
much growling, but those after re-appointment, are told when they cometo Washington, that it is necessary
for them to have Senator McLaurin'sendorsement,before they can get it

The radical position takenby Repre-
sentative Babcock, of Wiscousin, asto the necessity tor a revision of the

Ev-ery man wishes our army to have the
best equipments to be had,but no manwith the right sort of blood in himbe-lieve that foreign equipments shouldbe bought, when as good can be had ivthis country.

ness of more than two weeks of par-alysis. He was stricken whileattending to his newspaper.work and whenhe was apparently in good health. Dr.Snowden was 65 years of age and issurvived by his wife. In 1859 he wentinto the newspaper business, and be-cameeditor of the Gazette in 1865,andconducted the editorialdepartment ofthatpaper until the present. He wasoneof the most fearless writers of theVirginia press, never hesitating tospeak just what he thought on allsubjects ofpublic interest. It was apleasureto read after him.
