ONE OF MOSBY'S FAMOUS RAIDS.

Made a Big Haul, But Failed to bet
The Money.

The eiguth annual reunion of Mos-
by's Rangers at Warrenton, recently
was the occasion of the renewing of
recollectionsof bellum days and many
a good anecdote oradveuture was tod
with all the vividness of personal ex-
perience. Mr. David S. Brisco, of this
city who was a lieutenant under Mos-
by, tells several realistic accounts of
engagements which indicate the aggres
sive prowess of this sleepless band.

On oue occasion, called the ''Berry-
villeraid," an immense lis ul of plunder
was taken froma provision traiu going
t) relieve Sheridan at Wicchester, but
in the excitementa box containing a
great quantity of greenbacks, the
property of the paymaster, was over
looked, and the Federals came back
and recovered it. The incident occur-
red on August 13, 1864. Scouts re ,
ported a large wagon train of supplies
for Sheridan inprogress from Harper's
Ferry to Winchester. The rangers
came up with the Federal's train,
which was under the protection of a
strong guard. Early the uext morn-
ing as it was nearingBerryville, a fog
partially concealed the Confederates
and gave them opportunity to plant a
small howitzer on an eminence. The
first shell burst in the road and scat-
tered the guard and a second exploded
among the wagons and caused astam-
pede among the drivers. The third
shot was followed by the charge and
the Federal cavalry and infantry fled,
the infantry hiding in the woods or
behind stone fences, where they kept
up a murderous lire upon tbe rangers.

The scenebecame one of indescrib-
able confusion. The train extended
for a long distance alongthe pike. The
booming of cannon, the bursting of
shells, therattle of musketry and the
crack ofpistols, mingled with the yells
of the contending forces, the braying
of mules and lowing of cattle, were
heard with the cries of the wounded.
The rangers, wild with excitement,
sang andshouted and the braying mules
joined in the chorus.

Over 500 mules were taken in this
raid, X horses, 200 cattle and 200 pris-
oners. Over 100 wagons were destroy
cd. In one wagon was a box which
was thrown out upon the ground by
the roadside, along with other boxes
and trunks containing officers' bag-
gage, and it passed unnoticed among
these rich prizes. It was afterwards
learned that this box was filled with
greenbacks.

Mr. Briscoe participated in the raid
in which Capt. Mountjoy, a gallant
and dashing young officer, was killed.
Capt. Mountjoy had been sent into
Loudoun county with Company D
after the Loudoun Rangers, and at
Goresville he fell in with adetachment
of Union troops under Lieutenant
Graham, which was returning from a
raid upon Leesburg. As soon as they
were attacked the Federals fled, some
toward Leesburg and the others toward
the l'otoinae river. Capt. Mountjoy
with Lieutenant Briscoe, was leading
in pursuit. Capt. Mountjoy waskilled
by a chance shot fired by a Federal
soldier, who, without looking back,
fired over his shoulder. The bullet
struck the captain in the head, killing
him instantly.?Baltimore Sun.

General Jackson's Defeat of the British

at New Orleans.
He had attacked the British advance

in the night of their arrival (Dec. 23),
on the Mississippi, had resisted their
counterattack on the 28th, had dis-
mounted their guns and demolished
their batteries by the superior accura-
cy of his fire, when they openedan
artillery duelon Jan. 1; and when they
rashly attacked his entrenchments
across an open field on Jan. Bth, his
backwoods riflemen mowed them down
at less that 200 yards as the mower
cuts the grass. Of four major-gener
als present two, including Pakenham,
werekilled and a third wounded. In
oneregiment 505 were killed orwound-
ed out of a total of 775. The losses ofj
the wholecommand were 2,036 out of
6,000 engaged. Jackson lost only eight
killed and thirteen wounded on his
o Am side of the river, and counting the
losses in Morgan's command on the
west bank the aggregate was only 71.
It is hard to find in military annals a
record of a defeat so complete, under
such unfavorable circumstances. On
the British side were regular troops,
the veterans of Salamanca, aud Bada-
jos, andCiudad Rodrigo, commanded
by officers specially selected for their
skill aud experience in actual war.
while Jackson commanded the most
picturesque and motley aggregation
ever brought together; two regiments
of regulars, twobrigades of backwoods-
men, forming the militiaof Kentucky
and Tennesse, a battalion of free ne-
groes, a detachmentof Laiitt'spirates,
a squad of French soldiers who hi d
served under Napoleon, a battalion of
San Domingans, another of Louisaoa
Creoles, some sailors, aud Jackson
towering above them all, riding the
whirlwind, and "by the Eternal"
bringing order out of chaos. Nothing
was lacking to heighten the dramatic
effect, and in these three weeks Jack-
sou gained a popularity among the
masses of his couutrymen which no
error or indiscretion during the sub-
sequent 22 years of his public life
could ever shake or diminish. He re-
mained in command at New Orleans
after the close of the war,being retain
ed in the army in the reduction of
1815 as oneof the two major-generals.

BEGGARS IN SAN JUAN.

Porto Rico's Custom ofDistributing Aims
Every Saturday.

Saturday is beggars'day in San Juan.
For that matter, every day is beggars'
day toa greater or less extent, but on
Saturday all the beggars from far and
near journey to the capital, there to
collect their weekly toll from theirmore
prosperous brethren. Kan Juan is nev-
er free from beggars, as there are round-
ers to whom begging is a profession.
On Saturday, however, it is safe to
say that fully one-fifth of the people
met upon thestreets are indigents seek-
iug alms. The halt and the blind, old
men and womenand little children, all
types are represented, each with hand
outstretched, and it ia no uncommon
thing to hear from the lips of children
probably the only English words JJiey
know: "America, give me 1 cent!"

Every merchant in San Juan has his
own particular clientele. On the sev-
enth da) each merchant sets aside a
cartain amount, which he has previous-
ly changed into cents, aud to each one
of his clients is given 1 cent. Some ol
the larger or more prosperous mer-
chants give to everyone who applies.
One merchant takes his weekly allow
aucefor charity, changes it into cents
and places the money in abasket which
is hung near the entranced the store.
Each beggar comes and takes his or
her cent, and no more, and goes away.

.Some of the deformities which are
exhibited for the purpose of creating
public sympathy are disgusting and
offensive. The worst cases are gen-
erally dragged about in little carts by
big, healthy peons. The blind man,
with haversack slung over his shoulder
to hold the scraps that may fall to his
lot, is led from doorto door at the end
of a short stick, guided by a stout
wretch who shouldbe earninghis living
in the sugar fields. Thus the crippled
members of the family support the
healthy members. Many aud loud are
the blessings bestowed upon the giver,
louder are the curses rained upon the
person who withholds his cent. If a
more aggressive, independent and yet
abject specimen of poverty exists than
the Porto Rican beggar, it would be
hard to convince au American of this
fact after he had passed a Saturday in
San Juan.?New York Sun.

The potatomay be used in countless
ways. It may be roasted or boiled for
the use of man, womanor child, mak-
ing a most delicious and salubrious re-
past; there is potato bread that makes
the finest of toast; therearepotato pie
aud pudding, both exceedingly good;
potato yeast and potato starch; potato
hair powder, equal to any if kept dry
and perfumed with bergamot. More
over, potatoes boiled and mashed tine
in the water in which they were boiled'
with a handful of Indian meal, make
excellent fodder for the pigs; there is
nobettercow fattener than raw pota-
toes; they also make an excellent food
for the horse, giving him a fine sleek
skin, as though he had all the time
livedupon luxuriant clover; they are
an excellentsubstitutefor coffee. Then
there are potatoes saute, Lyonnaise
Itallenneand what not else. A substi*
tute for potatoes?

Curious Water Effects in Idaho.
Prof. IsraelC. Russell, of the U. S.

Geological Survey is at present examin-
ing the great lava covered plain of
Southern Idaho, through which Snake
Run has cut its deep canyon. Many
creeks and rivers rising in the moun-
tains on both sides of this plain loose
their waters as they enter upon the
previoussurface. Thesepercolateuu-
derground to finally reappear iv great
springs far down the canyou walls.
Some ofthestreamsfrom these springs
are literally large enough to float a
steam boat. It is the object of the
Geological Survey to locate the course
of these underground waters beneath
the drought stricken region and to in-
dicate where, by deepwells,watermay
be had for the cattle or sheep which
for lack of water are unabje to graze
over the broad area. There are many
tracts of fertile land embracing thou-
sands of acres which by useof the wat-
ers now flowing to waste might be
made into productive farms and or-
chards This investigation is part of
the general study ofthe waterresources
of the country, aud the mapsprepared
will add to the series exhibiting the
probable depth and character of the
watersbeneath the surface.
