
NOT TIRED OF THE CONVENTION.
It is stated by some that there is a

Feeling growing in the State against
the work of the Constitutional Con-
vention, some indeed asserting that
the convention,by its long drawn out
session, has becomeso unpopular that
thepeopleare aboutready tovote down
any constitution it shall frame.

Now we deny that this is a fact in so
far as the more intelligent people are
concerned, and we further assert that
so soon as the people know what the
convention has had to deal with, and
what it is tryiug to accomplish for
theirgood, they willnotonly not crit-
icise it for its long session, but say to
the men who compose it, "go on, and
if you can accomplished what you are
trying to accomplish you may sit just
as long as you please, whether it be one
yearor ten years."

In the first place we wish to call the
attentionof the readers of the Spec-
tator to the fact that there are
scarcely ten men in that body who are
not losing from $5 to $20 per dayevery
day they sit in Richmond, and a ma-
jority of whom, if they were not try-
ing to perform a great service to their
State would gladly see the convention
adjourn tomorrow and go to their
homes.

But let us see whether these men are
taking up any more time than other
conventions have consumed. We must
recall that thereare many subjects to
be considered of as vast if not vaster
importancethan the suffrage question.
The uneducated probably suppose the
suffrage regulation was the sole object
of the calling of the convention, but
not so. The questions of taxation and
control of corporations are two ques
tions of vaster importance than who
shall vote, we think. j

The convention of 1829, we believe,
was in seseion S$ months, and it was
Calledto extend the suffrage only, and
the negro was not then a factor, hence
no wrangle over him.

The convention of 1850 which was
called to further extend the suffrage,
at aperiod when the negro was not a
factor, was in actual session, we be-
lieve 71 months, and it was actually 9i
months between the assembling of the
convention and its adjournment.

Now those were our own Virginia
conventions. In 1872 Pennsylvania
had a conventionand nonegroquestion
could come up there because there
werenot enough negroes in the State
;o consider, and that convention last-
ed 11 months.

Kentucky has had a recei'.t conven-
tion, and she had no negro questionto
deal with, and her convention lasted 18
months. Then why find fau:t with our
people,when they havebeen interrupt-
ed by several occurrences, such as a
State election, the holidays, etc., when
they have been in session less than 5
months, and have the 14th and 15th
amendmentsto the constitutionof the
United States to hamper them*.

Our peoplemust recollect in justice
to thesemen, that tbey differ widely
from a legislative body, which, if they
err can be corrected by the Governor's
veto, or the courts, and whichhas only
to deal with a few questions during a

fssion. Our Legislature always sits
monts, and sometimes extends its

session beyond that. Without any
reflection on that body, we call atten-tionto thefact that while it enacts
laws based on fundamental principles
as laid down in our constitution, this
constitution has to work out thosefundamental principles, not merely
or today or tomorrow, but to last
lossibly fifty years or longer. The

body of men whowill frame that con-
stitution is asable, we think, as any
which has everassembled in Virginia, j
it is as patriotic we think,and it is the
first and only legislative body thathas
assembledsince the close of the war,
that the powerful corporations in the
State have been unable to control in a
greatmeasure, when they undertook
to do so. This fact should at once put
it in favor with the people and they
should cease to utter the phrasesput
in their mouths by the corporate press
of the State, to the effect that the peo-
ple want the convention to quit and
go home. This talk is made to order,
it is manufactured by corporate
servitors, and in the offices of theTimes and the Dispatch, which are
the property of great corporations, the
latterhavingbeenacquired.it is gen-|
erallybelieved, for the sole purposeof
breaking the force of this conventionin its efforts to control corporations
and arrange for uniformand just taxa-tion. When the people know thesefacts, and we intend to do all we can
to put them in possession of them, we
are sure they will not nag at our rep-
resentatives in the convention,orgrow
petulent about the length of time ittakes to frame measures which are in-
tended for theirprotection and relief.Let it be rememberedthat the power-
ful influences of money and combina-tions of money have not failed toplace
their chosen representatives in this
convention. They are there, there in
numbers and influence, there in brains
and in skillful and artful devices.
They are busy "from early morn till
dewy eve," to defeat, to side track, to
divert from their clients and mastersthe very legislation that other ablemen who know the needs of the peoplearestruggling to enact to free them
from a bondage under which all pre-vious constitutions left them, and
which by influence in ourLegislatures
of the past, the corporations have
made moregrinding and onerous. Thepeople of this county ought to hold

A TOUCH OF IMPERIALISM.
The temper and disposition of our

accidentalPresidentare fastmanifest-
ing themselvesnot always creditable
to his position. His reprimand ad-
ministered to Gen. Miles, who has
daredto talk on the subject of that
villainousverdict against Schley, is,
webelieve, withoutaparallel in this
country or in Europe. As autocratic
as that Dutchmanwho nowreigns oyer
Germany is said to be,he has neverhad
the arrogance, and we may add inde-
cency, to talk to the commander of the
Germanarmies after thefashionof the
present young autocratof the White
House. Itis alleged,whether with truth
or not, that a Southern man talks
rougher toanegro than anybodyexcept
a flatboatmanwhen he cusses a roust-
about. No Southern man, even the
roughest talker, ever talked rougher
to a negro than Roosevelt talked to
Gen. Miles, and if he did it because of
the authority cited, which is as fol-
lows, "Deliberations or discussions
amongmilitary men conveying praise
or censure or any markof approbation
towardothers in the military service
* * areprohibited," then that sec-
tionof the militarycodehas no earth-
ly applicationto the case,any man of
commonsense ought to seeit and the
wholeaffair is without the slightest
justification.
