
THE VIRGINIA MILITARY INSTITUTE.
It was ourprivilege last week to wit-

ness for the Drat time the closing exer-
cises of theVirginia Military Institute
and our experiencewas oneof lasting
pleasure and profit. Having laid down
our arms in April 1865,as effectually as
didpoor Ben Battle, but still retain-
ingour legs, as Bendidnot, wewalked
in other paths and eschewed military
pageantsand wars alarums. But it
has always been a source of delight
that we were "permitted to see the
cadets as they marched to NewMarket
in 1864, a few days later to write their
name where time nor tide cannot
efface it. On a wet April morning
they passed u3, everything about them
damp, but their ardor. How they bore
themselves on thht memorableday at
New Market others have told more
truthfully, more graphically than we
can. The Military Institute had at-
tainedreputation of course, but never
uutil that gray line,inorder,as if upon
drees parade,marched into the very
cannon's mouth, the gaps in Its ranks
made by grape and cannister being
closed as if by magic; so magnificent,
so superb, that the old Confederate
veterans?heroes of anhundredbattles
?forgot momentarily their part in
thatdrama; the enemy paused before
pulling the lanyard in amazement,never having before beheld such a
picture in the red panorama of war.
From that day when the West Point
of the South received her baptism of
fire, has her namebeen the snyonyme
of all thata soldierloves or a citizen
honors. West Point has sent out her
individualsons brave as the bravest,
to fight her country'sbattles,but WestPoint has never sent her whole corps
as one man into the jaws of death,
where in a body theirtraining, their
valorand theirevery soldierly quality
might be tried, at one and the same
time. This test West Point will neyer
make, but this test the Virginia Mili-
tary institute has made, and it was
satisfactory. Today the training, thediscipline, the soldierly bearing, the
esprit de corps are as high as then,
and should such ademand be made on
the men who today compose thatbattalion, as was made on those who
composed it in 1864,they would march
to deathand to fame as they did then,
without faltering and without turn-
ing. The army is fast filling with theyoung men fromthis school, and while
they may havemoredifficulty in rising,
owing to the prejudice in favor ofWest Point and the many advantages
cadets from that school possess in
army circles, yet the youth of theVirginia Military Institute have
entereda school of arms not becausetheirfathers had been in the army,
nor because of theprestige a commis-sion maygive.asdoes the West Pointerin many cases, but because the bent
of their inclination turned them thatway, and under such exteriors we may
lookfor the real soldier. This school
is fast growing in favor, there is talk
of the National Government taking it
under its wing, but let that be as itmay, the advantages of the school asit now stands are sufficient to insure
for it not only a lasting but an in-
creasing patronage, though it have noaidbut Its individual merit, no famebut that it has with itsown hands
achieved. The next year's final will,we think, mark the erectionof a mon-
ument to those who fell either at NewMarket, or in the civil war, when therewill be a gathering which will makeglad the hearts of all truelovers of thisfamous institution.

WASHINGTON LETTER.

(From ourRegular Correspondent.)
Washington, June 30.?0n Thurs-day, theHouse ofRepresentativespass-ed the Philippine Billby a party vote,but one republican voting against themeasure. The bill was in conference,and an agreement reached. Ail theap-propriation bills have been passed andother important measures willbe per-mitted to awaitaction until the shortsession. In anticipation of tbepassage

of the PhilippineBillbefore July 4th,tbepresident has drawnup a general
proclamation of amnesty for all thepolitical offenders among the Filipinos
and, if his expectations are realized,the proclamation will be issued on In-dependenceDay.

Proceedings in the Senate on Fridayweremarked by a most able presenta-tion, made by Senator Teller, of theposition of therepublican party in re-gard to Cubanreciprocity. The effortmadeby the majority of the republi-cans to effect a reciprocal treaty withCuba, he characterized as the moststupendouseffort todeceivetheAmeri-can people that occurred in allhis pub-lic experience. Mr. Teller confirmedthe prediction, made in these letters,thata treaty wouldbe negotiated andpresented at the next session of Con-gress and declaredthat the whole rec-iprocity agitation hadbeen an attemptto take advantage of the well-knowndisposition of the American people torelieve apeople in distressto themate-rial advantage of the American SugarRefining Co., otherwise known as theSugar Trust.

The proclamation is as
follows:

Richmond, Va.
1 bereby;announceaudproclaim thatthe people of Virginia, through their

representatives in convention assem-
bled in Richmond on June 12, 1001,
have revised and amended a constitu-
tion for the government of the com-
monwealthof Virginia, and that the
same has been duly ordained and es
tablished, and will go into effect assuch, subject to the schedule thereto
annexed,on and after the 10-h day of
July, 1902, at noon. And in obedience
to section 24 of said schedule" I hereby
call upon all the people of Virginia to
rendertrue and loyal support, on and
after the day and hour last aforesaid,
to the said constitutionas theorganic
law of the commonwealth.

Given under my band and the seal
of the commonwealth of Virginia, at
thecity ofRichmond, this the 27tb day
of June, A. D., 1902, and the one hun-
red and twenty-sixth year of the com-
monwealth.
