HE U. VA. PRESIDENCY.

The result of the meeting of the
Board of Visitors of the University of
Virginia last week, when they assem-
bled to elect a president for that in-
stitution, was very disappointing.
This 18 the second or third abortive
attempt made to perform this work
and the publie is growing weary. It
is not very long now until the session
will begin,” and surely there conld
have been something done by this
time, if not before. What is to be
gained by delays noone seems to Know.
Such delays often—and this case has
been no exception—cause the worst
blood to be stirred. Had the election
been made promptly montbs ago the
situation could not have been half go
bad, no matter who succeeded in ob-
taining the office. Now all are ashamed
of the **muss’’ that has been Kkicked
up. We do not think that the like has
been seen in Virginia in a long time,
and we hope the likeof it will not soon
be seen again. The fight has been
made prineipally on Col. Geo. W.
Miles.

Without expressing any opinion as
to whether he was the best man for the
place, we must admit that he came
wore strongly endorsed than any one
else. We mast admit that the fight
made cn him by the faculty was un-
seemly, undignitied and ill advised—we
do not want to be misunderstond—we
do not mean to say that the faculty
had no right to express an oginion,
but we do say that the assault made
on Mr. Miles personally has been be-
littling, and was the means of putting
the signers of the ‘‘protest’’ issued to
avoid his election **in & hole’” as the
expression goes. On the other hand
Mr. Miles has now 1ssued ‘*an address’’
to the people of Virginia, intended to
vindicate himself. We are not advo-
cates usually of *‘self vindications,”
They often lower the dignity of a con-
troversy and most generally fail in
their objeet. This may be a ease in
point. We believe his paper should
not have been written. ;

Now what we wish to emphasize is
our unqualified disapproval of the de-
lays resorted to. They have bred this
trouble, and they will be the means of
bringing all the odium that can result
from this heated controversy, upon
the University, and if it goes on much
longer the results will be far more dis-
astrous than anything that has ever
befallen her. As bad as may have
been the election of any man applying
for the position, or even considered,
such a condition would have been in
o sense comparable to present condi-
tions. After the election all would
have settled down to the work allot-
ted, and the State would bhave been
spared the humiliation of the present
situation. After all no man knows
just who will best fill such a position,
and we regret that in recent years
most positions are not generally award-
ed to the meritorious, but are given to
those who have a pull, or whose ances-
try bad a pull, or who c¢annot exist
without a pull on the leg of somebody.
The Board, as we have said, has made,
we think, a great mistake in the dila
tory methods adopted. They seem to
be afraid totackel the proposition, and
this situation is like many others, it is
no place for weaklings or cowards, or
even hesitating persons. The game
must be fought to a finish and should

have been ended long ago.

WASHINGTON LETTER

Washington, D. C., Aug. 3 —While

seeking to make a record for inves-

Littauer’s own handwriting, in a state-

House committee on Manufacturers,
and in express violation of the statue
which expressly says, *‘No n}em.ber of
Congress shall directly or indirectly
hold or enjoy, in whole or in part, any
contract made or entered into in be
half of the United States or by any of-
ficer or person authorized to make
eontracts on the part of the United
States.”

The evidence, being Littauer's own
gtatement, made in his own handwrit-
ing, must be regarded as unimpeacha-
ble and it proves that Littauer has
been guilty of the same violation of
the United States statue for which ex-
Congressman Edmund H. Driggs has
been indicted by the Brooklyn grand
ury. When the factg in this case were
made public Secretary Bootordered an
investigation but in issuing instrue-
tions to the officer charged with the
investigation, Mr. Root merely in-
structed him to asgertain if the con-
tract was awarded to the lowest bid-
der. The President promised a *‘full
and fair investigation’’ of this ease and
Colonel Garlington has madean inves-
tigation believed to be anything but
«‘full and fair,”’ not of his own yoll
tion but because his powers were limit-
ed by Secretary Root, bis superior.
L.awyers have appeared before the See-
retary to plead leniency for Littauer
and it is teared that their clients close
agsociation with the President will af-
fect the Secretary’s decision. The pub-
lic is awaiting Mr. Root’s decision with
interest, but it cannot avoid reflecting
that in the case of Driggs the invesil
gation was conducted by the grand
jury and that Mr. Driggs, on less posi-
tive evidence, will be compelled to
stand trial in a gourt of justice.

A development in the Postoffice in-
vestigation regarded by the oflicials as
the most sensational they have as'yet
unearthed has just come to light
through the indictment by the District
of Columbia grand jury, of August W.
Machen, former superintendenc of free
delivery, on several new counts and
the simultaneous indicument of seven
of his confederates, the evidence pres-
ented to the jury showing that Machen
and his partners in erime had entered
into four contracts whereby the gov-
ernment was swindled out of a sum
estimated at $75,000. Intwoinstances
Machen awarded contracts for carriers
satchels, or bags. The specifications
called for shoulder strapsand the price
was made to include them. Machen
then purchased the shoulder straps
from another source, paid for them
with government funds and furnjshed
them to the manufacturers of the
satehels, securing from the latter the
amount thussaved them, approxifhate-
ly 25 cents per strap; which heand his
confederates divided between them-
selves. In another instance, Machen
placed a contract for small leather
cases used by carriers, without asking
for bids, and caused the government,
to pay 90 cents each for the cases but
gecured a refund to himeself and his
pals of 60 cents on each case. In the
last instance, Machen awarded to the
Mayor of Lookhaven, Pa., & contract
for painting mail boxes which the
manufacturers were required to paint.
1n this instance he and his associates
divided profits of $18,000. In addition
to officials and ethers who had already
been indicted the grand jury returned
true bills against William C. Lang. a
Washingtonian who comes from Ohio
and who claims to be a protege of
Senator Hauna, Maurice Rankle, of
New York, Jobn T. Cupper, mayor of
Lookhaven, Pa., and William Gordon
Crawford, manager of the Postal De-
vice and Lock Company of New York,
Crawford having been at one time dep-
uty auditor for the Postofiice Depart-
ment and being at this time a member
of the most cxclusive elub in Waehing-
ton. ;

It is generaily believed that this prac-
tically ends the present crop of indict-
ments growing out of the current in-
vestigation, although the grand jury
is still at work and will probably -re-
indict on new counts, George W. Beav
ers and other officials already lnpxched.
1t is also expected that there will be a
number of dismissals in the near fua-
ture. Postmaster-General Payne, who
has been for & number of weeks cruls-
ing aboat the Atlantic coast on a reve-
nue cutter, has returned to Wasning-
ton, having stopped at Oyster Bay on
his way to Washington. It is under-
stood that the President pointed out
to the Postmaster General the neces-
sity of getting rid of his “conﬁdguhal.”
