a Wooden Pipe.

Apropose to the town talk on the
subject of more waterfor Staunton it
will be interesting toknow how Lynch-
burg is getting her new supply in.
The writer was therea few days ago
and looked on with much interest
while the work was being done on the
Presbyterian orphanage farm.througbjwhich the 8 foot ditch runs about a
mile. It was a surprise to find the
piping is of wood, and the wood
brought from California, the famed
Redwood. The specimens of these big
trees are familiar to those who have
attended the expositions. Tbe wood
tomes in planks sawed about the
width and thickness of common floor-
ing aud built in the bottom of tbe
ditch, barrel fashion, and bound to-
gether with a kind of hoop made of
small iron rods about the size of a
man's finger. These hoops are tightly
drawn and screwed up and put about
3 inches apart. They are heavily coat-
ed with a water and rust proof black
paint and the pipe is just 3 feet in di-
ameter inside. This kind ofpipe, it is
said, will last indefinitely and is con
sidered more durable than iron, being
kept constantly moist and so far be-
neath tbe surface, though this opinion
is receivedrather skeptically by some.

The water is a clear and pure free
stone from the headwaters of Pedlar
River, bigb up in tbe mountains of
Amherst, the location being most con-
veniently reached from Buena Vista,
and the distance to Lynchburg is about
22 miles. That city voted an appro-
