Let it be re-
membered then that slight land dam-
ages or apparent inconveniences to
contiguous land owners are nothing
when results are sought. A road
should be made to last as long as roads
are used, the inconvenience of a few
laud owners is temporary. In a few
years tbe persons owning lands now
will no longer be among us, even their
children may not own them. What
then need we be troubled about, when
seeking a proper location ? Find it
and put the road there,it is far cheap-
er in the end, and evidences present
wisdom.
