WEARING EMBLEMS IS A
MISDEMEANOR

OKI.V HEMBEKS (AN APPEAR WITH
BADGES OR INSIGNIAOF

SECRET ORDKRS.

Under a recent act of the general as-
sembly it is made a misdemeanor for
any person !o wear any emblem,badge
of insignia of any secret order, society,
association or fraternity unless such
wearer is a member oftheorder,society
or fraternity. This will prohibit women
from wearing badgesor emblemswhich
may bolong to their husbands, fathers
or brothers, and the penalty is a term in
the jailsand a fine.

In has become notorious that men
have been weafing the Confederate
crosses of honor and have asked and re"
ceived as sistance as such, the men in
many instances being the most blatant
of frauds and impostors.

The purpose of the law is to rid the
State ofthese and other fakirs who
make a living by tramping up and
down the country. The secret orders,
too, have been imposed on, and it is to
protect these that the law was enacted.
It in understood that all the ordeers
and societies united in urging the pas-
sage of Ihe measure, which has become
s law with the governor's signature.

La Follette on the Aldrich Bill.
Washington, March 17.?Declaring

that the recent financial stringency
was brought about by the influence of
"Standard Oil" and J. Pierpont Mor-
gan, Senator LaFollelte, in a speech'
o i the Aldrich currency bill, entered
upon a denunciation of men high in
the financial world.

"There were no commercial reasons
for thepanic," said LaFollelte. "There
were speculative, legislative and polit-
ical reasons why a panic might serve
special interests. There were business
scores to settle. There was legislation
to be blocked, and a currency measure
uiiled lo a system to be secured. There
was a third term lo be disposed of and
policiesto be discredited."

He severely criticized the provision
of the Aldrich bill by which railroad
bonds are to be made security for em-
ergency circulation. He said:

"When once the government invites
the national banks of the country to
invest in them for the patriotic pur-
pose of averting financial disaster,
tiose railroad bonds will become sa-
ced papers. The good faith of the
ciuntry will be pledged to defeat any
legislation that suggests a disturbance
of a 4 per cent dividend upon stock."

DEATHS DURING THE WEEK.

AI.EXAMIKR HARMAN.
This community was saddenedon

Tuesday last to hear of the death of Mr.
Alexander Harman, which occurred at
his rooms in Richmond about 4 o'clock
thai morning, of heart failure. Mr.
Harman had not been well several
weeks liefore, having had a spell of
grippe, but he had so recovered that he
began to attend to his duties in the
Treasurer's office where he lias been for
several years. He retired in his usual
health, but about 4 o'clock went to the
telephoneand called his physician and
told him he was dying. Before thephy-
sician arrived he was dead. He was a
native of Staunton and he retained
this as his residence, although
he temporarily resided in Rich-
mond. He had spent most of
his life here, with the exception of
casual goings awayat the call of busi-
ness. He was the thirdson of the late
(.lot. Michael G. and Mrs. Caroline V.
Harman; his brothers are Capl. Lewis
Harman of this city, and the Hon.
Asher W. Harman, Treasurer of Vir-
ginia. He had several sisters, one of

?whom married Dr. Thomas L. Opie of
Baltimore, one married Capt. John N.
Opie of Staunton, another Dr. Kve,
and another a Mrs. Kearns, but all are
now dead. His father, the late
Col. M. G. Harman, was one
of the most remarkable men of his
time, and in many respec'.s the son re-
sembled him, especially in thekeenness
and breadth of intellect, in the reading
of character, the loyalty to friends, and
iv his devotion to family. Few men
possessed a more accurate and discrimi-
nating mind, few saw the frailties of
nature morecertainly, or possessedsuch
akeen sense of humor, and few were
more companionable, and none could
have been a more true, loyal and devot-
ed friend. ?

In 1870 lie graduated from the Vir-
ginia Military Institute, and soon after
embarkedin railroad building in Vir-
ginia, and later pursued the same avo-
cation in the far west. Whilst in Col-
orado in ISB9 he suffered from a severe
spell of rheumatism which did not
leave him for someyearsafter his re-
turn and from which he may be said
never lo have fully recovered, and this
may have somewhat shortened his life.
His remains reached Staunton at 2.19
p. m. on Wednesday and were buried
from Trinity Kpiscopal church yester-
day morning at 11 o'clock, the Rev. W.

Hullihen, the rector, officiating at
the funeral ceremonies, which wereat-
tended by a large concourseof his rela-
tives and friends. Deceased was about
63 years of age, his birth day being
May 17, 1853. The following gentle-
men acted as pall-bearers: Arista
Hoge, R. S. Turk, Kdward Kchols, A.
C. Gordon, W. S. Gay, Andrew Bow-
ling and Dr. J. B. Catlett.

ALARMED AT THE
NEGRO REVOLT.

The Negro Vote in Some of the
Northern States has Grown to
Formidable size, and the G.

0. P. Needs it to Win?
Taft not Popular with

Them.
The Washington Dispatch says: Dis-

turbing information is reaching Re-
publicans in Washington concerning a
serious the negro vote of
the country this year. Just at this
stage in previous national campaigns,
during the last twenty years, disquiet-
ing rumors about the attitude of the
negroes have lieen current, but, in the
past, littleattention has been paid to
them. The Republicans have figured
that the negro vote necessarily, would
be cast for their candidates, because, it
has appearedheretofore, the men who
were disposed to make trouble werenot
representativeof their race iv a broad
sense.

In the South, as many Republicans
view it, it does not make much differ-
ence particulajly about the negro vote,
because ofthepolitical conditions which
exist in that section. Thejiegro in the
South never will be permitted to lie a
dominant political factor; but in some
of the Northern States the negroes ac-
tually hold a balance ofpower at elec-
tions. In these very States where the
negro vote is greatestit will lie neces-
sary for any Republican candidate lo
poll enough votes to carry the States.
Otherwise he will be out.

Far-seeing Republicansare taking no-
lice of the situation and it is becoming
more evident everyday that if a candi-
date be not presented by the Chicago
convention who can gel the great bulk
of the negro vote in the North the Re-
publican party is in for a sound drub-
bing nextNovember.

Statisticsshow that the negro vote in
many Northern States is increasing
rapidly. The managers of the cam-
paign of at least oneof the Republican
candidates for president, have made an
analysis of the negro vole in some im-
portant Northern Stales and, on paper,
it looks pretty formidable. In Ohio,
for instance, the black votehas increas-
ed tremendously in the last five years.
It is now between 56,000 and 60,000.?
Substantially the same ratio ofincrease
applies to other States. Here are some
oftbe statistics:

In Indiana the black vote has jump-
ed from 18,000 to30,000;in Illinois,from
30,000 to 50,000; in Kansas, from 15,000
to 35,000; in Oregon, from 13,000 to 23,-
--000; in West Virginia, from 14,000 to
21,000; in Missouri, from 46,000 to 60,-
--000; in New Jersey, from 22,000 to 30,-
--000.

This list might be continued through
other States. The figures given are in
round numbers, but a carefulexamina-
tion indicates that tbey are approxi-
mately accurate. Nosane person could
suppose thai, if aconsiderablemajority
of the negro vote were cast against the
Republican candidate, he could carry
New Jersey, West Virginia, Ohio, In-
diana, Missouri, or Oregon, not to men-
tionother States which certainly would
be affected seriously in the event of the
general revolt of the negroes being car-
ried to the polls.

In view of these facts, it is pretty cer-
tain that the delegates to the Chicago
cinvention will think pretty hard lie-
fore nominating any man who is not
assured of his ability to carry States in
which the negro vote is so tremendous
and important a factor.

Dr. Hullihen Among the Latins.
Dr. Walter Hullilien who has return- j

ed from a trip abroad, is visiting his I
lather in this city. He spent some ,
time in Germany collecting material
from the archives of the Latin Thesau-
rus in Munich, a work upon which
live of the leading German Universi-
ties are now engaged, and as a result
of bis work there, obtained aconcession
from the editors of tlie Thesaurus which
will make the material available lo all
American and Knglish scholars. It
may be a number of years before the
Thesaurus is published. Dr. Hullilien
will announce the details of this impor-
tant matternext molh in a paper before
the Classical association of the west aud
south which will meet this year in
Nashville, Term.

The object of theresearch is lo gather
all Latin sentences ever written,
whether they lie in books, on walls,
monuments, gravestones or whereso-
ever, and when all known Latin has
been gathered then scholars can lietter
determine the exact uses of the words
employed,and thus be better enabled to
understand their meaning. Many cour-
tesies were shown Dr. Hullilien whilst
abroad, for manyof which he is indebt-
ed to the priests. Dr. Hullilien will, as
usual have two camps of young men
this summer, where they study, and at
the same time enjoy a most healthful
outing. One is in North Carolina, and
one on Greenbrier river near Alderson,
W. Va.
