i SUN GETTING COOL SOME
SCIENTISTS DECLARE

i liAMH (JETS SMALL PAST OF HEAT IT
IS FI6H7KEB OLT, WHILE GASES

IT ISCLAIMKDWILL DESTROY
ITALTOGETHER SOMEDAY.

Many theories regarding the source
!of the sun's heat have been formulated
|by scientists at different times. One
was that, as the sun was the largest

iheavenly body in the solar system, it
! attracted smaller bodies to it in great
'\u25a0 numbers, and that the force of theseonJ impact caused enough heat to make
the sun glow. When it was figured! out how much would have to drop on

|it every day, the amount was so enor-
; moos that the theory was laughed out
,of existence. There is no doubt,
I though, that thousands of smaller
| bodies are constantly falling into the
sun and producing heat.

Another was that the sun consisted
of a huge mass of buring gas. Now,
the character of a great many of the
substances found in the sun is known,
and it is also known that all of them
arein a gaseous state, on account of
the intense heat but wheu it came to
figuring out all the greatest possible
quantities of substances necessary to
combineand produceheat, it wasfound
that the sun would be entirely consum-
edin less time than we alreadyknow it
to have been in existence.

How then does the sun maintain its
heat? The theory now held by scien-
tists is what is called the contraction
theory, writes Lawrence Hodges. That
is that the sun is slowly cooling, and
therefore contracting, and that the
enormous pressure produced on the
inner massby this contraction causes
it to become white hot aud give out

Iheat and light. There is no serious
\ palpableobjection to this theory. On
the other hand, it fits in with all the
observed phenomena ofthe sun. There-
fore, it muststand until fully disproved
or a morelikely theory is ottered. Like-
wise this theory is in accord with com-
mon sense. We all know that pres-
sure produces heat, and weknow that
a hot body in space radiates its heat
and tends to contract, and we know-
that contraction produces pressure; so
thereyou are.

Not many peoplehave any idea as to
the enormousamount of heat that the
sun sends off into space. Our earth
gets only a verysmall part of it. The
head of a pin placed 20 feet away from
an electric light gets in proportion to
the light on the surrounding walls
of a room about what the earth gets of
the sun's light and heat radiated into
space.

Why does not the earth loie its heat
as fast as it gets it, at the moon does?
Because the earth has an atmospheie
and the moon hasn't. The atmosphere
allows light waves to go through it to
the earth; but when the earth changes
them to heat wavei, the atmosphere
will not let them out, except very
slowly. Thus our heat is kept through
the night. All are familiar with this
property, from the common hothouse.
The glass allows the light waves to
come in and be changed to heat waves;
but it will not let the heat waves go
out. Thus the inside of such a place
is much warmer than the outside air.

The Mother.
There is no one in the average fami-

ly, the value of whose services begins
to compare with those of the mother,
and yet there is no one who is more
generally neglected or taken advantage
of. She must always remain at home
evenings, and look after the children,
when the others are out having a good
time. Her cares never cease. She is
responsiblefor the housework, for the
preparationof meals, she has the chil-
dren's clothes to make or mend, there
is company to be entertained, darning
to be done, and a score of little duties
which must often be attended to at odd
moments, snatched from her busy
days, and she is often up working long
after every one else in the house is
asisep.

No matter how loving or thoughtful
the father may be, the heavier bur-
dens, the greater anxieties, the weigh-
tier responsibilitiesof the home, of the
children, always fall on the mother.
Indeed, the very virtues of the good
mother are a constant temptation to
the other members of the family, es-
p>ciallyt theselfish ones, to take ad-
vantage of her. If she were not so
kind, so affectionate and tender, so
.considerate,so generous and ever ready
to make all sortsof sacrifices forothers;
if she were more self-assertive; if she
stood up for and demanded her rights,
she would have a much easier time.

15ut the members of the averagefam-
ily seem to take it for granted that
they tan put all their burdens on their
patient, uncomplaining mother; that
she will always do anything to help
out, and to enable the children to have
a good time; and in many homes, sad
to say, the mother, just because of her
goodness, is shamefully imposed upon
and neglected. "Oh, mother won't
mind, mother will stay at home."
How often we her remarks like this
from thoughless children.?Success.

The Capitol building at Washington

attractsmany queer persons. During
therecent sessions of Congress Statu-
ary Hall was visited daily by a queer
little man who spent several hours on
each visit addressing the statues.

The Charleston& NortheasternRail-
road Co. has been chartered to build a
line from Charleston to Parkersburg,
W. Va.

The Queen ('oal & Coke Co. has been
incorporated at Charleston, W. Va.,
with *30,000 capital stock by Chas. R.
McDermott, W. A. MaeCorkle and
others.

The Cherokee & Cat's Fork Iron &
Coal Co. of Grafton, W. Va., has teen
incorporated with a capital stock of! $-000,000. The company owns 21,000I acres of land in county, Ken-
tucky, and propose to develop the
property.

The Consolidation Coal Co. of Balti-
more, has organized the Miller's Creek
Railroad Co., and a standard-gauge
railroad will be built from Paintville,
Ky., to open up 30,000 acres of coal
land near there, which are owned by
the Consolidation Co. This will neces-
sitate the building of a bridge over the
Big River. This extension into
Kentucky of the Consolidation Co.,
which is already operating in Mary-
land, Pennsylvania and West Virgin-
ia, promises to be the beginning of im-
portant coal shipping connections of a
very extensive characterwith the Big
Sandy division of the C. & O. Ry.,
which runs through Paintville, and
which will soon be connected with the
Carolina, Cllnchfield & Ohio Ry. at
KlkhomCity, Ky.

A Roanoke dispatch says: Levi B.

Davis, president of the Roanoke Retail
Merchants' Association, has received
a letter from J. W. Goode, of New
York, presidentof the Cairo to Norfolk
Railroad Co., in which he says the
company expects to have 500 miles of
the road under construction this sum-
mer. This will bring the work on the
line from lie Mississippi River at
CairOjlll., to the Virginia border. "We
will push the work to completion, and
our engineers will shortly be at Roan-
oke,"says Mr. Goode.

$5,000,000 FOR NEW SHIPS.

SOUTHERN SHIPYARDS TO BUILD SEV-
EN BUS STEAMSHIPS.

A contract, reported at $3,000,000,
has been secured by the Newport News
Shipbuilding it Drydoek Co. for the
building of four large steamships for
the Southern Pacific Company. Mr.
C. W. Jungen, manager of the South-
ern Pacific Co., writes the Manufactur-
ers' Record that the specilications for
these four ships call for general dimen-
sions: length over all, about 430 feet;
breadth, molded, 53 feet; depth,30 feet;
maximum loaded draft, 24 feet; speed,
15]knots; to carry 4000 long tons of
cargo, sufficient coal and fresh water
for feed and domestic purposes tosteam
3800 miles, with reserve coal for 00
hours.; general type of boats similar to
freight ships of the Southern Pacilie
Company.

This company has also just received
a contract from the government for a
torpedo boat destroyer at a cost of
$629,000.

The American it Hawaiian Steam-
ship Co. has arranged with the Mary-
land Steel Co. of Sparrows Point, Md.,
for thebuilding of three steamships of
9000 tons each, for service in thePacific
trade, to cost about $1,750,000. In ad-
dition to this contract the company has
received an order for a large bay
steamer.

These contracts, aggregating over
$5,000,000, for shipbuilding work
awarded in one week to yards oti the
Chesapeake Hay, furnish a verystrik-
ing illustration of the reviving tenden-
cy in the business world. Their con-
struction will mean great activity at
Newport News and Sparrows Point,
and it will doubtless stimulate other
large undertakings and thus help to
hasten the coming of business activity,
which now seems almost in sight.

A GREAT WASTE OF TIME.

WHAT EDISON HAS TO SAV ABOUT COL-
LEGE EDUCATION FOR SCIENTI-

FIC .MEN.

"My answer to the question. 'Is a
college education an essential or even a]
valuable advantage as a preparationfor
a young man about to enter upon a sci-
entific career"." is that it is decidedly j
not essential,' said Thomas A. Edison, |
in a recent interview. "As to its being
a valuable advantage I should say that
of course the mental development
which a college course brings quickens
the perceptions and enables a man to
moreeasily grasp the minute points of
science, but it seems to me that a pure-
ly academic training is a great waste
oftime, since in four years no one can
learn all the essential points of science,
and four years of active and practical
experience is of greater value than an
equal amount of time spent in obtain-
ing a college education.

"1 do not mean, however, to depre-
ciate the value of a college education
too much, for it is undoubtedly a de-
sirable foundation for any of the pro-
fessions, such as law, the ministry,
medicine or literature. For a scientist
four years of academic work seems to
me to be a waste of time in spite of the
fact that college men's minds are tetter
trained and therefore attain further
learning moreeasily.

"In scientific work, as in all other
work, the chief factor ofsuccess is the
power of sticking to a thing. 1 attrib-
ute all that I have accomplished to the
fact that I hold on where most persons
get discouraged. Another fundamental
characteristic for a successful scientist
is the power of being a close observer.
For instance, while I am experiment-
ing to find some special thing by my
close observation I often see dozens of
other things not connected with what
I am after, and thus the scientific field
is one that is constantlyexpanding and
broadening out into new fields.

"My greatest objection to a college
education for a scientist is that acad-
emic or classic learning is old and does
not keep progress with the times. It
does not teach a man to thinkpractical-
ly. It is easy for a lawyer to get along
with small ability, but a poor engineer
is found out in less than six weeks and
unless he has learned to think for him-
self and understands his work he can-
not succeed."
