ALABAMA METROPOLIS
TO VOTE ON LIQUOR

Birmingham, Ala., Aug. 23.?Jef-
ferson County, the largest county of
Alabama, will vote at a special elec-
tion tomorrow ou the question as to
whether legalized selling of liquor
shall return or not. In addition to
Birmingham the county embraces
Bessemer and several other populous
manufacturing centres, in conse-
quence of which the election is re-
garded as the stiffest test to which
prohibition has been put in Alabama
since the adoption of the State-wide
prohibition law several years ago.
Whether the dispensary system or
sale by licensed saloons shall rule in
the event the city goes "wet" will be
decided by the election. Both the
prohibition and the anti-prohibition
forces have conducted vigorous cam-
paigns.
