always characterize the proceedings of this body. Sir,
siid Mr. R., my heail sickens and revolts within me,

when I. contemplate the frequent scenes which have o!
late been enacted in this Hall upon Legislative appointmentsto office, and recur to the premeditated invective
which hns served to lash up the 'lagging spirit of party
elrife and vituperation, and to impart zest to the seventy
of political diatribes. The limits of parliamentary courtesyhave been transgressed in the extraordinary eagernesswith-which this impertinent warfare has been, and
is still, waged against the course which members of this
body have chos n to pursue, under all the weighty responsibilitiesof their station, in order to redeem the just
expectations of tin ir constituents, which imperiously
demand of them harmony of opinion cud concert of action.
With this estimate of the inappropriateness of this discussion,Mr. R. would gladly refrain from any participationin it; but the comments which had been so freely
