What ie the country to think of the Opposition which is
made to Hunferin the Essex Congressional Distriet, and
to Goade in the county of Mecklenburg, by the “Repub.
liean Stote Rights' party™? ls a suspicion, that the prin.
ciples of these gentlemen are not of the strictest State
Rights’ cast, the origin of the opposition? Or, is the
beliel entertained by any one, that these geatlemen will
not aet oul their principles? Their politieal hisiory,
with the unprejudiced, will dispel any such distrust —
Without going into a detail of that history, | will make |
a statement of it.  Buth of them commeneed life as Re- |
publicans, and attached themselves to the Demoeratic
party. ‘They both advoeated the election and re-election
of General Jackson, and enly detacked themselves (rom
his support, when he adopted the Federal heresivs of the
Pruelamution and Force Hill. Is there (o be found sn
blind a devotee of party, that he will notadmit that each
of these measures was at war with the priueiples upon
which General Jackson came into office,and which con.
stituted the creed of the State Righta’ poliicians?  In
a word, is there one go uneandit a4 to deny, that these
measures were at war with the Virginia doctrines of 0%
and "9 2 It is believed, that nol one such can be found.
Whatever difference ol opinion there may be a8 lo Lhe
extent of displeasure which these measures of the late
Administration ought to huve created in the Republican
party, there cannot be Lwo opinions as to their being
just cause of displeasure Lo soune extent. The great body |
of the Republican party supported Gen. Jackson in spite, |
and only in spite, of these wmeasnres. I'hey thought it
better to bear with evils, the exten: of which they thought
they knew, than to fly to vihers, not which they thought
they knew not of, but of the magnitude of which they |
thought they knew bul (e A sinull portion of the |
party, comprising some of its bright luminaries, thought |
otherwize.

Wlo was right in this mcmorable and never-to-be- |
forgolien controversy between members of the Repub
lican party, | do notmean to discuss.  Let that quesiion
be lelt—where it belongs—to posterity and the historian.

stray.  Has their ronduct been corsisient with their
purpose?  What Federal measure have they ever sus
stmined?  What Federal prineiple have they cver nidya
cated? [s there a single instunee of their hoving done
either the one or the other? No—not one. “T'hey op |
posed the Proclamation, the Foree il the removal of |
the Deposites, and the organizatinon of the Pet Bank |
echeme, the Protest, &e.  But did not each of these
measures meet with the condemnation of a large partion |
of the Demoeratic party? “The Enguirer. which is the |
farthful, as 1t is the able exponent of the principles of |
that party, disapproved of them all.  On the contrary,
have they ever failed to set aut their principles, and up
to their purpnse, alike disregarding the smiles or the
frowns of party?

‘0, they did not let any parly prejudice, on the one |
hand, or party skill on the other, inflience them— |
Still less did they let the fact, that the Administra- |
tion parly was in the most distressed and dis
abled condition, at the time, influence them More
prudent persons of less principle, would have refused to
have gone to the rescue of a sinking ship, even though |
for a time freighted with cherished objects, from the tear
of being ingulted with her in a common vortex.  They
incurred the displeasure of their late allies at a tune !
when trinmph was awailing themeverywhere; a displea
sure, proportionnte to their disappointment in being |
thwarted in clutching a long-pursued and wished-for ub
ect.
C W hat does all this show? It demonstrates, that the |

What, then, will the eountry think of the opposition
of the Van Buren party to Hunter and Goode? That
party must either suspect the State Rights principles of
these gentlemen, or they must doubt that Mr. Van Bu-
ren.will administer the Government vpon thoae princi-
ples.  Will the country believe that thuse gentlemen,
who have demonstrated their purity by going through
g0 many (rinls nncontaminated, cannot be relied upon
to carry ont Republican doctrines? Nay, will the couniry
believe that even you, gentlemen of the Administration
party, distrust them in this particular? [ rell you it will
not be believed. Your ejection of these men will be put
down 1o the account of your distrost of the Adminis-
tration, or lo party bigetry end intolerance, and not 1o
your want of ehnfidence in them; to yonr distrust, that
the Administration will be conducied on Republican
principles, and nat to a doubl upen your part, that these
gentlemen will sustain it, if it be so conducted.  Be cau-
tious how you give the country reason to believe, that
you douht about Mr. Van Buren pursuing euch a course,
as will deserve the support of States Right men.

If you have confidence in the principles of these gen
tlemen, and also that the Administration will act upon
its professions, you have sufficient assurance of theirsup
port of it, and you ought to be sstisfied, Youought not
to expec! these gentlemen to heeome at once the part:-
zans of the Administration.

Had there been a National
Whig or Conservative Democrat in the field, think you
that the Richmond Whig would be saying, “The Whigs
are well content with Mr. Hunter" ?  Let the course of
that paper towards General Gordon and Daniel Wilson
answer the question. Both of these gentlemen, agree-
ing with the master spirit of that press in every thing
but factions oppesition to Mr. Van Buren, are denonnc-
ed; while theit opponents. who agree with him in no-
thing except that opposilinn-—(iudeed. one _of them
(Garland) is non commiltal even upon that subject)—are
sustained and eulogised, No doubt the Whig would be
conlent, after the failure to gel out Whig opposition to
Hunter, totaunt the Adminisiration party into oppoeing
him, by threalening to “thrash”” you with him. You
have pursued precisely that course which the Whig de-
eerves. You have unwittingly become panders 1o it
purposes. IFyour opposition to Hunter succeeds, n'im-
porte, exclaims the Whig. I it fail, Hunter is morti.
fied—and in the very naiure of things, will be less zeal-
ous in sustaining even his own cherished principles,
when he will thereby be sustaining you, his prejudiced

and illiberal enemies This must be the efect, unless he i
more than human. Does Hunter deserve this treatment?
Let each of your own consciences answer the question.

But it is objeeted, that the State Hights Whigs will
not commit themselves Lo the unqualified support of
the Administration.

These gentlemen have been
widely estranged from the great body of the Republican
party. Were they, with precipitous haste, at once to
furgel the cause of that esirapgement, they would ex-
hibit an easy credulity, which, so far from raising them
i your eorfidence, nught to consign them to suspicion.

An attempt is made, too, to assimilate the position of
these gentlemen in politics to Mr. Rives', and their re-
latinn to the Whig party, to his relation to the Republi-
can party. There is no analogy whatever in their res-
pective positions.  Indecd, no two things could be more
unlike.  Mr., Rivesis courting the alliance, und seeking
the assistance of a parly, in the ends and ob,rcls of
which he does not agree, if we are Lo confide in hisown
assurance, and to which he has never belonged, and in
common with which he has no principles—a party, in
whose professions even, he does not agree. ‘l'he Siate
Riglits Whigs, on the other hand, are only showing aymp-
tows of a willingness to become reconciled to old fricnds
with whom, in fundamentals, they agree, and to whoeo
profissed erecd they most hearuily subseribe.  They ap-
proach the Republican party, as returning enmradcs—
The Conservativesapproach the Whigs, ns deserters from
the enemy—And yel, some of you treat the turmer with
less furbearancr, then the]Whigs teeat the laties! 1 tell
you, that the eyes of State Rights Whigs are upon you,
and your course involves consequences, of which, per-
hops, you are nol aware.

NEW VIEWS AND DOCTRINES OF WIHCGERY !
Extract of aletter from Iilliamsburg, Moy 15.

The citizens of Willinmsburg were entertained with
eame new and interesting political views on Monday
last. 1t had been announced in the Whig and En-
yuirer, that game of the candidates lor the Henrico Se-
natorial district, would addresa the people of James City
caunty, on their May court last.  Mr James Lyons of
Richmond alone apprared on the ground; and upon the
adjournment of the Court, at hail past cne o'elock, he
rose to deliver his speech. He commenced by remark-
ing, that some twenty years agn he resided among the
people of Williamsburg, and that he had liere, and with-
in the walls of William & Mory, received many lessong
which had made a deep and permanent impression upon
his mind.  In walking over the etreets of 1he city that
morning, he had recogmized old acquainitances in num-
berless ubjects which met his view; and he felr, he said,
sensalions of pleasure in beholding them, which it was
impogsible for him to deseribe.  After complimenting
the individuals who presided over the affairs of the col-
Irge at the time Le pursued his studies there, he eaid ho
came to offer to the citizens of the connty in which it
was situated, the benent of that instrucltion which he
lad received among them, as well as the experience of
Ius subsequent years. Having thus, in a pleasant
and fecling menner, introduced himsell and his pre-
tensions to the peopls whom he adddressod, Mr l.yur.l.l
went on to say, that he would fitst endenavor o remove
an erroneous nnpreesion, which, he understond, the peo-
ple in this part of the distriet had imbibed relative lo
what had been ealled his wild views in relalion to inter-
nal impravements,  He wad opposed, he said, o all ap-
proprintions of money to that ohjeet by the Geaeral Go-
vernment, Tothe improvement of the James river by
State means, however, he sail he was decidedly favora-
ble; and, to a reasonabile extent, he approved also of the
opening of the ehannels of eommunization in the South-
western portions of the Comuanwealth, e disclaimed
the charge which had been attributed to i, ol advo-
cating a wild and wasteful expend ture of public muney
on these objects,

Having oceopied abaut hall an hour in the diecussion
of the furegoing subjects, Mr Lyons proceeded to notice
matters more national and grrwrnI in theie character —
He gaid. that he was a State Rights man—a member of
the ofid Republican pary—that he had first advocated
the election of Mr, Crawfond, and subsequently, that of
General Jackson, whom he continued to support, until
the appearance ol the ['roclamation, rince which time,
he saud, e had been in opposition to the National
Adwimstration.  Until within a year or two past, he
gaid, he had been opposed to the estab!ehment of a Na-
tional Bank; but that he was now &2 =lied both of ils
constitutinnality and expediency, For the avowal of
such opinions, he said, he had been denounced os a Fe-
deralist  The ehirge of Fedezalism, howevcr, had no
terrors for im!  ‘feneral Washington, the Father of
his country, and many ol his associates, (fathers of the
Constitution itsell.) he gnid, were ndvoeates ol such an
lustitutivn; and they, too, had been denonuced as Fe
deralists.  Mr. Madison himself, said Mr Lyons, pave
g vanction Lo the establishment of a Natianal Bank.
In fact, said Mr Lyons, the authority 1o esiablish a
Bink, is one ol the implied powers of the Government,
it bring necessary o carry into effect other powers ex-
pressly granted by the Constitution. A Bank, indeed,
satd Mr. Lyons, under proper restrictions, is a Repulli-
con measure! And from whenee, he nsked, does Mr.
Van Buren,and the present ruling party, derive their
authorily to establish a Sub Treasury system?—From
implication alone, seid he!  T'he Constitution, he said,
gave no such direct power; and il a Sub.Treasury ays-
tem be a constitutional measure, a National Bank 18 one
equally eo; for they stand, said he, spon precisely the
sume looting, If the Bank be, in fac!, what it has been
called, said Mr. Lyons,—a Monster, the Sub-Treasury
is the grealer monster of the two (General wellarel snd
Captain Anderson, who had been attentively eyeing the
epenker, and whose countennnce had been playlully
spenking from the very moment that Mr. Lyors com-
menced advorating Federal inen and measures, and had
areepied for himsell the designation ol Federalist. From
the favorable manner in wineh the old Captain was heard
to spenk of these sentiments, | ineline to think, that he
means to vole for this new convert to Federalism ) Not-
withstanding Mr. Lyons’ declared opposition to inter-
nal improvements, and n tantl for protection, by the
General Government, he avowed lis determination
to vole for Mr. Clay as President.  But, what do you
think of these new views and doctrines of Whiggery?—
A Nntional Bank, a real Republican measure, nnd con-
stitutional, teo!—equally so with the Sul-treasury—uve-
couse necesssry!

Mr. Lyonsisthe first candidate, who I have heard dis-
cuss national polities with proper woderation.  Except
Gen. Juckson's remark, that “all those who traded un
borrowed capital deserved to break,” which he denounced
as being not only odious Lut infameus, nol a harsh ex.
pression escaped him. How waorthy of inntetion!

Captain Anderson and blr. Gregory, the county ean-
didates, were both present, but neither of them address-
ed the people. Mr. Gregory, whose opinions, in com-
parison with thoee of Mr. Wise and Mr. Lyons, are su
variant, seems well aware of the singularity of his posi-
tion, and keeps silent : and Captain Anderson snye, tnut
it the people of James City county will vote for Wise
for Congress and Lyons for the Senate, becoase they
oppose a Sub-Treasury and advocate Clay and the Bank,
and at the same time vote for Gregory for the House of
Delegates, because he adzocates a Sub-Treasury and op-
poses the Bankand Clay, they muat do so—for, they live
at one of the great fountains of Whig Irm_-nmg, and
drink daily of those incbriating walers, which enable
them o soe with one eye meridian #plendor at midnight,
and with the other totai darkness at noon—a funtain, in-
deed, at whose head stands the “soundest Pulitician of
the Country,” and a trio of bumble “followers in bis
fonteteps.” S

The only charge worthy of notice is made in the shape
of an insinuation, that the capital fond of the College
has been impaired by mismanagement (or something
worse) on the part of thuse to whom it has been en-
trusted.

So far 03 this bears upon the officers of the Institution,
who are now in office, the charge is sbsolutely false.—

The College did sustain some losses during the commer-
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
