The arlicle we copy from ths Baltimore Pust and
Tranecript louches Mr. Adams’s late sddress, and shows
that he maintains the centralizing doctrines of the oid
Federal party to the fullest ex.ent. The wmotive for re-
viving these principles at this tine 18 not to be quncral-
ed It is expected that the new sect to which Mr.

CENTRALISM OF THE WHIG PARTY.

In continuation of this subject, | take the annexed
extract for the theme of farther remark. It is in expo
sition of the view of the origin of vur Guvernment ae

taken by J. @ Adams in bhis discourse at the late cele-
bration of the sdoption of the Constitution in New York,
and is cut from the Commercial Advertiser of that city: |

“Early in his discourse, the oralor showed that Lhe |
principles of our Government were incorporated in the |
Declaration of Independence; but that the articles of |
confederation, from circumslances which he explained,
so far from being in harmony with that instrument, were |
in opposition Lo its principles, and indeed that they were |
drawn up by & member uf the 1st Corgress, from Penn- |
sylvania, who himnself voted agasinst that immortal De- |
claration, and never signed it. The principles of that
first instrument, however, were subsequently re incor-
porated in the Federal Constitution, which, together
with the Declaration o1 Independence, resis upon the
broad truth, not that we are separale and suvereign
Siates, but nse PEOPLE.

“The [actious clamorers for State Rights’, und inde-
pendent State sovercignties, in the esrly history of Lhe
Government, were shown up to the life. These were
the authors of the articles of Confederation, which the
arator proved to have been founded upon State usurpa-
tions, and opposed lo the great principle that all legiti- 1
mate power is derived immediately from the people —
The consequence of this broad discrepancy between the
principles of the Declaration of Independence and the |
sriicles of Confederation, was the uuter failure of the |
latter to answer the purposes of a Federal Government, |
and within five years from the conclusion of peace,
amid insurrection and anarchy, the Union found itself, |
as 't were, in the last stages of natinnal existence. The |
acoption of the Federal Constitution was bitterly and |
obstinately oppnsed by the State Rights' parly, then
called Anti Federalists, but by the effurts of Madison, |
Hamilton, and Jay, and their co-laborers in the cause of
national union, the (riends of order and sound govern: |

ment achieved a trinmph.  There arose then a beuntiful |

assimilation between the Declaration and the Coustitu
tion, and we became one united interest—one whole
people.”

Here three distinct positions are sssumed, each of
which is worthy of note. It is asserted. first that the

Decluration of Independence rests upon the broad besis, |
that we are nul sovereign States; secondly, that the dr- |
ticles of Confederation were in opposition to Lhe princi. |

ples of that document, and were based upon State vsur- |

pations; and thirdly, that these principles of a national
consolidation were incorporated in the present Constitu-
tion
Upon what grounds the argument is mde, that the

doetrine of consolidation is incorpurated in the principles |

of the Declaration of Independence, is difficolt to under-
stand. To an ordinary appreliension of ters, the con-
clusion would seem to be direcily the reverse The very
title of this great charter of our libeity specifically states
it to be *a declaration by the representatives of the
United States,” and throughuut, it carries upon its face
the impresa of specislly upon Lhig very point, and in no
line can its language be justly construed inte an ac-
knowledgment of any other than a federate Union of
these thirteen States. As colonies, they had existed
previous to the grest struggle,and es such distinct com-
munities with separate Legislative, Executive and Judi-
cial systems, they threw themselves, esch for iteelf,

upon their inalienable right of revolution. N. Carolina |

had even declared itsell an independent State long be-
fore the general declaration of Congreas, and Virginia
for itself, in the same manner had independently taken
s similar step.

Alter stating their grievancesand asserling their right
1o cast off their general allegiance to Great Brilain, the
declaration says: *‘Such has been the patient suffer-
ance of these Colonies, and such is now the necessity
which constrains them to alter their foriner systems ol
Governmenl;"" Lhat is, as colonies, and take upon them-
selves the character of thirteen independent Slaies or
sovereignties. That this mny be seen to be the true
conclusion, examine the instrument a little farther.—
They speak of the tyranny of the king over these Stales—
of his endeavoring to prevent the population of these
States —of his protection to the murderers of the inhabit-
ants of the Statcs—of altering the forms of our Gorern-
ments; and then, in conclusion, as representatives of the
U. States,they declare that these United Colonies are, and
of right ought tobe, free and independent States, end are
sbeolved from allegiance to the British Crown; and that,
as free and independent States, they have full power 1o
do all the acts which inderendenl States may do. This
enumeration of the plural term shows plainly, that as
sep lonies, Gov nts, States, they each as-
somed separale sovereignlies; and that, as such, Lhe

special term * nation" seems carefully to be avoided, as
there is not a single instance of its use in this sense in
the whole inetrument. The only ground for the asser-
tion of a nationa! consolidation Lhat can be derived from
its language, i3 the introduction of the word ** people.”
But this evidently was sdopted in its oocial sense and
with no direct relerence toan aggregate national con
solidation. * When in the course of human events it
becomes necessary for one people to dissolve the political
bands which have connected them with another,” can
bave no such conetruction placed upon it as will give it
any suthority in the way of proof that the Declaration of
Independence hag incorporaled in it the principle that we
are not sovereign States. 1f sucha sense is sttempled to
be drawn from this initial sentence of the Declaration,
then the question arises as (o the propriety of the use of
the word “people” in the connection it here holds, for if
the term be made correlative with “nation,” then it must
be assumed that even before the Declaration was made,
the colonies were already two nations, for only so can
the terms *‘one people’ acd ““another” people, be consist.
ently understood. To men of plsin senso, this may ap-
pear like verbal trifling,but it is only by such philologi-
ealtortore, that any argument adveree to the retained so-
vereigoty of the Siates can be drawn from the lerm in
question. The whole tenor and spirit of the Declaration
seems particularly to refer to the action of thirteen dis-
tinet colonies, who were throwing off their dependence up
on the British Crown, and clothing themselves withanew
“‘gystem of Government” asindependent States.  What-
ever action there wasin this as United States, it was only

The old Constitution
of New York at that ime admitted of such suffrage,
and Mr. Ven Buren voted in favor of an amendment
restricting the right by a property qualificativn, which
leaves but lew free colored persons uble to exercise Lhe
{ranchise.

“Mr. Van Buren, in 1827, professed opposition to the
Tarniff, but voted for it in 1828, under instructions (rom
the New York Legislature. luwill not do to nssert that
Mr. Van Buren procured those instructions lo relieve
him from his dilemma—a charge like this requires proof
He and bis friends deny the charge, they join ivsue with
his sccusers, and the latter have never been able 1o fur-
nish any proof of the alleged treachery. We detest Lhe
doctrine of Instruction vs slavish in its characler, and as
inconsistent with the genius and spiritof our Republican
system, but we also know that it 18 the doctrine main-
tained by many ol the most distinguished men of our coun-
try, both living and desd—Mr. Cloy himsell admilting
it—and we are bovnd to believe that those who recognise
it, do so conecientinusly, unless satisfactory evidence be
offered to the contrary.

“1n relation to Mr. Clay, we entertain personally very
friendly feelings, and politically no very strong objec-
tions— but we have more pointe of political sgreement
with Mr. Van Buren than with Mr. Clay. Butspart
from this, the all-absorbing question of Southern rights
and interests—the vital Southern question—hinds us to
Mr. Van Buren. We believe that the South can never
be in a better position than when constitutionally sus-
tained by a Northern President, with a powerful North-
ern plrlynupporling him; and we think there is nothing
to be gained, but perhaps much to be lost, by displacin
bim for & Seuthern or Western man, as true as hunsell
—1o say nothing of the impropriely of abanduning one
who has staked all with the South and for the South. The
financial and other questions msy assume a magnilude
sufficient to overrule these considerations, and incline
us 1o a different policy; butas yet we sve no indications
of such a resualt, and we therefore feel free to indulge
our original preference for Mr. Van Buren—who, in re-
lation to the 1ariff, internal improvements,and above all,
slavery, entertains opinions and pureuesa policy accept-
sble and beneficial to the South. We hold it, however,
to be a most favorable conjuncture ol circumstances for

the South, that both the leading candidales for the Pre-
sidency are champions of her constitutional rights—that
if the incumbent be re-elected, we shall retain a North-
ern President with a powerful party,entertaining kindred
views with the slaveholders of the South—if his distin-

uvished competitor be succesaful, we shall have a slave-
ﬁolder in the Presidency, true of course to the South,
and also supported by a sirong Northern party—in either
event, we see n prospect of continved harmony and good
feelings betwren the North and South, and a prospect of
safely to the Union."”

person or persons, or who shall have made any agree-
ment, or shull have given or performed, or promised to
give or perform, any consideraticn to do, or not to do
any thing whatever to induce any other nol to bid for a
nail contract.
