them this season. We shall have an eye upon hisexperiment. and will duly report progress.

my discharge of the < fficial duties of the post, from any
member of the Directory, I had called to ask them an
explanation of the causes of mv removal.admitting al
' 8.>,nei ,ime- Ifgsl right and power to elect and
dismiss their agents as thry deemed would most subserve
the interests ot the Company.
Gen. Cocke at first objected to giving me Ihe informa¬

tion which 1 sougnt, and desired me to wait for an ex
pianatien frrm the President. I replied, that the mem
bers of the Board having individually voted for mv dis
missal they were, doubtless, informed of the re'asons
which had prevailed with ihpin respectively, and could
as w ell satisfy me as Mr. Cabeli himself.

General Cocke, acting as Chairman at the lime, then
proceeded to give me assurances that no member of ihe
br.ard had evinced the slightest personal hostility to¬
wards me; according to me ti e highest praispsfor abili
ly. (or talent, to use his own language.) professional
skill that was amply adequate to the conduct of the
great work, and " energy and perseverance unsur

passed;' asserting that nocharges had been made against
me, but that the board had deemed, under all the cir¬
cumstances, that the appointment of the gentleman
who has succeeded me, (who, he stated, had, on being
applied to, given some members of the hoard assurances
lliat he would *«rvo if rlevtrdj w»»u froiuvtc me in

terests of the Company.
1 replied to this gentleman that lie had given me very

excellent reasons for retaining an officer in place; but that
1 had called to learn these which had causcd mv expui
sion: and that 1 desired to know whether he intended
me to understand that 1 was di»**nissed from an offiee
which I had held so long, and which Ihe board, by his
statement, admitted had been ably filled, and in the dis¬
charge of the duties of which 1 had merited such en¬

comiums.without having committed ?r,y reprehensi¬
ble fault, manifesting any dereliction of duty, evincing
any neglect of the interests of the Company, and while
it was conceded that the duties ol my station had been
discharged with "unsurpassed energy?"
He again desired to wail for the return rf the Presi¬

dent ; but being urged by me to give an answer on his
own account, and for the gentlemen present, he slateo
that he would say for himself, that he had thought that,
while admitting that 1 wawnysolfenergetic and vigorous
in the discharge of my duties, I had not sufficiently pre¬
served suborn.nation and attention in the corps acting
on the line under my direction ; and thai in considera¬
tion of this circumstance, together with my treatment of
contractors, and relations to the proprietors along the
work, (the meaning cf which 1 do not understand.)
he thought that the interest of the Company would be
promoted by my removal, and the substitution of Judge
Wright.

1 then turned lo the other members of the board, and

inquired if it were true that for such charges, which
had never before been made in my presence, I had been

discharged abruptly from an office I had so long filled
satisfactorily, by a vote that was as destructive of my
rcpulation, and as ruinous to my character as their vote
could be?.Gen Cocke interrupted me with the desiie
that I would "wait for Mr. Cabell to explain it," and
then added that the board weredissatisfifd that! did not
advise with the company's consulting engineer.
On my asking, in reply lo this, if thry weie not aware

that that officer had not been in Virginia for Jict months.
and that I had possessed no means of consultation; arid
thai if that were the cause of my removal, whether the
offence must not have blen committed anterior lo the
last general meeting of the stockholders.he replied
with warmth that be must insist on my waiting lor the
President's explanation.
The otf;pr gentlemen present.M<?ssrs Early, Samp¬

son, Ellis and Bondurant.said nothing on the occasion;
and on leaving the board 1 was prompted by my own

knowledge of how deep a part the President had acted
in the deed, to adroit that 1 was sufficiently acquainted
with Mr. Cabell's resources to be satisfied that his expla¬
nation would be an ingenious one.

There were prpsent, during this interview, besides the
members of the Board, my successor, Judge Wright, and
the Secretary of the Company.

This, gentlemen, is all the official information which
1 have been able to obtain of this transaction. It is not

laid before you in the hope or expectation of redress.
even if redress be merited. 1 leave the line and the

State; and have nothing to hope from rny friends here,
and nothing to fear from the few enemies whom 1 have

left iij the control of yoor work.
My object in addressing you through the press, is to

offer the only reasons which were alleged to me for my
ejectment, viz:

I. The inattention of the Assistant Engineers;
II. My treatment of contractor";
III My "relations to the proprietors" on Ihe line;
IV. NegUct lo advise with the Consulting Engineer;

and to assure you, that howevpr pure and honest may
have been Ihe intentions of a part of the Directory, I
think an investigation would show, that with others there
are other causcs than those assigned.

If the threefirst imputations contain the reasons, Ihe
board owe it to me, if not to themselves, to explain their

mining; and sustain the charges by pointing oui the

Engineer who has been treated too leniently; the Con-
tractor who has been used unjustly, and instance those

"relations to proprietors" which are made a part of the

grounds of my expulsion.
if the fouit/i allegation be the true reason, they owe it

lo you, gentlemen, lo say why they did not act prior to

the last Jite months, during which time the Consulting j
Engineer has not been in Virginia; why they did not act

prior to yoor general meeting in December, when he

made his last visit to ihe Slate, and why loo, the act was

consummated t'ie day after, rather lhan before jour re¬

cent special meeting.
It is due to themselves, if not lo me, also to say why

their intention was nol communicated to the only mem
her of their body, who voted against the measure, (Mr.
Early.) up to the very day when the act was lo be com¬

mitted.
These facts need explanation. The board in session

and Gen. CocUe cou'd not offer it; but ii appeared lo be

his impression, at least, that the President could.
In conclusion, I have lo offer as an apology for ob

truding myself oo your attention, the fact thai 1 have

occupied the most responsible elation in your company
for more than three years; have laid out and planned
your works from tide waler to the Ohio, and have influ¬

enced the actual appropriation of nearly four millions of

yonr property. .

But though now driven from the service wilh this

apparent stain on my private and professional reputation,
1 Uopt my past exertions for the company will jusUfy

Uie expression of my rcarmPit wishes for the successful
consummation of their purposes.

borrow the M!m authorized by the law.

I he monthly session of the Heard rf Directors com¬
menced on the 8'h uf May, and at this session, measures
were adopted to obtain the b>an as sion as practicable.The wriirr iif this has been informed, that the canal
will certainly be opened, as far as Lynchburg, in the
couise of the present year, and will be prepared abovr
that place, as rapidly as the means of the company will
permit. The charter prohibited the company from takinglolls, until ilie woik was cooipleted to Lynchburg.ilerce, ii becarre t;ecrssary to put under conti act the
whole line lo that place. This rendered it necessiryto employ a larger engineer corps, than would have
been proper on a shorter line. The work t<> Lynchburcbeittfj now far advanced, and a very large number of
the fuclions being in a situation which rendered cer¬
tain their completion, in the course of the Spring and
Summer, tl.e Loard, at the January meeting, took steps
lo reduce the engineer corps to a scale commensurate
to the future prospects of the work A committee was
then appointed to report a plan, for the re-organizition of
the corps, on such a reduced scale, as the wants of I he
Company might requite, and the election of the Chief
and Consulting Engineeis was postponed until April.These two rfiictrs are annually elected, and the rest of
the Engineers hold their ofiices at the pleasure of the
President and Directors. At April, the election was

postponed until May, to await the action of the general
meeting of the Company on the law of last Winter. At
the May meeting, the Board, not deeming it necessary
to the interebts of the Company lunger lo retain both
offices, abolished the office of Consulting Engineer; and
afterwards the election coming on in pursuance of the
posTpoiremeut, Judge Wright, v\ho was the first Engi
tioer cnipToycd by the Company, and who has, since its
orginizauon, -been in its service either as Chief or Con-
stiiuiiir Engineer, was elected Chief Engineer. It is
said thatJud^e Wright will locate himself at Scottsville,
or some other point near the centre of the line, and give
the work his constant personal superintendence. Such
further changes will be made in Ihe corps, as the exigen¬
cies of the work and the interests o! the Company may
require. Some valuable young Engineeis, in prospectof the expectcd changes, had resigned previous lo the
May meeting; but a sufficient number to carry on effi
eiently the present work, and to execute all the new work
it may be prudent to undertake, will be retained «ul of
the present corps.
