The following correspondence between the Q""n:
the Dowager Marchioness of Hastings, and Lord Mel¬
bourne has been placed in our liands for publication by
the mother of Lady Flora Hastings. In laying «t before
the world we discharge a painful hut an indispensable
duty we annex the letter of the Marquis of Hastings
to Lord Melbourne, which exposes the very unsatisfac¬
tory and discreditable position in which the aBair re

mains for the present:.
TO TI«r EDITOR.

Sir.Being Unable to reach the original calumniator
or calumniators of my daughter, Lady Flora Hastings,
and having received no mark of public reparation from
her Majesty's responsible advisers, I consider it doe t

to my personal and family hnnnr to show that I have
sought it. 1 am reluctantly obliged to have recourse to

the publication of the following letters. 1 he first letter
in this correspondence, addressed to her Majesty, would
have been very incorrecily placed here, had it not been
for iU official answer, end the report which is in circu¬

lation, that I had been gyilty of writing .n improper
letter, called "An impertinent letter to the Queen. .

With whom such an imputation oricinated (as no copy
of it has been given beyond my own family) may ap
pear extraordinary, but it is to me quite immaterial; not
so the refutation of a charge so serious. Some other
letters received from and addressed to her R*>yal HigU-

to withhold, as far as possible, every thing that would
necessarily associate her Royal Highness' name with
these occurrences; except the expression of my unalter¬
able respect and gratitude fur her conduct towards my
daughter and myself.

The Marchioness of Hastings, Countess of Loudoun, to

Her .Majesty.
Madam.ft is hardly to be imagined that jour Majee-

ty should feel any surprise in receiving the present let-
fer. The anguish of a mother's heait, undrr circvtn
aUnoessuch as mine, can only be understood by a mo
ther. But no one can be at a loss to knuw that loyally
to ber Majesty, and justice to my innocent child, demand
iron me an explicit reference to your Majesty on the
atrocious calumnies and unblushing falsehoods against
my daughter's reputation, which the perpetrators have
dared to circulate even in the Palace of the Sovereign.
1 have had the honur ot remembering your Maj-sty in
childhood; I am deeply and gratefully attached to your
admirable mother; and I have cheriehed, in diotance,
absence, bad health, and many sorrows, a deep interest
in the real honor and glory of your reign. My husband
served bis country honorably, and with devoted zeal,
and was particularly known to your Royal race; and
my own family during a long line, have been distin¬
guished as faithful servants or their Kings. My grand¬father lost his life in the service of his sovereign. With
so many claims on my feelings of old.although now

unfashionable aristocracy, it is impossible to suppose
me capable of disrespect or want of loyalty towards
your Majesty.a feeling, Madam, not les« unbecoming
towards you than repugnant to what 1 (eel suitable in
myself. But 1 trust, a sense of morality is not jet
so callous a thing as not be held in some due respect
aven in the eight of a thoughtless world, and to justify
my appealing di.Vctiy to your Majesty to refute, by
some act calculated to mark your indignant sense of the
slanders which some person or persons have ventured
to cast in your Majesty's presence upon my daughter,
and betrayed your Majesty to follow up by a course of
proceeding such as w as. no doubt, done on their part
with a wish to try to degrade the victim of their per¬
secution. It ia my duty respectfully to call your Ma
jeaty's attention to its being not mure important for iny
daughter, than essentially consonant to your Majesty's
honor and justice, not to suffer the criminal inventor of
auch falsehoods to remain without discovery. To a fe¬
male Sovereign especially, women of all rank in Britain
look with confidence for protection, and (notwithstand¬
ing the difference of their rank) for sympathy. To such
honest feelings of respect (for they lake their origin in
that) 1 ought not to suppose your Majesty indifferent-
far less can I imagine that, as your Majesty increases in
years you will not feel, Madain, more and more the va¬
lue of that estimate of your high place, which would
make no one doubt your commanding reparation (as far
as reparation can te inade) for an infamous calumny, as
not less incumbent as an act of necessary moialiiy in
the case of the public, as it assuredly ia to the indivi
dual who so severely suffers from such a defamation .
This ia not a matter that can or will be hushed up, and
it is all-important that no time should be lust in calling
the aulpable to account. With this appeal to your Ma
jesty's upright feelings, i have the honor to be, Madain,
your Majesty's dutiful subject and servant.

Her Majesty hastened to aeixe the first
opportunity of testifying to Lady Flora Hastings her

My Lord .1 am induced thus publicly to address you

as Prime Minister to the Crown, and only from a feeling
of duty to my own family, who have been insulted to

the last dpgrce by the late proceedings at Buckingham
Palace, hut from a sense that public justice and public
opinion loudly demand my adopting such a course. 1
feel that no public reparation having been made for this
outrage of every feeling of delicacy, of justice, and of
honor, 1 should be wanting in every impulse which ought
to actuate and guide a brother, if 1 did not take the last
means now left in my power of showing that it is not

from the numerous difficulties which have been thrown
in the way of finding out the slanderers of my sisier, that
her family have been prevented from biinging them to

justice, and holding them up to the contempt and indigna
tion of the world, but fiein the manner in which they
have been screened by the Court (and whilst I use the
word Court,! will not allow my loyalty to be questioned;
such a supposition would ill apply to one who bears
my name) 1 impute nothing to the Sovereign but
the misfortune of being betrayed by that baneful influ¬
ence which now surrounds the throne, and it is to clear
that Court of these slanders,and to place this infamous
transaction in its true light, that 1 now address you
at the responsible Minister of the Crown My Lord,
you have stated that lite removal of these persons
would be unprecedented. Need 1 say that Uieir con

duct has been unprecedented, and is calculated in the
highest degree, to throw disgrace and discredit on

the Court. A near relative of mine, having from a

every one of its members, an authentic statement of facts,
1 feel convinced, that the unthinking part of the com¬

justify you in making one. My sister is daily sub-
of those who have so basely slandered her.

umrnafte of the Marquis of Unuro, eldest son of llie Duke
of Wellington, and the Lady Elizabeth Hay, daughter of
the Marchioness of Tweeddale, was solemnised, aijice
ably to the service of the Established church, at St.
George's Church, Hanover square. The whole of
Georgr-street was crowded by a respfctably-dressed
concourse of persons, and a strong body of police was
stationed at the portico of the church to maintain orde r
The galleries and aisles were filled with persons desirous
to witness the ceremony; and it was so arranged that
few, very few, individuals experienced any inconve¬
nience. This marriage has created greater interest in
the higher circles than any other that has taken place
for some years past. On the arrival of the Lady Eliza¬
beth Hay, accompanied by her bridesmaids, her ladyship
was cheered by the assembled people, and on her lady¬
ship entered the church, there was an unusual anxiety to
Cftch a glimpseof the fair betrothed. H is Grace the Duke
ol W cihngion appeared in excellent health and spirits; in
deed, it reminded os of thegallant Duke tenyears since.
The ceremony was performed by the Honorable and Re¬
verend Dr. Wellesley, Dean of Durham, uncle of the
noble bridegror in. Such a 8tillneps prevailed during
the ceremony, that the solemn and dignified delivery ol
the Reverend Doctor, snd the firm responses of the no
L-!e bridegroom, and timid "I will" of the youthful nnd
beautiful bride were distinctiy audible. A great number
of the family circle were present, and we recognised
numerous members of the nobility in various pails of
the church.

sumptuous drjeuncr awaited their arrival. It was one
o'clock when the company began to arrive. There were
present about-120 members of both families, includingthe Duke of Wellington, Marquis and Marchioness of
Downshire, Duke and Duchess of Beaufort, Lady Char¬
lotte Hill, Lord Hill. Marquis of Salisbury, Lord Mary¬
borough, Lord and Lndy Cowley, Hon. Mirs Wellesley,Lord and Lady Fitzroy Somerset, Lord and Lady James
Hay, Mr. Cullinjr Smith, Hon. and Rev. Dr Wellesley,Miss Wellesley, Viscount Burghersh, Earl and Countess

The staircase and front and back drawing-rooms were

Oreat
misconception also prevai'c so lt> the jghpontof the £ebts

of the different Statec of the AHl&Hc&n Uniun tind the ex¬

tent of tH: sttJcfcB ftfe'd tvhibh It Ml! pbrhspa, be

itttyoHdfct tt> removt it tfi!9 tttothent. it has beSn re¬

peatedly stated tfiai these debts exceed in the aggre¬

gate the amount of the American nftlehSl debt previ¬
ous to its liquidation, but it will be found, by reference

to any statistical work in America, that in 1810 the

national debt was at its height, being then $127 700,-
000, or nbout 25,500.000/ ; and the debt of the differ¬
ent States collectively now amounts to $ 120,500,000,
or about 2-1 140,000/. In 1516, moreover, the popula
lion of the United Slates was only 8,000,000; but now

it is estimated at upwards of 10.000,000, which neces

sarily makes a very material difference in the ratio of

the present debt as compared with the national debt

of that period; whifc in JSIti (lie production of cottou

was under 500.000 bales, whereas in 1837 the crop ex

ceeded I 600,000 bales, being in value about 13,000,0C0
sterling. In lfe'35 the national debt was finally paid eff,
and therefore it is only fair lo argue that if the United
Stales could extinguish £20,000,000 in D years, her

growth in wealth and population since that period ought
to be a guarantee for the loans subsequently raised by
the individual Stales. The national debt was incurred
for the expense of war,and was a dead loss to the coun

try, but the money borrowed by the individual Stales is

for productive purposes, such as canals, lailroads, banks,
Ac , the* revenues of which are specially pledged, in ad¬

dition lo the faith and general resources of the States.

These are facts from which Ihe public can draw their
own conclusions.

All llie different Slalcs do not, however, it must be

borne in inind, pieeent the Fame solid security, but the
investments in this country have chicfly been in the
better descriptions. As regards the sale of American
securities, it must also be recolleclcd lhal the United
St«tes ere notoriously good customers of this country,
their imports from Europe even now very considerably
exceed the value of their exports, and the balance prin¬
cipally is paid for through the sale here, in Holland,
Fiance, &c , of liieir public slocks; so (bat we ha e cn

interest, in fact, in the successful introduction of Ame¬
rican securities ioto the Kurcpean markets, and this is
a point well understood in our manufacturing districts,
where these stocks nre held in Jarge amounts. All,
however, wbich we bhall venture to recommend is, that

(he public should examine into the character and ob¬

ject for which each of these Stale stocks respectively
have been created, and not allow themselves to be alarm¬
ed or led away by statements which constantlj appear
without any Joundalion whatever. Of the jjiliJU.TOO,-
000. Ihe present debt of Ihe American Union colltc
lively, §75.000.000 is the proportion staled as set apart
for internal improvement, about $-10,01)0,000 for bunk¬
ing, and the remainder for miscellaneous -objects. The
debt of these States, as compared with the population,
is about seven dollars, or about a guinea and a half, to

each individual. To make llie matter more easily un¬

derstood, however, as regards the debt, we have form¬
ed Ihe accompanying statement to show the amount of
the liability of each State, and the extent held in this

country. It is taken chiefly from the reports of Ihe
Aceountant-General and other public documents, and
does not include the amount of public stocks, shares,
&c ; but in specifying the sums held in England, we in¬
clude the stocks placed here as security for loans, which
are to some extent. The w bole or Ihe greater part of the

Kentucky and Tennessee debts we believe, is so depo¬
sited, allhough we have reckoned them amongst the

quantity held as investments The amount in England,
it will be seen, is about sterling, or rather
more than half the whole debt;

He lias not visi'ed Florida at
all Major General Macomb, who is entrusted with
duties relating to Florida, was at Fort King by the last
advices. It is to be hoped he will succeed in pecifying
the Indians; but there is no intention on the pnrt of the
Government to surrender any portion of Florida to the
Indians as a permanent residence."
The stale of affairs in Florida, according to the latest

advices, are such as to warrant the opinion that the war
must be prosecuted until the Indians are-brought to
terms. We can hardly suppose that the Government
will abandon the disputed territory, and thus jield the
victory to the Indians after so great an expenditure of
money, and after the loss of so many gallant soldiers and
officeis. That would be waste indeed. The followingis from a late Savannah (Ga ) paper :

"Cl.AKKt'SViLl.P., (E. F.,) May 5. IftlK).

" The Indians have played havoc on the Santafee.
they killed I'errine, llngin, and three others, and have

but they got too close to the shore before he got up to
them: they left the boat and took to the woods The
Indians have burnt some plarr«. polli d the corn up in
the fields and done nil kinds of misehirf. They even
came to Fort liutler and tried to steal a horse, end was
shot at by a sentinel.but, the order is, not to shoot nt
them. All is now confusion throughout the country. No
tidings of their coming in to treat."

be molested if they keep within the boundary designated for them. The Indians are so much scattered, that
it must take some time to make them acquainted with
our intentions. As soon as this is done, the war may be
considered over. Five regiments of foot will remain in
the territory, and the rest leave for their proper stations.

member of Conj-ressso far as received. The vote thus far
is a close one and the result is somen hat doubtful. Mr.
Baltzell will probably carry a majority of little less than
six hundred votes to the Suwannee, which must be
overbalanced by Col Downing'* majority in the F.ast, if
the number of votes polled equal that of Jfc'37.
