Lkcatio.v ok the U. States,

London, Jan le', IWJ.
Sir: I Iiivp now ihe honor of communicating to yon

the result of my eff-rts to carry into effect the wishes of"
the President on the subject of the duties and restrictions
imposed by this Government upon the tobacco tr.ide of
the IJ. S , aud ihe regret I feel at its having terminated
unfavorably to any immediate change in the exisiing
system. As the subject may be regarded for the present
as disposed ol. I avail myself of the earliest opportunity
to communicate the result, and the manner in which I
have fulfilled my instructions.

In my Communication of the 2£th June, 1637, 1 in¬
formed you of the steps I had taken, in anticipation of
insti U'-tions, in aid of the application which had been
ir.a.le by the merchants and manufacturers of Liverpool
and Bristol to Parliament lor a reduction of the duty on

American tobacco. Nothing, however, grew out of that
application, andllie subject not having be-n considered
or discussed, my calculation was, that it would again be
presented to Parliament, and that 1 would await the
issue.

I indulged a confident hope that the first application
which had been made, by the persons so largely interest¬
ed in the trade, would be followed up by others from
different parts of the kingdom, and a better opportunity
afforded me of giving more efficient aid. I determined,
therefore, to wait uud ascertain whether the subject
would again be brought forward, before 1 made any di-
reci application to the Government Havkig in the course
of the session understood", from communications witli
the parties interested, that they did not intend again to

agitate the question, but that it was to be left to the ac¬

tion of the Government, 1 determined to nuke an effort,
ai.d ascertain whether the Ministry intended to move in
it I accordingly bad an interview with Lord Palmerston,
for the purpose of communicating officially my instruc¬
tions I slated to him frankly the Piesident's wish that
tne subject should be brought to the notice of her Majes¬
ty's Government, and my teadiness to do it in the way best
calculated to have it fully considered, and the most con¬

venient to the Government. With that view, 1 took the
liberty of suggesting that, probably personal und infor¬
mal communications were better adapted for giving and
receiving explanations on such u subject than the re¬

straint and formalities of official notes; end that, if he
concurred in opinion, I would prefer communicating di-
recily with the Chancellor of the Exchequer or the Pre¬
sident ol the Board of Trade, or both, |u whom subjects
of this character were fimiiiar, aud to whom. J presume,
lliey were, in the first instance, generally refV-rrcd. i
thought this, moreover, the most eligible course, inas¬

much as the subject vr.7s one of some delicacy, and not
without its embarrassments; the duty of w hich we com¬

plained having been laid avowedly lor revenue, and
not protection, and, therefore, liable to be regarded as

one lor Ihe conshleiation of their own Government, ra¬

ther ilian that of foreign nations. 1 knew, loo, that the

opinions of these gentlemen on subjects connected
with trade, and especially with the United States, were

ol'a hbeial character; and that the President of the
Bo'trd of Trade [Mr. Thompson] had taken a prominent
and leading pari some years ago in Parliament, in get¬
ting the present duty on tobacco reduced, and had been
the means of having the law piohibiting its culture in

Great Butain extended to Ireland. With these views,

the suggestion was made, and 1 am happy to s;.y
that Lord Palmerston readily assented to the course,
as favorable to foil and free discussion. I accordingly
embraced it, and, during the eession nf' Parliament,
and after its adjournment, had repealed inter views ivuti
the Chancellor of Ihe Exchequer and tl>e President of
the Board r.f Trade, (more frequently with the latter.)
in which the whole subject was freely discussed. In¬
deed, every opportunity was afforded me of expressing
I'uliy and freely my own opinions, as well as th< se which
1 knew our Government entertained on the subject, and
no opportunity was lost of pressing its consideration, and
enforcing tiie injurious operation of the present exor¬

bitant duly, as well upon American as British interests.

This I felt myself at liberty to do under my instructions.
My r fi'»rt«, however, I regret to say, have proved un¬

availing, and Ihe result has been a determination, re¬

cently communicated, to make no recommendation to

Parliament on the subject, or lend the sanction of Ihe
Government to any altetation of the present system.

In communicating this result, it may be proper that I
should accompany it with a general statement of the

grounds which I deemed it my duty to take against tho

justice and policy of this whole system.
.My first object was to explain the importance of our

tobacco trade, and the injury which it sustained under
the restrictions and duties of foreign nations, and <;s;ic-
ciallv those of Great Britain I stated the fact that, al-

though the cultivation of tobacco in the United States
had increased within late years, it would ha\*e done so

to a much larger extent, but for the hetvy and unequal
burdens which it had to bear; that, although the con¬

sumption of duhj-jiaid tobacco in G. Britain had incressi d
from ci»ht losr/lem millions oj jwunds yturly. there w as

every reason for believing that the consumption wonld
have been fully one fourtht pari greater if the duty had
been b ss I took occasion,also, to refer to the late pro¬
ceedings in Congress, and to the report of a select com-
mi tee of ihe House of Representatives, to show that
the subject was attiacling the attention of the Govern¬
ment and people of the US, and that efforts were mak¬

ing to relieve this important branch of their national in¬

dustry from the burdens imposed on it by foreign Go¬
vt rnrnents; that the benefit to be derived from the re¬

duction of Ibe present duty ras not, as had been sup¬
posed, in the enhanced price of the article, but in its in¬
creased consumption, thereby enlarging the means of
production, and giving employment to more cultivators
of the toil, in regions peculiarly calcu'ated for the growth
of ihe plant. That, besides the planter, it was of im-

portai.ee to Ihe shipping and navigating interests of the

U. States that the consumption of tobacco should bo

augmented in Europe, inasmuch as, of all the American

staples, tobacco was the one which united in a peculiar
degree (from iis heaviness und bulk) the greatest ad-

vaniagf s i<> the height shipping interests; the exporta¬
tion of the article increasing, of course, with increased
consumption. That, moreover, as nearly the whole of
the tobacco brought into Great Britain was the growth
of I he U. S., iri selecting it for exclusive taxation, and

pu'iing on so high a duty, it operated, in fact, not onfy
bs a duty, but as a prohibition upon all tobaccos except
tbuse ol a finer quality.

With these explanations, I proceeded to slate the ob¬
jections lo Ih:* system, upon lbs general principles of
commercial policy and free trade; that, in the first place,
t.oth'ng tended more to counteract commercial hostility
aiid bind nations together, than the adoption of a liberal
ond enlightened policy; that a duty cf 3sbillings a pound,
on an ailicle offour yncc or siipence ra/t/e, wos not only
a departure from the general principles of free trade and

commercial reciprocity, but wns in direct hostility to the

just and liberal principles which characterized the com¬

mercial relations of the two count! ies That such s duly
was contrary to the principles of commercial policy upon
which Great Britain herself professed to acr, viz: that
cf lowering the duties of customs upon the imports.
