Gwatrin's Case —OUn Friday, the 10th instant, that
being the first day of the Spriny Termn of the Cireuit Su-
perinr Courlefl Law and Chancery for this eounty, Rich-
ard C. Gwatkin [the individusl charged with the mur-
der of F. Pitman] was set at the bar, and & motion for a
change of venue was renewed.  ‘The Court refused o
grant the change; whereupon the prisoner, by i coun-
sel, moved & continuanee of the couse, npon the ground
ol the absence of material evidence. This motion was
likewise overruled ; but the Court postpuned the trisl
of the case until Monday, the 20th instant, and is-
sued compulsory process, to compel the atlendance
of the prisoner's witnesses on that day. On Mon-
day the prisoner was again brovght to the bar of the
Courl, and again renewed his motion for a continu-
ance, it apgearing that some two or th:ee of his nu-
merous witnesses were stillabsent.  But the Cuart over-
ruled the motion, and directed the venire 1o be calied.
‘I'he whole of Monday was consumed in the selvetion of
five jurore, the panel in the meuan time being exhausted,
and filty or an hundred of the by-sianders summoned
and sworn lo answer questions. At a late hour of the
duy the Court sdjourned, having first mnde an order di-
reeting the sherff to summon 4% jurors for the ensuing
dny. Un Tuesday one was added to the number ot jur rs
clinsen, whilst afl the others had made up and expir s~ d
opinions in the cose. 1t was aseertained 1o the course
ofexamination of those summaned, that pereoishadb-ca
summoned from every part of the couny. both near 1o
and remote from the Court-house.  Findig that theie
wss su genersl an acquaintance with the cesean the
county; and that there was scarcely an individusl who
had not made up and expressed an opinin, the judge
remarked, that if the Counsel would refew tivir wition
for & change of venue, he was now prepared u giant it
whereupon the motion was mad», and change wraawnrd-
ed to Rockbridge county. Weshstain rom adetailof the
facts of the case, a8 developed by the rumor of the coun-
try, founded in the relations of witnesses, a8 we wish not
10 be acceesary to the epread of a tale of horror, that al-
rendy has too wide circulation, to the forestalling of pub-
lic opinion, and clogging of the wheels of justice. We
wisli the prisoner to go to Rockbridge, with the history
of his case ng much a stranger to those who may bave
1o try him, 0s his person; where his triers will be free
from the embarrassment of pre-existing prejudices, found-
ed on idle rumor, and his fte, be it what it may, depend
upon the evidence and law alone.
