CHARACTER OF FRANKLIN.

BY LORD BRUlT.HiM.
One of (be most retnaikaole men certainly of our|time

as a politician, or of any ageas.a philosopher, was Frank¬
lin; who also stands alone in combining these two cha¬
racters, the greatest thai men can sustain, and in this,
thai having borne the first part in enlarging science by
one of the greatest discoveries ever made, be bore the
second part in founding one of the greatest empires in
the world.

In this truly great man every thing seems to concur

that goes towards the constitution of exalted merit..
First he was the architect of his own fortune. Rorn in
the humblest station, lie raised himself by his talents
and his industry, first to tbe place in society which may
be attained with the help only ol ordinary abilities,
great application, and good luck, but next to the loftier
heights which a dating and happy genius onlycan scale;
and the poor printer's boy, who at one period of his life
had no covering to shelter his head from the dews of
night, rent in twain the proud dominion of England,
and lived to be the ambassador of a Commonwealth
which he h*d formed, at the Court of the haughty Mo*
narchs of France, who had been his allies.
Then, he had been tried by prosperity as well as ad

verse fortune, and had passed unhurt through the perils
of both. No ordinary apprentice, no common place
journeyman, ever laid the foundation of his indepen¬
dence and habits of industry and temperance more deep
than he did, whose genius was afterwards to rank him
with the Galileos and the Newtons ol the old wotld.
No patrician born to shi.ie in Courts or assist at the
councils of monarchs, ever bore his bonouis in a lofty
station more easily, or was less spoilt by the enjoyment
of them, than this common workman did when negoci-
ating with royal representatives, or caressed by all the

beauty and fashion of the moslb.illiant Court in Europe.
Again, he was self-taught in all he knew .His hours

of atudy were stolen from (hose of sleep and of meals,
or gained by some ingenious contrivance for reading
while the work of his daily calling went on. Assisted
by none of the helps which effluence tenders to the
studies of the rich, he had to supply the place of tutors
by redoubled diligence, and of commentaries by repealed
perusal. Nay, the possession ofbooks was to be obtain¬
ed by copying what the art which he himself exercised
furnished easily toothers.
Next, the circumstances under which others succumb

he made to yield, and bent to his own purposes.a suc¬

cessful leader of a revolt that ended in complete tri¬
umph, after appearing despeiate for years; a great disco¬
verer in philosophy without the ordinary helps to know¬
ledge; a writer famed for his chaste style, without a

classical education; a skilful neguciator, though never

bred to politics; ending as a favorite, nay, a pattern of
fashion, when the guest of ftivulou3 Courts, the life
which he had begun in garrets aud in workshops.

Lastly, combinations of faculties, in others deemed
impossible, appeared easy and natural in him. The Phi¬
losopher, delighting in speculation, was also eminently
a man of action. Ingenious reasoning, refined and sub¬
tle consultation, were in him combined with prompt re¬

solution and inflexible firmness of purpose. To a lively
fancy, he joiued a learned end deep reflection; his ori
ginal and inventive genius stooped to the convenient
alliance of tbe most ordinary prudence in every day
affairs; tbe mind that soared above the clouds, and was
conversant with the loftiest of human contemplations,
disdained not lo make proverbs aud feigned parables fot
tbe guidance of apprenticed youths and servile maidens;
and the hands tbat sketched a free constitution for a

whole cootinent, drew down the lightning from Heaven,
easily and cbc-srfolly lent themselves to simplify the ap¬
paratus by which truths were to be illustrated, or disco¬
veries pursued.
His whole course both in acting and in speculation

was simple and plain, ever preferring the easiest and
shortest road, nor ever having recourse to any but the
simplest means to compass his ends. His policy reject¬
ed all refinements, and aimed at accomplishing its pur-

Eoses by the most rational and obvious expedients..
lis language was unadurned, and used as a medium of

communicating his thoughts, nol of raising admiration;
bat it was pure, expressive, racy. His manner of rea

soning was manly and cogent, the address of a rational
being to others of the same order; and so concise, that,
preferring decision lo discussion, he never exceeded a

quarter of an hour in any public address. His cor¬

respondence upon business, whether private or on

Stale affairs, is a model of clearness and compen¬
dious shortness; nor can any Slate papers surpass
in dignity and impression those of which he is be¬
lieved to have been the author in the earlier part
of the American Revolutionary war. His mode of
philosophising was the purest application of the induc¬
tive principle, so eminently adapted to his nature, and
so clearly dictated by common sense, that we can have
little doubt it would have been suggested by Franklin,
if it had not been unfolded by Bacon, though it is as

elear that in this case it would luve been expounded in
far more simple terms. Rut of all this great men's sci¬
entific excellencies, the most remarkable is the smalloess,
the simplicity, the apparent inadequacy, ol the means
which he employed in his experimental researches..
His discoveries were made with hardly any apparatus at
all; and if, at any time, he had been led lo employ in¬
struments of a somewhat less ordinary description, lie
never rested satisfied until be had. as it were, afterwards
translated the process, by resolving the pioblrm with
such simple machinery that you might say, lie had done
it wholly unaided by apparatus. The experiments b\
which the identity of lightning and eleciricily was de¬
monstrated, were made with a sheet of brown paper a
bit of Iwine, a silk thread, and an iron key. '

Upon the integrity of this grest man, whether in pub¬lic or in private life, there rests nostain Strictly honest,
and even scrupulously punctual, in all his dealings, he

Cserved in th; highest fortune that regularity which he
practised as well as inculcated in tbe lowest. The

This opinion has been shown to be incorrect by se¬

veral statistical writers, and the researches of Dr. Cas¬
par confirm the accuracy of their statements. On the
whole, therefore, we may assert that the longevity ot
the female is greater than lhal of the male sex.

Ii is also worthy of notice that, of still born infants,
there are more of the male than ol the female sex.
Dr Caspar proceeds to show that the medium or ave¬

rage duration of life has increased considerably in most
European cities of* Jate years In London this increase
is great, f«r it wouM seem that, within the lust century,
probable life has increased by 20 years
At Geneva, again, in the Itiih century, one-half or

the infants born'there died, we are told, before their 5th
year; whereas, in the present day, it would appear that
ihis half reaches nearly 43 years of age. A similar re¬
mark may be made as lo the increased length of lire al
Beiltn.

.Dr Caspar treats pretty fully on the innuenceorpur-
suits and occupations on the duration of hunran life}
and from his inquiries il appears that "clergy men are, on
the whole, the longest, and medical men are the shortest
livers." The different classes may be arraoged in respect
to longevity as follows; Medium Longevity.

Dr Caspar
gives some tables of mortality which prove the sad -coo

trasl in this respect between the poor and the affluent.
From these it would seem that the medium age of the
nobility in Germany may be stated at about 50 years,
whereas, that of the paupers is as low as 32 years.
The last chapter of the wotk trials of the influence of

the fecundity or a population upon its mortality. L)r.
Caspar shows by a vast number or documents, that "the
mortality in any population is always in exact retio to
its fecundity," or, in other words, "the more prolific the
people is, the greater, usually, is the. mortality among
them."

... .He alludes to the difference, in this respect, in the
different districts in England; and maintains lhal when¬
ever the number ol births is highest, there the mortality
is greatest at the 6ame time.
The saine result is derivable from statistical investi¬

gation in Belgium, France, and other countries.
Dr. Caspar concludes his work by embodying the ge¬

neral principles ol his researches in the following coil
elusions:

I. The proportion of births to the actual stationary
population or any place expresses, or is relative to, the
medium duration ol life in thai population.
2 The female sex enjoys, al every period of life, ex¬

cept at puberty, at which epoch the mortality is rather
greater among young females, a greater longevity lhan
the male sex

3. Pregnancy and labor occasion, indeed, a considera¬
ble loss of life; but this loss disappears or is lost in the
general mass.

4. The so called climacteric periods of life do not
seem lo have any influence on the longevity or either
sex. *

5. The medium duration of life, at the present time,
is in Russia about 21 years, in Prussia 2:>, in Switzer¬
land 34, in France 3(5, in Belgium 30, and in England
33 years.
C The medium duration of life has in recent times,

increased very greatly in most cities in Eirope.
7 In refeience lo the influence of professions or oc¬

cupations on life, il seems lhat ecclesiastics aie, on the
whole, the longest, and medical men are the shortest,
livers; military men ate nearly between the two ex
treines, bul yet, proportionally, they, more frequentlylhan others, reach very advanced years.

Distressing Times in Newfoundland.. Late papets
from Newloundland state, that very great distress pre
vails in that Island. The following extracts present a

melancholy piclute of the distressed condition of ihe
poorer classes:

Distress in the Buy..On Saturday and Monday last,
our s'reets presented a melancholy appearance. About,
we suppose,200 poor females came from ihe N'lith Shore,
to seek rebel troin the Benevolent Irish Society of ibis
town, which Society had given fifty pounds for the bene-
fit of the poor, ami these poor creatures had scarcely a

garment lo cover llieir nakedness. We have been in-
formed by several gentlemen from Lower Island Cove
thai, on their way to this town, they called on several
poor families and found litem in a sad stale of starvation.
Some families, they stated, had not eaten a lnori-e! from
Sunday morning until Wednrsd-iy evening, and others
from Monday until Wednesday; and we are convinced
from reports that are hourly coming in from that quarter,
that this is not the only case in which starvation must

put an end to iheir sufferings, unless relief is shortly
given them .Ctirbonear Sentinel.

T he reports w Inch continne to reach ua relative lo the
famine which prevails in the remole selthments of this
Bay are ol ihe must harrowing description We have no
hesitation in saying that within a circuit of 20 miles of
Harbor Grace there are hundreds of families who have
not, within Iheir respective dwellings, an ounce of the

j-common necessaries of lite, and who, for weeks past,
