FROM VERA CRUZ.

The arrival this meening of the schr G. I. Welter,
Delaville, from Vera Cruz, confirms the report of Gen.
Mexia being shot by order of Santa Anna. The battle
was fought in the neighborlinod of Puebla. Atd o'clock,
A. M., Gen. Mexia et the hiead of 1000 men, engaged
the Guvernment troops mustering 3000, amd fought with
the most distinguished bravery tifl 10 o’clock, captuting
the greater part of the encmy's artillery; but, just when
victory was ahout to crown their ¢ffurte, Santa Anna, at
the head of 1400 men suddenly appeared, which so dis
ordered the patriot forces, that retienl was Lhe immedi
ate consequence. Unfurtunately, Gen. Mexia, fell into
the tyrant’s hands, and wos immediately shut by order
of Santa Anna. He died, it is said, like a hern. Santa
Anna, to gratily a personal rescntment, had him mur-
dered in a private yard; where, we may suppose, he
teaped vpon him every insult and indignity, which the
malignity of the mean and cowardly tyrant could invent.
Al this croelty was borne by Mexia with stoical indif-
ference. The taunts and insults of bis despicable ene-
my only excited a contempluous smile, and the enraged
despnt ended the tortores of his victim by inflicting
death on the man whom he could not make tremble

Alter the defeat, the Federalist army fell back on
Tampico.  Gen. Urrea continved in the command, and
is determined lo make another stand against the Go
vernment. Throughout Mexico the disaffection Lo the
Government is eo deep seated and extensive, that a
strong probability exists of Urrea rallying force enough
to make a formidable resistance, end prolong the war
for some time tocome. The next arrivel from Tampi-
co, may bring us more positive infoimation of the move-
menls and plans of the Federal army.

Texas axn Mexico —From a private letter from
Vera Cruz, (says the New Ouleans Bee of May 31.) we
learn that Col. Bee, the Texian Minister to Mexico, hag
been allowed to take roons in the city of Yera Cruz,
until the Government determine whether he will he re-
ceived or not, in his official capacity. Col. Bee thinks
he will be able to effect a treaty.

‘This information, the Bee maya. is from “the most un-
questionable suthority;" being, we presume, the authori-
ty ol the Texian Minister himself.

vernment of Lhe conntry:

“We do not know which most to admire, the audacily
of those brigands in sending us their pedlar, (mar-
chante,) to ask us to allow them the quiet and pacific pos-
sesgion of their rabbery, or the answer the Commandant
General gave Lo the individual who apprized him of the
arrival of this Quizotic Amnbassador.

MEXICO AND TEXAS,

The suggestion has been made, and with much show
of reason, that "I'exas would consult her interest by ang-
menting ber military establishment. The recent change
of the seat of government, renders some addition o the
army indispenssble 1o the protection of the capltal from
the incursjons of the Indians  The city of Asstin is lo.
cated on the edge of Lhe frontier setileinents, bordering
on the prairies and e<tensive wilda, which the Indians
make their favorile nunting grounds. ‘I'o keep the
prowling bands of savages in check will require a stand
ing force of considerable strength. But another reason
might be given, why the Texians should listen to the ad-
monition—"In peace prepare for war.” Itserms highl
probable that the defeat of the Federaliets at Puebla, wiﬂ
end the civil war in Mexico. The convention with Ad-
miral Baudin at Vera Cruz, has delivered her fiom the
coercion of France, and she will now be at liberty to
prosecule her favorite scheme of conguest and revenge
ageinal Texas. Santa Ana, by his cunning intrigoes
and management, has conlrived agnin to place himself
at the head of affairs.  He now holds the reins of govern-
ment, and the defeat and dispersion of (he Federalist
party will give him the command of the whole country.

His power being firmly re-established, is it not highly
probable that he will onece more turn his thoughts to-
wards Texas? The recollections of San Jacinlo—its
humiliation—its shame and dastardly rout—must excite
feelings that still rankle in his bosom, which, doubtless,
burns with the desire 1o wash away his disgrace in the
biood of his enemies From the gratificatian of revenge,
nothing but the suggestions of sell-interest will deter
this erafty politician. The dread of anotlier San Jacinto,
will do more to restrain his impetuosity, than all the pro
mises and pledges with which, while a captive, he bound
hiselt to be the friend of Texas.
