The Queen, according to the London Herald, was deep-
Iy affected when Lords Cottenham and Melbourne de-

nitively announced to her that the Whig ministry wae
extinct —affected even to lears Her Majesty wished
10 send for Lord Normauby, and entrust to him the |
formation of the new cabinel; but Lord Melbourne ho-
nesty advised her to call in the Duke of Wellington,
and place the country unreservedly in his hands.

The Duke waited upon the Queen, and advised her to
plage the formation of the new cabinet in the hands of
Sir Robert Peel—thinking it most proper that the prime
minister should be a member of the House of Commons.
On Wednesdny, therefore, Sir Robert was appointed first
Lord of the ‘I'reasery and Chancellor of the Exchequer
—receiving, of course,a carte blanche for the ministerial
arrangements.

Thursday the cabinet was constructed as follows

Lord Chancellor, Lord Lyndhurst.

President of the Council, Duke of Wellington.

First Lord of the Treasury, and Chancellor of the
Exchequer, Sir Robert Peel.

Foreign Secretary, Eatl of Aberdeen.

Colonial Secretary, Liord Stanley.

Home Secretary, Sir James Graham.

These arrangements were nnnounced in the Morning
Post of Friday.

But on Thursday night the Peel ministry was already
atan end. The actual cause of this event are different-
ly related by the Whig and Tory papers—the former al.
leging that Sir Robert, with an extent of exaclion thal
wes scarcely courteous, and certainly mot prudent, de-
manded the immediate dismissal of all the ladies com-
posing her Majesty's household; and that the Queen in-
digoantly refused compliance with this demand, saying,
“fwould rather be reduced to the level of a subject, |
than be deprived of the society of those to whom I ain
personally attached, and who have been the friends of
my childhood.”

%‘he Tory journals, on the other hand, say that the
demand of Sir Robert was only for such a proportionate
change in the household appointments ss should give |
ovidence to the country that the ministers enjoyed her !
Majeaty'sconfidence, and Lhat parties who had ceased to |
be responsible could no longer exercise an influence |
upon the royal mind. The Times gives the names of
the ladies whose removal waa coneidered by Sir Robert
indispensable; namely, the Duchess of Sutherland and
the Conntess of Burlington, both sisters to Lord Mor
peth, Lady Charlemont, and the Maichioness of Nor-
manby.

Be this as it may, however, both parties insisted, and
Bir Robert accordingly tendered his resignation, which
was ol once necetled. and the Queen recalled Lords
Meilnirne and John Russell to their posts. The *ex
planaiions' will tell the rest.

' U2 meantime it is clear that Sir Robert has com-
mitted a blunder—unless indeed he was satisfied that
ie couid not sustain bimeelf; either with the present
Houee of Commons or with the result of a new elec-
tion—which, perhape, is the real truth of the matler.
But if he acluaily expected and intended to remain in
oflice, his movement rcspec‘.iuﬁ the household was pre-
mature. By waiting for such accessions of strength
in the House of Commons os time might give him, and
by gradually effecting the changes he thought neces-
sary, he would atonce have spared the Queen’s feel-
ings and gained the power to compel her acquiescence;
as it is, he has given her Majesty the advantage, by
treating her with apparent harshness, and enlisting the
aympathies of the country in her behalf—as is abund-
antly shown in the multitudes of addresses pouring in
from all parts of the kingdom, approving snd spplaud-
ing her course, and expressing the warmest satisfaction
with its result.

The explanations, it will be seen, were made in the
House of Commons on the 13th, and in the House of
Lords on the 14th ; and both houses subsequently ad-
journed to the 271h.
