OPERATIONS OF COMMODORE READ ON

THE COAST OF SUMATRA. .
1t will be recollected that an nuirage.was cnmmll“l;'ﬁ
by the Malays off Quallah Battoo, in lhe‘lnl'and of Su
matra, on the ship Eclipse of Salem, which resulted in
the murder of the Captain, and one of the crew, and the
plunder of the vessel of specie and other property, tothe
value of sbout thirty thousand dollars. On hearing this,
Commodore Read, who had been instroeted to vieit the
coast of Sumatra for the purpuse of protecting the trade
of the U, 5 , immediately proceeded to that island, with
a view to the recovery of the property,and enforcing
the delivery of the printipals in his daring sctol piracy

It appeera from his report to the N!‘j’ 09?1"'1_“1"“1
an extract whichgve give below, that his first visit wes
paid at Qnallah Battoo, for the purpose of acquiring nc-
ourate information in relation to the particulars ol the
outrage, and the persons concerned. The result of I
inquiries corresponded with the details given in the pro
test of the survivors of the crew of tle Eclipse, trans-
mitted from St. Helenn by the commercial agent of the
United States at that lsland, which exonerated Iﬁe f}u i
jah and people of Quallah Battoo from all participation |

{n the n&lrnge for which he had come to rxacl repara |
tion, but that one of the pirates was now residing at that |
place. 1t appeared, however, from inl‘nrmnh_un derived |
from a native who camne on board the Colombia,and who i
stated that he was well acquainted with all the cireum-
stances of the case, that the whale effair weas planned,
with the sanction of the Rajahs, st another settlement
called Muckie, situated st no great distance, where most
of the money had been carried, and where the principals
in the piracy now resided.

Commodore Read demanded of the Rajahs of Quallah
Battoo and Muckie, in suceession, the delivery of the
Eiral" stated to be within the limita of their authority;

ut receivirg nnly evasive enswers, and finally nssurs |
ances of their inability to comply with his demands.
he proceeded to execule the purposes of his vieit, in the
manner detaiied in the following extraets:

+Having come 1o an ancher three miles from the Iai-
ter place (Qunliah Bultoo,) | deemed it my duty imme
dialely to mske the demand for the pirate and property
eaid Lo have been conveyed (o that place with hin.—
Lieutenant Valmer, sceordingly, was sent to the Rajub,
to make the demand. and to say to him that the Govern-
meat of the United States desired to be on friendly terms
with the Rajahs of Sumatra—1hot we had come as friends,
but thatit would depend upon himself whether we ehould |
or should not leave him with the same gentiments.  The |
Rajah professed himself willing to-comwply with my
wishes, bu' stated his appreliensions that the man could
nat be taken for the purpose of delivering him to me.
The pirate had many iriends, and the people generaily
feared him, but he would endeavor that night to have
him taken while aslevp.

“Commander T. W. Wyman was sent the following
day, and the mame excuses were repeated. ‘The hour of
sunset of the 24th was named ss the limit of the Lime
which wonld te allowed for the apprehension of the pi
rate, and the bringing him on board the Columbia.—
The Rajah was told that unless this were done in the
time sperified, | should be under the necessity of consi-
dering him an enemy, and of proceeding to treat him ns
such, aseuring him that it was imnpossible for hun tocon-
vince me that he could not secure and give up a pirate
found within the limits of his command.

“The hour of sunset passed, and nothing further had
been done hy the Rajah,in compliance with the demand;
and I now conceived that all the Rajah had promised hud
been done for the purpose of gaining time. I | had now
left him without inflicling some chastisement, | feared
he might herealter question our power, or have an in
different opinion of its existence. | therefore caused
the ships to be dropped as near to the shore as they could
swing with safety, and having sprung their brosdsides
to the forts, commenced a fire upon them, The fire of
the ships was returned with but three ghot, Twoof the
forts hung oul white flags, and afier a few shot well di
rected et the Rajah’s fort, 1 directed the firing to cease.

“As | did not conceive the object for which 1 con-
tended sufficient to justify the lunding of a parly of men
to destroy the place, | directed the ship to be got under
way, and to proceed to Muckie. We arrived at the
common anchuring ground off that place on the 30th,

. and the demand for the offenders, who it was ssid were
reeiding there, was immediotely made. Excuses similar |
1o those we had before heard, were now given for nnt
having confined the persons claimed. | desired Lo obtain
possession of the Rajuhs, and invited them vn board, but
could not prevail on them to come.
ther message to the Rejahs on the succeeding day, and
being satisfied that they did mo! mean to comply with
my demands for the persons concerned in the piracy, |
directed all preparations to be made for haeling in the
ships.

“‘On the morning of the first of Janusry, we commence-
ed towing and warping in, and by half past 10 a. m. got
into an excellent positivn for sweeping with our fire the
.peninsula on which the town stood. %‘he two ships now
‘mot being more than a cabie's length from the edge of
thetown. No sooner had we commenced this operation
than it was obeerved that the inhabitants were engaged
in carrying off their property from the town. It was
impossible to prevent this as eatly as | could have wish-
ed; but a few guns were soon brought to bear, and we
saw no more persons employed in this business. A

Having sent ano- |

slow fire from a few guns on the main and spar deck
was kepl up, merely for the purpese of preventing any
preparation for defence on shure, and for the protection of !
our men in landing. By half past 12 p m. three hundred
and twenty seamen and marines were landed and formed |
on the beach, under the command of Commander T. |
W. Wyman. The divisions from the Columbia were |
commanded by Lieutenant’s Magruder, Turk, Turner,
“and Pennock. The marines of the squadron were led
by Lieut. Baker. The two divisions from the John
Adams were headed by Lieuts. Thompson anc Minor.—
The firing from the ships ceaced, and the expedition .
moved lowards the town, with order and regularity — |
Much anxiety was felt st the moment s to the resiit — |
‘The couduct of the Rejaha the evening before being
such, it was believed that a steedy and determined re |
sistance would be made; but, to iny greal surpriee, the |
party entered without opposition. The town was svon
afier in flames; all the dwellings of the Rajahs, snd their
five forts, were destroyed. The guns of the forts, 20 in |
number, found loaded and prined, (and matches light- |
ed,) were were spiked and thrown into the ditch. A |
magszine of rice,and storehousc filed With pepper were i
destroyed, some valusbie boats of lerge dimensions on |
the stocks, and seversl of less value, were consumed in |
the flames. 1u short, thera was nothing left above |
ground, and by half-past 2 o’clock, p. m. the officers and i
men had returned Lo their respective ships, without Lhe {
occurrence of uiugla accident."” |
Commodore Read does full justice to the promptitude |
and decision of Commander Wyman, and all the efficers

employed In these transsctions, who acquitted them-
welves to his entire satisfaction.

’ FROM TEXAS.

New Onrveass, June 5.—By the splendid steam ship |
Cuba, which arrived yesterday morning, from Galveston, |
we have receivilour regular files of papers from Houston, |
up o the 3lst May. We publish Lelow all thatis of in- |
terest. The Cuba mnde ber trip in 45 houre, She |
brought G4 eabin passenpgers.

From thefollowing, which we capy from the Telegraph,
itappears, that Texes has much yet to lear from the hos-
tile tribes of Indians nn her frontiers. Years must pass,
befure the eitizens of that enantry can hold in peaceful |
possegsion n lurge portian of the richest lands in the Re-
publiec.  We trust. however, that Texas may be more
snccessful in her Indian wars than the U. 8. has been fur
the few past yeara.

On the morning of the 14th inst., a party of eurvey-
ors who were oul surveying between Bexar and Seguiu,
hearing the reports of fire arms near their camp, return-
ed toit,and lound four of their companions wellering
In their blopd;, one of them, 8 Mexicon of Bexar, was
elill bresthing. and on being resuscilated, stated hat his
comrades had been attacked by a party of Mexicans and
Indians, who were returning from Matamoras with arms
and ammunition for Lthe hostile Indiana. !

The svrveyors, on henring this intelligence, immedi.
alely prucerded lo Bexar, and gave the slorm. A mes. |
senger was instantly despatched to Col Burleson, wlo
snon afier the reception of the message, started in purenit
with two hundred wen. Fortunately, however, in the
mean time, Caplain Andrews, being out with hiy eom- |
pany of rangere, discovered the trail of the enemy, about |
ten miles wesl of Austin. e instantly started in pur-
suil, but after crossing the Colorado his horse became |
tired, and ke was unable 1o procced. His lieutenant, |
James O. Rice, with geventeen men, continued on the |
t1ail, and overtook them in the evening, on the St. Ga- |
briel, about 15 miles frum Austin.  Finding the hostile |
parly consisted of only sbout thirty Mexicans and In-
dians, they attacked and routed them almest instantly.
Three of the Mexicans were killed on the ground, among
whom was their leeder, Manuel Flores; all their bagpage ;
was captured, including about three hundred pounds of |
powder, and a large quantity of lead, part of which was |
in balls and shot, and part in bars. One hundred and |
fourleen horses and mulrs were aleo captured, Amaong *
the papers fuund with the baggage are many important |
documents, conlaining the correspondence between the
Mexican commanders at Matamoras and the chiels of |
the hostile tribes. Several of these are leiters nddressed |
to the chiefs of the Kickapoons-and Caldoes, to Big Mush
and to Buwls of the Cherokees, and one to the Chief of
the Seminoles from Gen. Canaliso.

In these letters Canaliso requests the Chiefs to fol-
low implicil‘lrg the directions of Manuel Flores, in the
war against Texas-nasures them that he will aid them |
and sssist them with the necessary rupplies of ammuni. |
tion; he also states that they shall hold quiet possession
of the lands they may recover from the Texians; and
