trine9. They cannot, to be consistent, cast their suffragesin. hisfavor, end their opposition to his election iciU be"us
firmly persevered in, as will be opposition of the S3me
party to Alaitin Van Iiuren. The Suae Rights' party ofGeorgia, xcill not be alone in this opposition. They will
find battling by their side, their ancient ally. The'siwns
of the limes' tell us, and we cannot resist the convic¬

I hij assailant t!icn qiioies a statement shewing the
funcis ol the College mi Ifr'sW, and the debt due to the
i rofessnrs in IiSj*.); (which debt had been accumulating
tevejal 3pars) and next quotes a resolution of the vi¬
sitors to the effect that the debts shall be paid out of the
capital, unless interest enough for that purpose shall be
c.ollfrti;d w.thin three momhs. Upon this. 1 presume,
he r»!its to prove that the capital ban been impaired.
And here the character of the man and the nature of
the means which he will condescend to use. are remark-
ably exhibited ; for, at the same time that the resolution
just referred to was passed, another was also passed, di¬
recting that if any portion of the capital should be cm-

ployed to pay debts, it should be replaced, to exactly
the amount so employed, by the arrears of interest due
to the College. This resolution it did not answer his
purpose of misrepresentation to quote. Now, the fact is,
that not a cent of the capital was so employed, and that
tiie debts in question have been long since paid from ar¬
rears of interest, arising from debts due to the College,
which had betn long in suit. 1 ho debts to the profes¬
sors arose from the plain cause that the establishment
was too extensive for the means. This has been altered.
The position which 1 look in my former reply to this

assailant, was, that the capital fund of the College had
not been impaired, but had been steadily improving for
twenty yeara. J repeat it; and it can be sustained by
record testimony, if necessary I will merely quote the
resultsexhibiud by the last tepoit.

DREADFUL IIAIL STOHM.

The cool weather which we have had for two days
past, is accounted for by a dreadful hail storm, which
desoUtrd a portion of this neighborhood on Friday even

ing last, the particulars of which are furnished by the
following letter from a friend who was an eye witness
of tne dreadful effects of the storm :

Prince George, June 15, 1839.
Mr. Syme.Dear Sir: Perhaps it may not be uninte¬

resting to you and your readers to learn the sad and dis¬
astrous effects of a wind and hail storm on yesterday
evening, which passed over the Southwestern part of
this county, and a portion of Sussex contiguous to it.
1 will, therefore, give yon an accounl of it, without the
h-asl» xaggeraiion, conscious that if you, afier reading
this, could be an <ye-w itness to its etf«*cts. you wouid

exclaim, "1 heard and beheld, and lo ! the halt was not

to.'d unto me." To day, I passed by the farm of Col.
Williamson Simmons, and there first witnessed its ef¬
fects. His crop of Corn (which was yesterday promis¬
ing) is literally torn into ribbons,and consequently seri¬
ously injured, not near so much however as others of
which you will soon leain. When I arrived al Mr Ed-
mond H Daniel's, in Sussex, such havoc, such desiruc
lion, and such a desolated appearance. 1 never before wit
nessed. and pray Heaven, never may again. His wheat is
utterly and entirely ruined. 1 looked, but looked in vain,
for one single stalk standing He has thisevening com
menced fallowing it, for the purpose of planting it in corn
1 next witnessed the disaster of hi? Corn crop, a portion

I of u l.icli rcas litad l.igli, and as farmers term it, "laid
by," anii thai is also entirely destroyed. not only the
blades, but even the stalks arc beau ti' ffdowi. to about P
inches high, bavin;; the appearance of being paitiai.y trod-
den 11 id oaU ami garden arc aiso completely destroyed
Mr. Thus Mason's crop of wheal is also lost, and u por-
lion of his corn crop, which was very promising, almost
ir. the same situation of Mr. Daniel's Mr. lehinael Har-
liaoii's crop is nearly in ihe same condition.

ihe weather was almost as violent and their crops rwrlv
in the same situation as those above detailed. Mr Smith
had a fHd of fine w heat entirely ruined This evening
I saw in Mr. Gee's lane large quantities ot hail, some
of which was more than an inch in diameter, and that,
t.io, after having laid unprotected by any shade .or about
27 hours. In another place where it was protected Irom
the sun, a gentleman of undoubted veracity informed
me ii was lying then on the ground six inches deep .
The cloud commenced rising in the North-west a litt.e
al'ier o'clock, lowering in its appearance and porten¬
tous of damage It soon oaine over, and the wind blew,
the rain poured, the hail rattled, as il the "rageand war
of elements" was at iis height. An old gentjeman of
the highest respectability, who numbers <ii. informed
me that he had never before witnessed such violent jweather 1 understand that other parts of the county
have suffered seriously. In the neighborhood of Major
Richard Williams and Mr. Daniel Fenu, 1 learn the da
mage is serious.
Tims, Sir, in great haste, 1 have given you some :d>-n

of a hail storm unparalleled in the annals of lad wea¬
ther.at least in this section of our country.
