" 'Now is the winter of our discontent made glorious

summer' by the numerous accession of visitors to the
Springs, and the prospect of a fine and abundant harvest
in every lespect In a late number ol'your paperyou ex-

pressed a desire to reecive some 'statistics' from the
Springs. Until within a few days past, they were easily
told.Excppt those at the White and R»d Sulphur, there
were few persons in the mountains, and the number at

those places were not as many as they could accutnmo-

date. Whether it was owing to tfie numerous spots dis-
covered on the Sun's disc which produced such oool
weather, or a coolness and frigidity in the financial
regions, or (hat Saratoga has procured an Aaron's ser

pent this Summer, or all combined; but so it is, we were

alarmingly neglected this season,and a great depression of
spirits, was the necessary consequence amongst these ve-

ral proprietors, who, it must be said, have spared no pains
or expense in rendering these watering places mo«t de
sirable retreats for Summer recreation, either to the in-
valid or man of pleasure. But within the last few days
appearances have changed, and 1 think Messrs. Van
Buren, Clay and Rives w ill not 6weepevery thing before
their, nor after them either, in their singular conjunction
at tha fashionable bubbles of the Empire State The wea-

therbere has become very warm; and the result is, that
man, as well as many other insects, are extensively on

the wing; and as to the want of money bring a cause of
non-attendance, that is not generally so, though it may
be in some instances; for we find there are thousands who
can turn out when heal-h, pleasure or interest move

them. A large portion of these too is amongst those
who are the greatest brawlers and abusers of our present
Administration, for you will find most of the stage and
steamboat and railroad travellers, who emanate from the
cities and large towns, and are in some way connected
with banks andspeculatingsocieties, are the greatest ie-

viters and opponents of Mr V. Buren The honest and j
sober far«»icio, however, who »tay at home, are his sup
porters; and it will be found eventually, that they approve
of his course.

The Editor of the Addisonian, published in Washing¬

ton City, has deemed it proper to make some reflections
on my public conduct and political opinions, of which
I was not informed until a few days past.

Scott, in an argument I had with him on the
subject of taxation, in which 1 advanced il as my opi
nion, that there was already in the U.Siat«s, a circu-
lating medium sufficient for Ihe purposes of Commerce,
and ii-sly, in order to put il into full circulation, thai
taxation wb9 necessary, urged (May 4th, J7cy.) in
opposition to this sentiment, that it was impolitic and
impracticable to begin taxation 1st, because the bulk
of the people having no money, would he obliged to sell

inerce.thai travelling was as frequent, though thiee
limes as expensive as formerly.

3d. That the sale of every article among ourselves,
not for foreign export, viz: horses, tools lor labor, slaves,
«£c which were employed in labor, which is the repre¬
sentative of ihe wealth of every country, bore as high, i
if not n higher, price, than they did before the war

To this I add, that it might be prudent and politic
perhaps, to draw such a proportion of the actual specie
contained within the United States into circulation by
Quarterly Taxation, ns in ihe course of the year will
take oul and throw back the w hole specie of the United
Stales. This would be a stimulus equally applied to the
industry of all in their respective rank and stations to

get their prnporiion as it goes round, and keep the body
politic in the same degree of health and vigor, that Ihe
natural one is in when each member and each particle
of it obtains its due proportion of nourishment from an

equable circulation, and prevent thai partial fulness,
which v.iihout it will be now in the commercial part of
the community, and ihen in the farmer, as they take the
advantage oT particular circumstances to speculate upon,
and in fact to lax each other, ad libitum, when opportu¬
nity offers .These observations are general, end will
apply to all stales and conditions of society where regu¬
lar civil government is instituted.
