1 shall have another house, {long since
built,) 100 feet by 30, prepared w ith 10 ranges of feeding
boxes, aud capable of breeding two millions of worms
by next spring; so that without some aceidi nt, if I live,
1 shall in Ihe year l£40. produce 1000 His. of raw silk,
probably more than any other man in America can pro¬
duce, from his own mulberries

shall at sumti future time communicate to you the re
.ult of my present year's experience and labor.

Disastroi s Conkl vcratiow. burning ofihr\National
Tluutre iitii/ Tlirte Churches.Just belote 5 o'clock last
evening, a fire was disrovered in the National Theatre,
comer of Church and .Leonard streets, and in a very few
minutes the whole building was enveloped in Harnes..
So'rapid was the progress of riieflre thai it was found
impossible to save but a small part of the properties of
the lioure, and therefore ihe loss to both the manager
and artors inu«t be very grpat

Soon a'ter the £re lw»d burst through the roof of the
Theatre, it communicated to Ihe African Zion Methodist
Church, on ihe opposite corner, and also to the dome
of the magnificent French Church, situated on ihe cor
ner of < 'hurch and Franklin sir* els, adjoining the Thea
tre The African .Church, having a wooden roof was

soon on fire ki every pari, but ihe thick tin ro"f of the
French Church withstood ihe flames for a considerable
liine, and it was a s'.rnnge and imposing sight to see the
dome in flames while the church itself remained uniri
jured The wood work of this s;»lendid pile at lengih
. united from the immense heat Ironi the Thralre, and the
lire spread rapidly throughout the interior, destroying
ihe elegnnt pictures, ^tidings, trappings of the pews,
<Stc &c , as scarcely any thing from within had been
rescued
About this time the rear wall of the Theatre fell out¬

wards, from wbiirh catastrophe, another ("hurch was set
on fire. v:z: the New 'Wrst Du'ch Reformed Church,
under Ihe pastoral charge of ih»' Rev Mr Hunt. This
Church was situated in -Franklin street, about one hun
dred and fit"'y feet below the French Church, and the
rear of it was adjacent lo ihe Theatre t-«Jioon as the
flames had coinmumcatpd to it. they spread .much morr

roptdlj than in the French Church, as in the-course of
a very lew moments it wni in llauies throughout Be
bides Ihe entire destructor! of these three Churches,
and of the J healre, l-itere was nu considerable damage
done. .

A two story wooden house adjoining the Theatre on
Leonard sirei t. occupied by Julm Bruwn, a notorious
prostitute, was partly destroyed, the root and atticsturv
being burnt
A ' wo story brick house in Franklin street, oocupied

as Fonningworth's Commercial School, was also unroot
ed and much properly destroyed in the interior
The loss by this fire cnnnoi ke much less than $200,

000. as ihe building of the French Church alone cost
£I10 0(10. aod the Th»aire and properties mnat have
been worth near $60,000 We regret to lesrn thai Mr.
IValhck the manager, had-not a cent of insurance; and
by this fire he loi.es the labor of years The re^rtting of
the Theatre this season and additions to the properties
have cost him several thousand dollars
One hundred and eight persons, attached lo Ihe The¬

atre, are deprived of employment by ihe sad catastrophe,
and many of the actors have suffered severely in the loss
of their wardrobe
The lire originated in the gas room, under the stage,

ursr the pit lobby. A new gasman had just been ein

ployed, and from some mismanagement, had left the gas
running in such a manner as to fill the room, when it
ignitfd suddenly from a lamp which was kept burning,
and the flame shot up and communicated with the seen

ery almost as suddenly as though the house bad been
struck by lightning.

It is unnecessary to say that the rumors that it wrs the
woik of an incendiary are unfounded

DECISION OP JUDGE THOMPSON.

23d, Judge Thompson gave his decision with respect to
the application of the prisoners' counsel, to have the
Africans discharged under the writ of ftabi as corpus
and denied Ihe motion He said the question before the
Court was simply as to the jurisdiction of the District
Court over this subject matl-r He regretted that the
case had not been held up for further consideration, and
that he had so little opportunity lo examine the- various
important questions that are involved in it. with that
thoroughness and deliberation that was desiiable. He
regretted this the more, as the case is a very peculiar
and complicated one. It was one also difficult to be un
deretood by the public. He could not be insensible to
tbe facl, that ihe feelings of the community were dee plyinvolved in ihe question, and he feared there might be
misapprehensions of ihe real questions to be disposed of
by ihe Court. It is possible, fie said, that there may be
some misrepresentation. Hp would, therefore, have preferrrd that time should have been allowed for him to give
a .»iitte n opinion But the counsel having thought it

advisable, be did not Bay it was not excusable, to c.iII
upon 'he Court to dispose of the case now, lie was coin

prllfd, though much against his wishes, to dispose of it
in tin* beet way lit* could

The. question t" be decided now is nut as to the ul'imute
rivbts of either parly.bu\ it is whether the District Court

(The Opinion of the Court will he published i;. full
hereafter ) lis Conclusion is substantially as follows:

has not been affected by what previously took place .
The only matter settled previously was. that there had
been no criminal offence cojjnizable by t he Courts of lie
United Stales If the offence of murder has been coin

milled on board a loiei*n vessel, with n foreign crew

and wnb foreign papers, this is not an offence against
the laws of the United Stales. It is an oflence against
the la*s of the country to which the vessel belonged .
The Courts of'the United Stales have, in 6uch cases, no

jurisdiction,. but if the offence be against the laws of
nations, this Court would have jurisdiction A murder
coir.united, as in llie case of the captain of the Amislad,
is not a crime against the laws of nations, .were the
crime piracy even it would not be a crime against Ihe
laws of nations, connected as it is with Ihe slave trade."
The Court said that as they perceived there were i

note-takers present they hoped tliey would be rarelul to

make a true representation of the decision The Court
does not undertake to decide that these persons lieve no

right l» their freedom, but leave that matter in litigation
in Ihe District Court, subject to appeal. Aud lor reasons
assigned deny this motion.
One of the counsels for the prisoners then asked the

Court, if they meant to express the opinion that a fo- j
reiguer coming here with a slave can call upon the U.
S. Courts to enforce the claim of the foreigner to the
. iuve. Judge Thompson, in reply, said he did not wish
to decide now upon the abstract question As a judge
he did not feel called upon to dicidc it. The Court wus

then adjourned sine die.
The District Court wan opened The judge 6aid he

should direct that the United States Attorney should
repair to Montauk Point, in the Revenue Cutter, with a

gentleman on the other side to investigate the facts,
uscertam wheie the seizure was actually made, &c.; that
the Court would be adjourned to meet in this city on the
third Tuesday in November next; and that meantime it

would be the duty of the Marshal to see that the prison¬
ers were comfortably situated, piovtded with clothes
suited Io the season, that they had pro erand sufficient
food, medical attendance, &c. The Court would, it is
presumed, allow Ihe piisoners to be discharged on giving
bail, but as itmust be nn an appraisement their counsel
would not const nt to il.
