In Ihis season of perplexity and pecuniary distress, any
plan or suggestion lor relief will lie viewed by mani/ wiih
a favorable eye. Influenced by this belief, the following
reflections are presented In a multitude of counsellors
there is wisdom, and the Press performing the vnluable
office of collecting and preserving, for future use, ideas
sometimes vnluable, I offer the following Take them
for what they are worth; and should their intrinsic me-

ril equal the spirit in w hich they are sent, they would
be valuable indeed
That every nation ought to postess b fixed standard of

value, by which, at all times, the products, and values,
and industry of that Community can be rneasuted. is a

proposition that few, if any, will deny. This is one of
Ihf problems in political economy not yet entirely solved
That ihe following plan would have n tendency, to a

gnat txlint. lo keep ihe measure of value within a com

iniinilv, would seem undeniable:
Let there be offices of deposit, under proper restrictions,

which should grant certificates of depo-it, for specie ac.

tually deposi'ed. These certificates would bear an agio
in the market: lliey would sell at a premium Lei a

small amount, for safe keeping, be paid by the person
depositing. Make it the duty ol Ihe offices of deposit
to pay all certificates of deposit in specie, no matter at

"els of circulation would be still full; the inconvenience
would fall on the banks who brought about the difficulty
by their own mismanagement and overdealing, and not
on ihe innocent community.
The people ought not to submit to the sacrifices rn-

dored during the former suspension, while Ihe banks are i
permitted to go on at their ease and continue lo make
hrge dividends, without any sacrifice whatsoever. Let
lliem go into the market and buy specie, whenever the
time arrives for a resumption of specie payments. Many
fin individual will have to pay a high premium on specie
to discharge Ins obligations, and the banks with iheir
hoards claim lo be exempt from the least sacrifice.

Sooner than submit to such a slote of things, it would
be far better to require these rotten concerns to be wound j
up. os utterly faithless to the Commonwealth; and if we j
must have banks ai all, let us create new ones on differ-
snt principles, to be prescribed ly our Legislature at
Iheir next session.

In the mean time, if our present Banks refuse to sup¬
ply our citizens with sufiicint specie lor ordinary pur-1
poses ol ciiculation.il is hoped some one will be found
independent enough lo bring suit 011 1 heir notes, and in

his way extort justice from their hands Once let the j
example De set. and other suits will soon follow. These
irfogant institutions may in this way be made to know,
thai their interest requires them to discharge their obliga
lions to the extent of their means.
