.Xutr...Sir. Butler having this day seen the affidavit
of John Swift, of Philadelphia, in which it is stated that
he was nut the Mayor of that city in .November, l-:V,
takes the earliest opportunity, as nn act ofjustice to the

public and himself, as well as to Mr. Swift, entirely to

withdraw that part of his animadversions on the conduct
of Mr. Swift, which was founded on the supposition of
his being then in officr.
The error of fact by which Mr. B. wn? led to make

these animadversions, appears in the affidavit of R.
Swartwont as well as that of Stevenson, and Mr. J!.
spoke exclusively from them. But whilst he takes

pleasure in making this correction, he feels bound to

add, that if Glentworth's statement to Stevenson, as

sworn to by the latter, and the testimony of Stevenson
in regard to his conversation with Swift, are to be
