SELECT COMMITTEE OX THE*FISCAL. COM'-"RATION.
Mr. KING observed, that in the organization id

committees bv Congress, the practice had been hereto
fore invariable.the usage uniform. The fir^t business,
on the meeting of each House, alter the selection of of.
ficers and organizing, w is to appoint the various stand .

ing committees. In designating those to whom the va¬

rious subjects to which it is proposed to call the at-
tentionof Congress shall be referred, the practice a I-
ways has been to place a majority of the friends oi 1111*
Administration on each committee. 'I his is str.ctly
correct, in order to insure a favorable consideration of
the various measures which the Administration may
propose to submit to their examination and <!« oision..
A majority, however, of the friends of the Administra¬
tion, is alf that has heretofore been considered either
necessary or proper to be placi d on those committees;
and in every instance a minority of each committee
consists of members supposed to be adverse to the
measures of the dominant party! The propriety <.!
such an arrangement cannot fail to stnke the mmd ot

every Senator. All measures should be carefully ex-j
amined; objections suggested; amendments proposed,,
and every proposition rendered as perfect as practica¬
ble before it is reported to the I louse for its action
This neither can, nor will, be controverted. In the
whole of his (Mr. Kings) Congressional experience,
he did not know of a single instance in which "his rule
had been departed from, until now. 15'H there has
been a departure from this usage, sanctioned by jus¬
tice a:'

1 undevii'iting practice, which had given to it
the foree and obligation of law; and he (Mr. King) fell
it to be hisdulv to call the attention of the Senate in

this most objectionable innovation. Yesterday a bi'l
was reported from the House of Representatives for
the chartering of a Fiscal Corporation. It was imme¬
diately taken up, read twice on the same day, and, on

the motion of the Senator from Georgia, ordered to be
referred to a select committee. This bill embraced a

subject of the greatest importance, one more disputed!
upon constitutional grounds, as well as upon the
grounds of expediency, than any oilier which h.n ever!
agitated this country. This bill, of such vast import-j
ance, fraught with results ofthe greatest magnitude, in
which the whole country takes the liveliest interest,
either for or against its adoption, has been hurried
through the other House in a few days, almost without
discussion, and, as he (Mr. K.) conceived, in viola¬
tion of the principles of parliamentary law, following
as ii did, immediately on the heels ol a similar bill,
which bad, most fortunately for the country, received
the veto of the President, and ultimately rejected- by
the Senate.
The parliamentary law, which has been a guide to

the action of Congress heretofore, forbids the introduc¬
tion at the same session of any measure which lias been
rejected during that session. Tins lias been disregard¬
ed. The rules of the Senate forbade him to speak of
the action of the other House on this subject as he
could wish. He regretted that he was not at liberty to
present their r. >nduct plainly to the people, to show to
the country what it was to expect from the dominant
parly here, iinl what kind of measure may be expected
from the mode of legislation which has been adopted.
The Fiscal Corporation Bill has, however, come to us,
and he (Mr. King) and bis friends, much as they were

opposed to its introduction or passage, determined to
give to it a fair and open opposition. .No objection was

made to the motion of the Senator from Georgia to send
it to a select committee, and that that committee should
be appointed by the presiding otiicer! The President
oflhe Senate made the selection; but,to his (Mr. K.'s)
great surprise, on reading the names this morning, in
one of the public papers, he found they were all mem¬
bers of the dominant party; not one selected for this
most important committee belongs to the minority in
tins b uly o iposed to the bill. Why was it,he (Mr K )
must be ju r nilted to ask, that the presiding officer had
departed from u rule which, in all the fluctuations of
party, ami in the h ghest times of party excitement, had
never before bee-, departed from? Did he think the
minority had not an equal interest in pending measures

with other Senators, or that those we represent are not
as much entitled to have their rights and interests pro¬
tected and preserved as the constituents of those, fa¬
vored Senators; No, Sir, this he will not admit
Why, then, this marked and unusual exclusion? Was
it (hat the friends of this measure were unwilling tint
anvof the minority should be present to hear their dis-

II r-eomrnts and witness the dilemmas and difficulties?
I i. re must have been a motive in thus departing from
t course sanctioned by time, and by every principle of
propriety. It will be for the presiding ofticer to state
what that motive was. Mr. King musi be permitted
to repeat, the more to impress it on the minds of Sena¬
tors, that during more than twenty years be had been
in Congress, he had never known important commit¬
tees to be appointed, either standing or select, in which
some member of the then minority did not constitute
a portion, until this most extraordinary selection of a

committee, to report on this most important bill..
Would it not, (said Mr. King.) have been prudent, as

well as just, to have given to the minority a fair op¬
portunity of suggesting their objections in committee?
The friends of the measure would then be apprised of
those objections, and could prepare themselves to meet
them. He (Mr. King) had not risen to make a motion,
but merely to present tins extraordinary proceeding to
the view of the Senate, and leave it there; but, he be¬
lieved, in justice to his friends, and to stamp this pro¬
ceeding with condemnation, he would move that two
additional members be added to the committee.
The CHAIR stated that one member, [Mr. Archer,]

had been appointed on this Committee who had voted
ag-.iinst the Bank bill that had pissed the two Houses
this Session. When the present bill came to the Se¬
nate yesterday, a motion was made to postpone il inde¬
finitely, and twenty-one members voted against it, thus
expressing their "decided hostility to the measure.
None of those had been appointed ; and, in this course,
he had been guided by a ryle, fromJJefFerjon's Manual,

which he read to the Senate, and which provides that,
in the uppointment of Committees, fur li)e considera¬
tion of any measures, those who took exception to par¬
ticular parts of such measures might be appointed, but

ntiHCiclto sptu/i entirely against the bill; fur lie who
would entirely destroy the bill, would not amend it ;

and that no man was to he employed as a member of

any Committee, on any measure, v. hen he had de¬
clared himself against it; and when any such mem¬

ber should be appointed, he ought to ask to be excused
from si rvice.
Under this view the Chair had decided, in tiie ap¬

pointment of this Committee, and the Senate would
approve or disapprove that action.

Mr. BENTON. That is the I.rz PurliiiinttiUrid of

England from which you read, .Mr. I're.»id< nt, and is

no part of our rules. It is English authority . very
¦rood in the British Parliament, but not vald in tin
American Senate. It is not in our rules.neither in
the rules of the Home nor in those of the Senate; and
is contrary to the practice of both Houses.their set¬

tled practice for fi'ty years. From the beginning of
our Government we have disregarded it, and followed
a rule much more consonant to decency and justice, to

public satisfaction, n:.d to the results of fair legisla¬
tion, and that was, to commit our business to mixed
committees.committees consisting of friends and foes
of the measure, and of both political parties.always
taking care tint the friends of the measure should be
the majoiity; and, if it was a political question, that
the political party in power should have the majority.
This is our practice; and a wise and good practice it

is, containing all the good that there is in the British
rule, avoiding its harshness, and giving both sides a

chance to perfect or to understand a measure. The
nature of our Government.its harmonious and suc¬

cessful action.requires both parties to have a hand in

conducting the public business, both in the committers
and the legislative halls; and this is the first session at

which committee business, or legislative business, has]
been confined, or attempted to be confined, to one po-1
Iiticul party. The clause which you read, Mr. Presi¬
dent, 1 have often read myself: not fur the purpose of

sending a measure to a committee of exclusive friends,
hut to prevent it from troing to a committee ofexclu-j
sive enemies.in fact, to obtain for it a mixed commit-
lee.such a< the Democracy has always given when

in power.such as it will again give when in power.
and such as is due to fair, decent, satisfactory, and har¬
monious legislation.
The Senator from Alabama, [Mr. King,] so longand

so well acquainted with the rules and practice of the

Senate, has well and justly objected to the one-sided
character of this Committee. It iti an objection to it
well taken ; but it is also open to another objection,
that of being composed entirely of the junior members
of the body. Tiie whole five Committee-men thus ap¬
pointed from the ranks of one party to take charge of
this most import?nt bill, are new members, and who,
by the practice of the body, should be placed on the
Committees of least importance.those which do not

require the greatest experience and skill. The Sena¬
tors as they come in, and that without any regard to

their age, talents, or character, are placed on the small
Committees.those of Enrolled Bills.of Engrossed
Bills.of Contingent Expenses, Ac., Arc., Ac. The
experienced Senators are charged with the weighty
subjects of Finance, Foreign A Hairs, Commerce, Arc.,
Ac. Of all our Committees, that of Finance is the
most important. It stands at the head of the list,
and is charged with the gravest subjects, and is al¬
ways composed of experienced Senators, and those
who have shown an aptitude and capacity for the
intricate and weighty matters with which they fire toj
he charged. T<»this committee lias always, before this,
session, gone the Hank question: now that committee,
on which the Democracy has fine member, and only
one, but one who is too much for many, [Mr. Wood-j
burv,] is superseded by a special committee; and that;
special committee consists of the five junior, one-sided
members, which subjects it to our animadversion..
Doubtless that committee arc very competent to the
gn at work which i*« committed to them. No exception
is taken to their skill,capacity, ability, and eminent fit¬
ness in everv way, so f.ir as they arc individually and
personally concerned, for discharging the high duty to

which thev arc called to the exclusion of all the old
Senators. Hut that is not the thing. We have rules
to go by, anil proprieties to be consulted, and deccn-
cies to be observed; and these rules, these proprieties,!
and these decencies, require the younger Senators toj
be employed first in the minor business of the Senate,
and to be advanced gradually afterwards to the head of
those which ate most important. I do not go for ju-
niors being put over the heads of seniors, either in
civil or military affairs. I am no friend to "overslaugh-

cither in the Senate or in the Army. I have no

notion of seeing Majors put over Colonels, or Cadets
Ireslt from West Point shot ahead of veterans who,
have had the earth for a bed, and the heavens for a co.

v^ring, for many lonj years; and, upon the same prin-
ciple, I object to these five yonng Senators, who have
j'i«t appeared amon<* us, being advanced to the place
which belongs of right to the Senators who have been
here inanv \ ears. These are my objections to the com¬

mittee.:iil of one side, and all juniors. They arc em-,
phaticallv of one side. 1 do not know exactly how.
many sides our polities liave at present; but, it is cer-

taiu Democracy has no friend on this committee: it is

pretty certain the President lias none: and it is quite
certain that the Federalists have all. 1 venture the as¬

sertion, that the President has none; my assertion sub¬
ject to lie corrected by the developments of the ensu-j
iug fortnight. A fortnight will tell. In the mean time,!
I say, all things considered, there should have been one
member upon it friendly to President Tyler.one at
least for hi 10.one for us.and three for them.

charged with insolvency and criminality by Gen. Jack-
son.charges which time have proved to be true.and
when the whole committee were of one party, and that
party opposed to General Jackson, and lriendly to the
Bank. And what became then of the rule ol British
parliamentary law, which has just been read? It had no

application then, though it would have cut oil every
member «f the committee; for not one of them was fa-
vorahle to the inquiry, hut the contrary; and the thing
ended as all expected. 1 mention this as an instance
of a onesided committee, which the Senator (roin Ala-;
bama has overlooked, and which deserves to be particu-1
larly remembered on this occasion, for a reason which 1
will mention before 1 resume my seat.

It is called .1 bill jor the collection, safe keep-
"ig, transfer, mid disburse mciit of thr public moneys, by
means of a Fiscal Corporation of the ['oiled States oj j
.America. Heavens, what a name! Too long! too.

long! and fraudulent besides. It will never do..
People cannot go through all that. We must havcj
something shorter.something that will do forevtryj
day use. COUPOIIOSITY that would be a great
abridgment ; but it is still too long. It is five sylla¬
bles, and people will not go above two syllables, or

three at most, and often hang at one, in names which
have to be incontinently repeated. They are all econo¬
mical at that, let them be extravagant as they may be
in spending their money. They will not spend their
breath upon l'»ng names which have to be repealed
every day. They must have something short and point¬
ed; and, if you don tgive it to them, they will make it

for themselves. The defunct Fiscal Bank was rapidly
taking the title of fiscalityand by alliteration, rascality;
and if it had lived, would soon have been compendious¬
ly and emphatically designated by some brief and sig¬
nificant title. The Fiscal Corporation cannot expect
to have belter luck. It must undergo the fate of all
great men and of all great measures overburthened
with titles.it must submit to a short name. There is
much virtue in a name; and the poets tell us there are

many on whose conception Phccbus never smiled, and
at whose birth no muse, or grace, was present. In!
that predicament would seem to be this intrusive cor¬

poreity, which we have received from the other House,
and sent to our young committee, and which has mu¬

tation of title without alteration of substance, and with¬
out accession ofeuphony, or addition of sense. Sotne
say a name is nothing.that a rose by any other name
would smell as sweet. So it will ; and a thorn by any
other name would stick as deep. And so of these fis-
cals, whether to be called banks or corporations. They
will still be the same thing.a thorn in our side.but a

short name they must have. This corporosity must re¬

trench it extravagance of title.
Mr. WOODBURY said, call it the Botts Bank.
Mr. BKNTON. Very well; any thing, so it is short.

I go for short names, anil will give reasons lor it. The
people will have short names, although they may spoil
a fine one ; and 1 will give you an instance. There
was a most heautiful young lady in New Orleans
some years ago, as there always has been, and stiil are

many such. She was a Creole, that is to say, born in
the country, of parents from Europe. A gentleman
who was building a superb steamboat, took it into his

Tliis fine j
mine was painted in golden letters on the sides ofj
his vessel.and away she went, with three hundred
Imrse power, to Kentucky and Ohio. The vessel was

beautiful, and the name was beautiful, and the lady was

beautiful; but ail the beauty on < arth could not pave the
name from the catastrophe to which all long titles are

subjected. It was immediately abbreviated, and, in the

abbreviation, sadly deteriorated. At first, I hey called her

liie lull. not the French l>r!!c, which signifies fine or

ta'atitiful .bat the plain English bell, which, in the'

ll.'ly Scripturrs, was defined to be a tinkling cymbal.;
This was bad enough ; but worse was coining. It so;

happens that the vernacular pronunciation of crcolr, in

tin* Kentucky waters, i:; crt-uir/; so fhey began to call

this beautiful boat the cre-owl! but things did not stop,

here. It was too extravagant to employ two syllables!
when one would answer as well, and be so niuch more

economical; so the first half of the name was dropped,
and ihe last retained; and thus l.a lirlle Creole.the
beautiful Creole.sailed up and down the Mississippi

I nil her life by the name, style, title, and description of,
Tiik Owi.! (Roars of laughing in the Senate, with
