trespasger or malefactor, is a principle of public law,
sanctioned by the usages of all civilized nations, und
which the Government of the U. 8. has no inclination
Lo dispute.

of this country than this declaration of principles—

had made a demand npon this eountry for injuries done
L. S atlarge, and not tor the State of New York
ally. Unquestionably the first demand liad been
made on that gronnd, and in the course of last session
he (Lord Palmerston) had stated that fact as the ground
for bns opinion, that it was impossible the U S. could
turn round, and say it was a question belween Great
Britnin and one State only. (Hear, liear)

ters in the hands of the Federal Government, and the
tenth section of the lirst article of their Constitution
I|r|r|'u1t'1_f that “No State shall enter mto any treaty,
alliance or confederation, or grant letters of marque
and reprisal.

| Congress, lay any duty of tonnige, keep troops, or

ships ol war in time of peace, enter inlo any arranpre.
ment or compact with another State, or with a fureign
power, to engage in war, unless actuslly imvaded, or
such ymminent danger as will notadunt of delay."—
{Hear, hear.)

Therefore, it was perfectly true that this question
enuld no more be said to be between Great Britarn and
the State of New York than (if Americs had felt her-
self agygrieved by Great Britain) it could be aaid that
the question was between America and the county of
Rutland. (Hear.) But the honorable and learned
member for Bath had on a former evening sugurested
that her Majesty's Government « eht, on the outset off
this affair, to have sent out a speewl envoy to the au-
thorities 1 the State of New York.,
