We have, bul a few days ago, read
the whole of them, and indeed, much more, which we

will produce in due scason. We had read Mr. Madi-
| son’s seventh annual Message in Clark's History of
{the Bank, along with the pow=rful reports of Mr.

nate, agunst any thing like a National Bank. We had
| seen also the error, which Mr. Dallas, as Secretary of
[the Treasury, had fallen into about bills of credi,
issued by the United Statcs. We had seen, (in the
41l volume of the Jefterson Correspondence,) with some
surprize and much regret, the propositions made hy
Me. Jefferson to Mr. Eppes, not on the 24th June, 1311,
[us quoted by the Madisonian,] but in June, 1513, after
war was declared, and every polilician was uneasy
sbout raiging the funds for conducting it. In thiscon-
dition of the public mind, the judgmentlind scarcely
full play. Who does not believe that 17 this illustrious
man were now among ug,with all the lights which have
been since cast upon the subject, with a strict refer-
ence to the Constitutional question, he would be
the first to condemn the echeme! Even Mr. Jefierson
himself, in another letter to Mr. Eppes of November
1813, when making similar propusitiuns for the issue of
2 Government paper, confesses that he had to “preter-
mit the Constitutional question on' the authority of
Congress." : )

We bow at all titnes too with a regerential feeling to
the memory of Mr. Madison. Butaft he had proposed
lo establish a National Unizersity onfpf the pablic lota
in Washington—after he had relinqu bed Lis Constitu-
tional objectinns to a National Buan®, [both of which
measures we found it our duty to combat, ] it can scarcely
be expected that we should consider his opinions as in-
fallible. Does the author of the Madisanian urticle
himself subscribe to sll his Conslitutional opinions ?
We are satisfied that he does not.

The scheme of Gen. Jackson's Meusuge_of 1830 js
not exactly in point. Though liable to “serious objec-
tions,” as we then declared, yet it diu not, as Nr. Ty-
ler's scheme, propose to issue paper for the purposes of
general circulation. On the contrary, it propoted to
leave to the States “the means of furnishing th2 local
paper currency through their own Bn_nkn."

We should have then found
lo our shame, that we had no power lo sustain those
demands for the rights and honors of our country!
What if our difliculties with Great Britain, in relation
to the Boundary Question, the Mcleod case, and other
matters hud involved usin a war with that mistress of
the ocean, were we ready for her:  What if the new
difficulty in relation to the Creole ufiiir, together with
the Boundary questions, should involve us,ny they may
even very suon, in a war with our parent and rival
conntry, could we pretend 1o meet the first fleet of
steamers, line-ships, and emall eraft, all officered by
men better acquainted with our Larbors than many of
our own naval corps, which she would send over against
ug, to say nothing of protection at the same time to the
five huudred milliona dollars worth of our property
ulloat upon the seas? | doubt not, that we might
ina year or two be prepared to meet, and bravely
repel the enemy ns we have done before; but the
preparations would be made under every disadvaa-
tage, with double the usuval expense, and while the
enemy, in the mean time, would be destroying and tak-
ing enough of onr property Lo sustain an efficient navy
for o century. The whole interests of the country, even
for these times of peace, demand an increase of our Na-
vy. The traders in the East Indies, at China,in Pely

nesin, and along the North- West coast, have been long
complaining, that our Navy does not keep pace with
the rapid advance of our commerce. Many of them
seldum, if ever, see the cheering power of their coun-
try represented at places where they have established
places of trade, and where protection is most needed.
It may seem presumplion in ne to urge this subject
further upon your attention, after referning to the able
report of the Secretary, which ia so full of suflicient
reasons to the spme purpose, but 1 feel a deep interest
in the subject. | have [elt with many others, how all

important the Navy s for our national delence; and |

that, for several years, it has been, not only insuflicient,
but almost paralysed by neglect. Hitherlo, the blame
has been laid upon the Secretaries; butnow, we have a
Secretary who comes to us like a skilful physician, fa-
miliar with the powers and liabilities of his patient, and
ambitious to restore the defect. He bids ua stretch
forth the almost withered arm of our country, that he
may strenglhen and develope it in fair proportion to
our other members.  1Then, in z=ome futare e, it will
save us more than a thousand fold the expense of de-
veloping and sustaining it, and ot all times, and all
places, it will be an urnament and an honor to ue.—
Must lie now be told, that, althuugh some attention has
been needed fur a long Lime to our “right arm of de-
fence,'” the country really cannot afford to pay for the
desired improvements?  Shall the country, now grown
into full stature, and with immensely accuinulated re-
sources, restrict its necessitics lo the allowances of
boyhood: The Secretary, in his table of estimates,
only asks fur about three millions more then the appro-
priation of last year; aud whal is that to seventeen mil.

But, in
another view, this additional appropriation for the in-
crease of the Navy would be, in a great degree, merely
nominal. It would be given to educale and train up an
additional number of our gallant sone of the land to an
honorable profession; rescue many more orphan and
distressed boys from the haunts of dissipution and
crime, to serve Ltheir country; and supporl many more
of our hardy tars upon their chosen element. A parl,
also, of this appropriation, would go to the Western
and other producers of beef, pork, flour and ship stores;
to our manufuctories and colton-growers, for cloth-
ing, sails, and cordage; snd porlions, besides, o
encourage nll kinds of industry. The Secretary
in fact asks for little more in order to sccomplizh his
magnificent prospective plan for the improvement of the
navy and the bonor of the country than this, that the
people should lake the means, which he asks, ont ot
one pocket and have it put into snother equally their
own. We are told on one side and the other, that this
cannot be done, that the people will not allow it, how-
ever feasible and commmendable the plan of its disposal.
Have the people been asked? Have they considered
the subject in its important bearings upon every inter-
estof the country, without regard to parly influences
Ifthey have so considered it, ot may be persuided to
consider it in this manner, they will unanimously se-
cond the propositions of the Secretsry with a cordial
approval.  Fur yourself, Sir, il you are now convinced
upon a further examination of the Nuvy report, that
your first impression of the Secretary’s purposes was
wrong, [ trust you will do allin your power to coun-
teract the eyil, and lend your eid lo sustain the noble
measures, so universaily praised, which our nblefmd
earnest Secretary of the Navy has urged upon Con-
gress.

CONGRESS,
Tharsday's Procecdings.
EENATE. .

The merning hour was tuken up in the presentation
of petitions, severul of which were adverse to the repesl
o the Bankrupt law.

Many bilis were also reported back from committoes,
aud others considered and ordered 1o be engrossed fur
v third reading.

The engrossed bill for the relief of Margaret Barnes,
the widow of' Elijuh Barnes, was read the third tune
and passed.

The remainder of the day was oecupied by Mr
Woodbiiry in the discnssion of the Bosrd of Excliequer
bill, and the proposition to refer it to a select committee
of nine. e dwelt bretly on the importance of the
meusure under discussion, and the propriety, consider-
ing the source from which it emanated, of giving it
full, fmpartisl, end mature consideration by » com-
mittee.  He did not anticipate, however, that the la-
tors of Lthat commitlee would result in any important
compromise between the friends and opponents of the
measure. He did not believe that any measure
could be matured by the committee or by Congress,
o remove the present distresses of the country. It
wos a distress pervading the whole commercial world,
which he atiributed to a reckless disregard of the proper
nrinciples of trade, and a failure confine it to legitimate
bounds. He was infavur of committing the plan, tu
see if there was anything in its real essence, bones and
nuscles without reference to its origin and parentage,
that could be made usefulin safekeeping and disbursing
the revenues’ He opposed this plan, notonly on grounds
of expediency, but constitutionality; und maintained
that there was no power under the Constitution author.
izing the Government to make vse uf' its neans to deal in
exchanges. Asa regnlator of the currency, lie showed
that it would not only not prove Leneficial, but de-
trimental; that it would be adding to the presentevils of
adeprecinted currency, as there was no visible meats
whereby the Government could redeem the paper pro.
posed 1o be issued by ir, and keep it at par.  He drew &
parallel between this scheme and the plan recomment -
ed by Gen. Jackson, and showed that whilst this pro
poses that the Government ehall turn broker and desl
in exchanges, that plan wholly repudiated it; that whilst
this propo-es to make a paper currency by the Govern
ment, that was adverse o it.  Jle was opposed Lo giv-
ing the custody of the public woney and the regnlating
of the currency and exchanges into the hands of any
Government Doard of Control, bm argued, if it were
necessary that there should be a board to regulate
the currency and exchanges, it could better e done
by the States or eommereial eities, than by the Na-

tional Government. Ile was in lavor of 22parating the
control of the revenues of the country entirely from the
questions of currency and exchanges; the first he be.
lieved belonged 1o the Government, aad the Jatter to
the commercial community. e showed that the ex-
changes could be conducted much chieaper by individu-
al brokers and by banks than by the Government; snd
that if the Government should attempt, through =
Board, to sell exchanges chieaper, it would be oppress-
ive tn the community—because, sllowing the utmost
cupacity to this plan, it eould only furnish one hundred
millions of exchange, whilst the wanis of the com-
munity required five hundrkd millions.  Therefore,
by selling  the one hundred  millions  cheaper
than it could be furnished by bankers and brokers
—which no doubt would be done to political favor-
ites—it would to that extent bz oppressing four-filths
of the communrity to benefit one-fifth. Mr. W, saw no
middle ground of compromise between the Sub-Tres-
sury and o Nutional Bank. The firat, it was conceded
by all parties, was constitutional; but the entire De.
moeratic party believed a Bank of the U. 8. to be un-
constitutional. Therefore lie argued that the Demo
cratic party could not eompromise by yieldihg support
to any scheme with the altributes of a Bank; but it
there was any concession or compromise, it should be
by the Whig party, who had no canstitutional scruples
about the Independent Treasury, which was the only
mensure, as a substitute, he believed the Demoeratia
party could propese. He said the Bankof the U, &
had been vetoed, the State vank deposite system repu
diated, and the Sub-Treasury repeuled; and he there-
fore could fully appreciate the delizate situation of the
| President. There was not mach left him to do undes
the circumstances. e could well sympathize and
commiserate his position. Therefore, whilst he be.
lieved that it the States did their duty, by compelling
the banks o resume Lie payment of gpecie, the evils
of a depreciated currency would soon disuppear, and
the medium to equalize the exchanges be made good,
yet he was willing to do all thut fus oath to support the
Constitution weuld permil, 1o rid the country of the
evils complained of.
After Mr. Woudbury coneluded,
Mr. Evans obtained the floor; Lut, without procecd-

on the repeal of the Distribution bill, it will not be end-
ed before the dog days. Mr. Fillmore also npposed the
amendment as out of order, because of its incongruity
with the subject of the bill.

power, very heavily applied, whiel pressure must remain one
night, or [rom eight to ten hours. “Ihe tobaces 18 then taken
from the press in sheets of uniform thickness, firm texture, e -
fectly squnre, stralght on the edges, and of heautiful appearifice,
tna clipeer, and et into any sizes wanted; from the clipper, to
Lonxes similar to those now nsed—tliese boxes are fuld o ane
ther press, in a horizontal position, awd Gil=d from the side D
pinee of the enil, as on the present plin,) by te aid of anodher
screw, A mueh nenter aiticle is made on this than has ever
boen made on the present plan. The advantages of this plan
may be cnurnemmI as follows : Ist. The saviog of labor.  One
hand at the elipper will, of gmall work, eut frum three o live
hinndred pounds, according to the size lumps wanted, per day,
which ts equal to ten hands, or two thoosand pounds of pound
lumps, which is equal to twenty hand«, twisting or rolling. Ano
ther advantage—Ouly abeut one third of the screws now used
will be required, on this plan, to il the =ume number of boses. On
the present plan, three screws are required (o make two boxes,
one to the fatting press and one 1o each box; or, on a larger scale,
say twenty boxes from thirty screws, On this plan, fwenty boxes
ran be made with eleven sozews, one o each tlatting or gheet
presd, ten in number, and one o the boxes, the sheet presses w
contain as much as will 00 two boxes cach,  (One screw will 1w
full suficient for the twenty hoxes, as Lut lintde is 1o be done Lo
pack the hard pressed lumps into the boxes, and puton the side in
place of putting in the head.  Another matertal advantage—The
Linxes may be made and kept air tight; the tobaceo having already
undergone & very heavy pressare i tio sheet presses, will yieid
bt very little in the boxed, not enonzh to open the juints or siart
a nnil.”
