sixty, nor more than eighty, who are to be instrueted
in such a course of education us will ¢ualify them to
be competent teachers of our Cowtmon Schools. Mr.
Dorman's proposition succeeded, by 1 vote of 63 lo 33.
We have forborne touching this subject, from consi-
derations of a delicate character. 13ut onr respect and
regard for the officers, who are at the head of the Public
Guard, must now yield to a sense cf publicduty. One
of the presses of Lhis city has come nut against the In-
stitution—and the Delegate of the gty has come oul in
greal force against it. Under aucl‘licircumltnncea, we
beg leave respectfully to remark, tat this scheme was
suggesled by the Education Convention, wifs opposed in
that body, but it was hailed with acclamatich and almost
unanimonsly carried. We are #sfured by one who
mixes much more with our fellow.¢itizens than we do,
thal the Delegate of the city doesmotl represent their
wishes, and that the measure is decidedly popular.
Indeed, why should it notle su: What comparison is
there between the services of eighty men advanced in
vears, who are not improving, who cannot improve
others; and eighty young and ardent spirita, who are
daily improving in their edueation, snd are making
themselves capable (like the Cadets of Lexington,) of
teaching and improving the elementary schools of this
Commonwealth— Youths, who temselves selected for
their merit from the poor children of the State, are
taught the higher branches fur ths purpese of teaching
others.  They will constitute, in fuct, o species of Nor-
mal schools, lor the raising of whal we ro much want,
oood teachers. As the Memorial of the Edueation
Convention says, thus “taking so much raw material
from the great body ol the people, to be manufactured
into teacher,s and seat back to the peovie to manufac-
ture the mass of the raw material itselll” And this
good work is to be accomplisied withont laying any
additional burthen upon the Treasury; and in lact sa-
ving some J or GO0 dollars of the 22 or 25,000, which
is annually appropriated to the silhiport of' the present
Public Guoard. We pray the [#gislatigye to goon;
and if they do nothing else dugmz tho present ses-
sion, yet accomplish this work, wiich wiZ be an honor
to them, and an ornament to the State.

The Bank of Virginia.—An unjust argl illiberal ef-
fort is making by a press in this city, .o injure the
credit of this Institotion. We understand, that it in-
sinuates its ingolvency, und forebodes its ruin; and states
that it has been a millstone around the necks of the
Democratic Party. The same paper ridicules the Demo-
crutic States” Rights Convention, which lately met
in this City; and upon no other conceivable ground,
than that its Address did not doom the Banka to im-
mediate resumption. The Address did oll that conld
be expected from stalesmen and men of sense; viz
to reprobate the present rotten system of Banking:

But we tell
our friends abroad, not o yield to these clamors—not
1o eacrifice their stock—-not to discredet = Bank, whose
notes are here taken as treely as any other. The storm,
which was raised by the indiscretion and mistakes of a
Broker in this city to the North, has blown by. The
notes of the Yirginia Bank are considered ut the puint
of issue as good as any other. An intelligent Whig
from another city told us yesterday, that it was his im-
pression that the stock had depreciated, and justly so—
but that he had yesterday morning strictly serutinized its
condition, and he felt perfectly assured that the stock
of the Bank of Virginia was worth not-n cent less than
78 or R0 per cent. Every effort is mahing to add to its
value—and, therefore, we intreal our readers not to
give way to the idle clamors of such ultra and reckless
dennuncers.

We shall engage in ne idle controversy with such a
press—bot to the truth of the remarks that we now
make sbout the Bank of Virginia, to the best of our
knowledge and belief, we pledgre whatever of charac-
ter we may possess with the cilizens of our native Vir-
ginia.

Monday, Feb 15.
On mnotion of Mr. Dorman, Resolved, That the
<overal standinz committees of this House, report
on Thursday next the stale of business before said
committees; amd what necessity, i’ any, for retaining
longer their respective clerks.
BONDS OF PUBLIC OT'FICERS,

A hill “increasing the penalties in the honds of
the First and Second Auditors,” was taken up on
motion o’ Mr. Hopkins.

A motion to to fix the hond of the 1st Auditor at
£250,000 having friled, Mr. Hopkins proposed the
sum of S200,000. This was rejected. Ayes 58,
noes 59, Mr. Harvie then moved to fill the blaok
with $130,000. Agreed to.

The blank in relation to the Second Auditor was
filled with the sum of S100,000. Mr. Hiner then
offered a ryder, which was passed, mahing it the
duty ol the Governor or one of the Councillors to
attend each settlement and certify the same ou the
books of the office.

The bill finally passed—ayes 72, noes 5.

The Speaker submitted it communication from
the 1st Auditor in answer to @ resolution request-
inz the Auditor to report some plan for the deposit
and disbursement ol the public revenue in Western
Virginin. The communication was, on motion of
Mr. Edgington. referred 1o a select committee,

A bill “prohibiting ohstructions in the Dismal
Swamp Canal and exempting oflicers of’ the coni-
pany lrom working on public roads and from militia
duty” was taken up on motion of’ Mr. Dorman, and
with the Sennte’s wmendments indefinitely post-
poned.

REAIPORTIONMENT,

Mr. Jackson moved that the House take up the
report of the Select Commitiee on the subject of
re-apportionment of’ representation, with a view of
fixing the day for its consideration.

Some objection having been made,

Mr. Jackson stated that he had ascertained from
the Clerk of the House that thi= matter ought to
liave come up regularly several days since, and
had been passed by under an impression that it
had been ]:xial on the table by the order of the
House.

Mr. Daniel, with the leave of the House, explain-
ed the vote he should give against taking up the
report atl present, with i view to make it the order
for a future day. He protested against the issue
which the member from Wood seemed desirous to
force upon Eastern members ; that they must take
up this question precisely in the form and at the
time indicated by himsell; or be regarded as wholly
opposed to the consideration of itat any time. For
himselt. he was perfectly willing when the engross-
ed bills now upon the table had been gone through,
to take up the apportionment report, and give it a
calm, mature and respectiul consideration—and he
desired (and begeed the reporters (o observe it) to
he regarded as voting at present, singly iu reference
to the order ot proceeding in the House.

Mr. Taylorof' N. B., also begeed leave to remark,
in reference to his vote, that he would allow no gen-
tleman to make a test for him.

The House finally refused to take up—ayes 385,
noes 62.

STATE ARMORY SCHOOL.

A bill establishing the State Armory School, was
taken up on its second reading.

Mr. Daniel moved its indefinite postponement.

A debate ensued, in which the bill was supported
by Messrs. Rives and Bowden, and opposed by Mr.
Tavlor of Norfulk Lorough.

Mr. Rives said that the Committee of Schools
and Colleges, who reported the bill, had given the
most mature consideration to its provisions, and
were unanimous in its favor. They were thoroughly
convinced of the practicability of the scheme and its
expedieacy, on every ground of economy and efli-
ciency. He was well assured, in hisown mind, that
the young men could perform all the duties now re-
quired of the Public Guard ; but to relieve them of
a portion of the service, it was proposed fv retain
twenty of the present Guard, and to substitute sixty
Cadets for that portion who would be dismissed.
The bill limited the annual expenses ol the Institu-
tion to $18,000 per anoum—a sum less than that
which the State paid annually for the Public Guard.
Last year, it cost %22,000. Mr. k. spoke of the
merits of the scheme, as-affording a normal institu-
tion for the education of teachers. Young men, en-
tering as Cadets, according to the provisions of the
hill, would be required to teach i the Primary
Sehools for a few yearsafter their graduation at the
Armory. )

Mr. Taylor of Norfolk Borough opposed the bill.
He thought the appointment of cadets would be
from the Aristocratic class. Those young men only
who had wealthy or influential Amrons would be
able to secure places. He opposed it because it was
new. He went against innovalions upon institu-
tions that worked well. Moreover, be doubted whe-
ther fine young men, like the Cadets, would be will-
ing to guard the prisoners at the Peaitentiary.—
Young men would not submit to the drudgery which
the Poblic Guard bad to underso. The zentleman
from Albemarle had said that the practicability of
the measure had been tested at Lexinzton. Mr.
contended that the duty performed at Lexington
and to be performed here were essentially different.
There. all they had to do was to take care of some
arms which might take care of themselves as well
withouta guard. Mr. T. dreaded expense. He feared
the scheme might cost much to the Sta‘e. It wassaid

that 18,000 a year would answer. But would nog

a cansiderable su B required to put w ia apera-
tinn ? :

Mr. Bowden took zround in favorof the bill.  1e
did not stop to eogquice about the dollars und cents,
.l!u thought the State would save by it in the end,
Ihe incasure was peculiarly appropriate on account
ol the texture of Southern society. He thonzht it
necessary that a wilitiry spirit shoold be iefused
into the people,  Great veeasions might arise when
it _\\'quld hes uecessary thit some one acquainted with
wilitary tacties chouid step forth to head the wilitia.
Lle combatted the objections to the measure on the
grn_mn] ol its Aristoeratic influence. If he wished
Aristoeracy established on a permanent hasis, there
wits no more elizetusl way of deing it than by re-
fusing education to the voithof the country.  Tlis
Lostitute would call out from their obseurity many
voung men of a hizh order of mlent. He did not
believe they could not bear the Futizue,  [le would
have them made hardy soldiers able to Lear the
brunt of a heated eontesi, by inuring them in their
youth to fatigue, < :

Mr. Daniel rose to speak against the hill; bur, at
Mr. Dorman’s request, postponed his rensurks until
10-Morrow,

REMARKS UF MR, CUX OF CHESTERFIELD,

On the Election of Judge of the Court of Appeals.

Mr. COX eaid, he vould not permit the discus-
sion Lo end, without offering his testimony in favor
of the nominee presented o the House by the mem-
ber frdm Petersburg; and in doing so, he should not
attempt to become the panegyrist of Judge May.
Were he (Mr. Cox) atall disposed to indulge iu
culogy, he conceived the occasion unfitund the sub-
ject unsuitad to it inasmuch as no picture which his
powers of elocution would enithle him to draw.
would present even an approximation to the distin-
quished merits of the gentleman whose claims he
had risen to advoeate. Nor should he in the usual
language on oceasions like the present, say that he
had known Judee May long. and had known him
well—this were useless. This House knew him.
the country knew him—all had seen and felt, and
he hoped appreciated the valuc ol hix services here;
some of us know their usefulness in a!l the relations
of life. In the councils of this State, and on the
bench of the judiciary—ns a legislator, and as a
Judge. he had eurned for himselt’ a fame more than
commensurate with the limits of this Cominon-
wealth, and as enduring as cur history itself. Be-
lieving that truth, like beauty, “when nnadorned is
adorned the most.” he should proceed to place the
claims of Judge May before the House in the pluin-
est manner. and leave it to the imagination of gen-
tlemen to honor him with such encomiums fs other
members had thanght fit. in their better taste and
fancy, to throw around their respeclive favorites
and nominees.

He
commenced the stundy ol the law when a youth; in
early manhood commenced the practives he left the
practice ol the law only to become the judege of the
laws from the judeze of the law, he became the ni-
ker of the law, and is pow enwvaeed in a laborious
und profitable practice of the law. He has, in fuct.

Washiaaros, Feb, [0 —tn Puesday, Me. Melelion
offered a resclution 1o print SR eopiles of the Keport
of the Commisstoner of Patents. [t was amended Ly
msertng ten instead of five thousand—and so passed.

Mr. Underwood wished to take up the District Bani
Bill—but e was unsuccessful. Mr. Summers called
for the urders of the day—the report {rom the Cominit-
tee ou the Expenditures of the House of Represeniu.
tives, A debate arose, which coutinzed until the ex-
pirstion of the moruing hour, and took a variety of as-
peats on the number and saluries of the elerks of the
House.

At the close of the morning Lour, Mr. Everett call.
ed up Lis resalution concerning the apportionment tnll
Objection being made, he gave notice that he would,
on the next day, move a suspension of the rules for the
purpose of taking it up,

Me. Fillmore rose to mave that the Housz oo into
Commitiee of the Whole on the state of the —l.‘m--u,
but gave way toa motion for clearing the Speaker's
table. After the dispusal of some Executive commn-
nicationg, &c, the District Bank Bill came up in order
It suspends the operation of the laws which prolibits
the banks of the District from issuing the notes ot
suspended Banks untl March, 1543, provided they
continue 1o receive such notes at par n payment of
debts.  Afler a brief explanation from Mr. Underwood
of the motives which prompted the report of the bill; a
motion was made to lay it on the fable, and the ayes
and noes demanded.  On this motion 70 voted in the
affirmative and 107 10 the negative. The question was
then on the passsge of the bill--and it passed by a vole
of U7 1o 7.

Mr. Fillmore again moved to go into Commiltes of
the Whole, but withdrew his motion at the request of
Mr. Gentry, who wished to affer a resolution instruet-
ing the Committee of the Wlole to strike ontall the
items of appropriation not authorised by existingr law <
After speeches from Messrs. Gentry and Fillmore, the
question was taken on the resolotion, when 144 voted
in the aflirmative and 22 in the negative.

The House then adjourned. i

In the Stxate, Mr. Clay introduced a series of re-
solutions with regard to the Compromise act and the
subject of retrenchment, ete. (Mr. Calhoun made a few
remarks on the grave importance of the propositions,
and on the necessity of the most serious deliberation.
—0On Mr. Clay’s motion, they were postponed uniil
Thursday next week.) The resolution designating the
30th of May as the day for the adiournment of Uun
gress, was laid upon the table; and the bill to postpone
the Bankrupt law until the Ist day of July next, was,
in eflect, rejected, by a vote of' 1= to 23, The remain -
der of the duy was occupied by Mr. Morehead in suji-
port of the resalutions of Me. Clay relative (o the res
triction of the Velo power.—Madisonian.

MR CLAY'S RESOLUTIONS,
1. Resolred, ' he duty of the General Go-

vernment, for couducting its administration, to provide
an adequale revenue within the year to meet the cur-
rentexpenses of the year; and thatany expedient, ri-
ther by loan or by Treasury notes, to supply, in time of
peace, a deﬁcirlncy of revenue, especially during suc-
Cessive years, 18 unwisc, and must lead to pernicicus
consequences.

2. Kesolved, Thatsueh an adequate revenue cannot
be obtained by duties on foreign imports, without adopt-
ing a higher rate than twenty per cent., as provided for
in the Compromise Act, which, at the tite of its pass-
age, was suppored and assumed os a rate that wonld
supply a sufficient revenue tor an economical adm-
nistration of the Government.

3'. Resoleed, Therefore, That the rate of duties on
foreign imporls cught to be avgmented beyond the
rate of Lwenty per cent., 8oas tn producea nett revenue
of twenty-six millions of dollars, twenty-two for the
ordinary expenses of Government, two for the payment
of the existing debt, and two millions as a reserved
fund for contingencies

4. Nesolved, ‘That 1n the adjustment of a tanff to
raize an amount of twenty-six millions of revenue, the
principlesof the Compromise act generally should be
adhered to; and that especially a waximum rate of aid
valorem duties should be established, from which there
ought to be as Iittle departure as possibile.

5 Resolved, Thatthe provision in the act of the Ex-
tra Session, for the Distribution of the Proceeds of
the Publie Lands, requiring the operation of that act
to be suspended, in the contingeney of a higher rate
of duty than twenly per cent. ought to be repealed

G. Resoleed, ‘That it is the duty of Government, at
all times, but more especially in a season such as now
exists, of general embarrassment and pecuniary dis-
tress, to abolish all useless institutions and oflices, 1o
curtail all unnecessary expenses, und to practice nigid
economy,

7. Kesolred, That the contingent expenses of the two
Houses of Congress ought to Le greatly reduced; and
the mileage of members of Congress vught to be re-
gulated, and more clearly defined.

S. Resclred, That the expenscs of the Judicial De-
partment of Government have of late years been great-
ly increased, and ought to be diminished.

9. Kesolved, That the diplomatic relations of the U.

|Sta!.u with foreign powers have been unnecessarily

extended, during the Jast twelve years, and ought 1o
he reduced.

10. Resolzed, That the franking privilege oughe to he
further restricted, the abusive uses of it restrained sl
punished, the postage on letters reduced, the mode ol es
timating distances more clearly e ul preseribed,
and a small ablition 1 = nnde on Looks, pai
phlets and packages transmitted by the mail, wle g2
duated aml ineleased, aceopling w their respective
weights S

11. Resoleed, That the Secretary off State, of the
Treasury, of the War and of the Navy Departments,
and the Postmaster.General, be severally directed, ay
soon as practicable, to report what offices can he abo-
lished, sud what retrenchments of public expenditure
can be made, without public detriment, in the respect-
ive branches of the public serviee under their charge.
