that therefore France ought to withdraw from anv

longer executing a treaty ol which the character was

evidently temporary, atfd lilted to lite circumstances
which had now ceased.

"The line of conduct which I adopted two months

airo in refining to ratify the treaty i will equally pursue
when the doors of this building are closed, and, in the

actual state of things, 1 conceive that I should fail in

tuv duly were I to recommend the ratification."
The following remarks on the refusal of France to

ratif\- the treaty arc from the London Sun:
"So far then, as regards France, there is an end of the

controversy. During the life of the present generation
France Will not ratify the treaty, nor will the L'. States

adapt it.
"What, then, remains lor Great Hritain to do ' En¬

force the Treaty alone, and, it' resisted, declare war

against France and the United States? Heaven forbid j
that wo should be guilty of such madness!
"We have already expended more blood nnd trea¬

sure, for the suppression of slavery, than sound policy
and the happiness of the African race would warrant.

Sir Fowell Buxton, in his recent clever book on the

subject, distinctly states that we have given an impe¬
tus to the slave trade, by our expensive, but blun-

dering, ill-directed eli'orts to suppress it.

"It may be asked, what we would recommend the
Uritish Government to do in 'lie present emergency.
We answer distinctly, abandon the treaty altogether.

The details are ino^t distressing.the loss tremen¬

dous. The lire broke out soon after midnight on Wed¬

nesday, May -lib, at a house in the Deichsirr.se, one of
the narrowest streets in the old part of the town, built
as mueh of wood as other materials; and it passed from
house to house until it entered a square court, surround-
ed by large warehouses, and unapproachable by the
street. A warehouse of spirits caught fire, and now the
flames began to threaten every thing tar and near. It
was nearly four o'clock, the Senate was called together,
and to arrest the spread of the lire, it was proposed to

pull down houses; but that was refused as n needless sa-

cruice of property : The Uurgher < ¦ uard was called out;
but the services of a body twenty thousand strong were

useless in the management of a few bad tire engines;
and, when it was too late, a few houses were ordered
to be pulled down.
The flames no longer dealt with a few houses: they

were arrested fur u short time bv reaching the wider

space ol' Hopfenmarkl; when suddenly in the alternoon
smoke burst from the steopie of the .Nicolai church..
Accumulated in the large body of the church, the heat
set lire to a new quarter, and the warehouses on the

Catharimn canal were soon Maz rig for a quarter ol a

in le. Mr. Lindley, an Fnglish gentleman, who was

engaged by the town in the construction of a railroad,
suggested that a large line of building already given!
up, should be razed: and the attempt was begun at si*

o'clock on Thursday evening: but it was inefficiently
carried on. The quarter to be paved was overtaken by
the tide ol fire, which shifted hither and thither with
t'ie wind; and for the next three days it ebbed and
flow ed in uncontrolled fury. The Townhouse, the
liorscnhalle, the I'ost office, the Senate-house, and

other public buildings, were successively destroyed; the

nu-ses of buildings in the intervals being swept away.
In the mean time, the town was like one in a state of

siege; as each quarter took fire, the inhabitants hastily
abandoned it. Some hurried away to the country; others

brought I lie r property into the streets, and there, in the

panic, left it; and it served as fuel to the flames, which
thus found a readier passage across the crowded streets.

The poor, driven from Imuse and home, and destitute of
means assembled in the strtets which were yet free
from the damns; and many more of al! classes poured
out into the fields, where they collected their furniture
and household ware. One of the sufferers, writing on

Sunday, thus describes the scene; speaking, apparently
of Friday or Saturday:

"After taking a few short hours of rest and some lit¬
tle refreshment, I left my friend's house in the country,
about one English mile from the Danithor Gate, and

proceeded in Ins company to have a minute inspection of
the v.hole scene of destruction before us, and which

presented a most awful spectacle. About half-past M

o'clock, 1'. M., on arriving in tiic immediate vicinity of
the Dimthor, we observed some hundreds of families
encamped and engaged in the same operation, and sur-

ronnded bv their weeping families and relations. Some
nortion of their furniture accompanied a few, and ottiers

again were seen lamenting their fate in being deprived,
by so sudden and unexpected a calamity, in so short a

space of time, ofall they probably possessed in the world.

Myself and friend, a gentleman long resident in Ilam-
burg, and to whom I am iti a great measure not only in¬

debted for mv present home, but for the assistance he
rendered me in making good my retreat from the city be¬
fore my house was completely burnt down, after taking a

hasty survey of all we could outside the city, entered
the Danithor Gnte, and proceeded along the Dainthor
Strasse and the Ksplanade, cs f.iras the Jungfernsteig.
Wherever we passed nothing was to be seen but loaded
wagons and carriages with furniture, and families, bu-
silv employed in packing and handing out their proper¬
ty, amiiNt the* most fearful solicitude and anxiety for
their safety. The striets were literally crammed with
'hem: and it took lis considerable time and great cau¬

tion to make good our passage through the mass of
unfortunate beings, presenting the picture of despair
ami a fearful certainty that the worst was to come.

At length, energetic measures were taken.the troops
were cailed out. others, Prussians, were summoned
from Magdeburg.artiller}- was sent for from llarburg,
in Hanover, and gunpowder from Gliickstadt and the
Stade.and cannon were brought to bear in cutting off
the path of the flames.by which means, on Sunday
night the conflagration was brought under command,
and by Tuesday it was entirely extinguished. But a

quarter of the great and wealthy city is gone.one
who wrnt to look for the safety of the Senate house,
could not tind the spot Little reliance can ns yet he

placed on the statistics of the calamity ; but it helps to

shape the idea of it when it is told that nearly the
whole of the pubfo buildings and churches are destroy¬
ed, with tuoor three thousand houses, and the number
i f the streets entirely destroyed is computed at forty-
six ! The new exchange escaped unhurt, through the
( xertion? of a Mr. Smith.
The nun.brr of those who lost their lives is estimated

at l.">0 to i">0; but the real number will probably never

be known. Surveyors have already been engaged in

the hopeless ta?k of estimating tiie destruction of pro-
perty. The local lire offices are understood to lie quite
unequal to meet the burden thrown upon them. The
London offices, it has been s:::d, will all suti'er severe-

It: and it was supposed that the Sun, the Royal Kx-
change, and the l'he^nix fireofliees were, in the aggre¬
gate, liable to the amount of ill,000,000: but a para-
¦rraph in the daily papers denies that the London ofli-
ecrs had insured any "building." The estimate of the
1^-s has varied greatly, the latest and highest being
L'7,li00,i M. Although the Bank of Hamburg was de¬
stroyed, it has been officially announced that its trfa
snres and books are safe.

The conflagration has destroyed rather mere than a

fourth part of the c;lv, as lar as extent is concerned,
but viewing the relative importance of the different
ijuarlers of the town, tin* portion that has been burned
must far exceed in value that which has been preserved.
A letter dated "Hamburg, May 11th," says: All

around the neighborhood, for four or five miles, tents
have been pitched, and temporary root's and coverings
have been patched up for their shelter, and provisions
-ire supplied them from the Stadt House anil other de¬
pots that have been opened. It is but an act of justice
'o say. that those who hava preserved their property,
and have plenty, with the most generous feelings, are

soaring what they have with their less fortunate coun¬

trymen. About ?!) families are billeted in the English

The number of houses totally destroyed was l.~»00,

and 7'JO more were s > injured as to be uninhabitable.

IN SENATE.

Mr CHO\TE presented a remonstrance, from Bos¬
ton against a reduction of the appropriation for ihe Na¬
vy; also a memorial from the same city, praying that the

present system of importations on credit maybe con¬

tinued end the warehousing system established.
Mr. BUCHANAN presented a memorial from cigar

manufacturers of Philadelphia, complaining' that the

hill reported in the House of Representatives by Mr.

Saltonstull fixes the duly on the raw material at fifteen
per cent, with an ad valorem only of thirty percent, on

imported cigar*, and asking that such a duty may be

imposed as will protect their manufacture.
Mr. WOODIJRIDUE presented certain resolutions

passed by the city authorities of Monroe, in Michigan,
setting forth that, some eight or ten years ago, the
General Government made in appropriation for the im¬

provement of the harbor at that place, and that appro¬
priations were made from year to year until $90,000
were expended. Without completing the work, al¬

though the period f"r its completion had nearly arrived,
all appropriations for that object suddenly ceased; and
the memorialists solicit an appropriation by Congress
to save what has been done from destruction.

Mr. WOODBRIDGE gave notice that lie would, to-

morrow, or on route other day, ask leave to introduce
a bill to apply certain alternative sections of the public
landtf to works of internal improvement.

Mr. STURGEON pre»enteii the resolutions of the

Legislature of Pennsylvania, passed at its last session,
expressing its wish that a sum of money be appropriat¬
ed by Congress to render the Ohio river navigable for
keel boats at ail times.
Mr. PRESTON presented the memorial of two me¬

chanics of the city of Washington, stating that they
recently received some injury wli.le in the public em¬

ploy, bv falling from a scaffold, and appealing to the

generosity of Congress for compensation or a {jratuity
in consequence of the great calamity which has befallen
them.
Mr. BAGBY, on leave, introduced a bill to regulate

fees and writ# of error in too District Court of the U.
S. for the Northern district of Alabama. Which was:

read a first and a second time.
Mr. BENTON suggested that the Senate proceed

to the consideration of the bill providing for an armed
occupation of Florida.

Mr. SEVIER hoped that the Senate would take up a

bill which had passed the House seven times and the
Senate live times. It was for the relief of an old man

about to die, and he trusted that it would be passed be¬
fore that event occurred.
The bill was then read; it authorizes the Secretary of

War to adjust the claim of Benjamin Murphy, of Ar¬

kansas, and allow him payment in full for the loss of cat¬
tle and horses taken from him by Indians; and it was

engrossed for a third reading.
Mr. WRIGHT remarked that there was a bill on

the table, reported from the Committee on the Judi¬

ciary, and which had passed the Senate three succes¬

sive sessions, to enable the sureties of Samuel Swart-
wout, lute Collector of the port of New York, to com¬
promise their liabilities with the Government. He
hoped that the Senate would consent to consider (lie
bill this morning, as it would not take five minutes
to dispose of It.

Mr. SMITH, of Indians, said that lie yesterday
voted for changing the hour of meeting of the Senate
to eleven o'clock, because he thought that one hour
could be profitably devoted to the private calendar;
but he must object to the consideration of any bill out
of its order.

Mr. LINN proposed, by way ofcompromise, that the
bills (in the calendar he taken up from eleven to one

o'clock each day. Then Senators could debate gene¬
ral questions until eight or ten o'clock, if they desired
to do so. lie thought that this would be the proper
course, and no gentleman would have an excuse for
calling up a bill out of order; but he could not vote

against proceeding to the consideration of the lull de¬

signated by the Senator from New York out of order,
because, by taking it up, they might do some business.

to divide counties, or other election districts, for the

purpose of furnishing single districts."
Mr. WRIGHT said that, if the section was to be'

adopted, he hoped that it would be amended in llie
manner proposed by him. He, however, would vote

against it in any form, for never had he met with so un-

wise a step, for it was calculated to bring on a collision
between the Stales and the General Government, which
would shake the latter to its very foundation.
Mr. TALLMADGE replied to Mr. Wright, his re¬

marks being principally confined to the State of New
York; and he addressed the Senate in support of the
section as it came from the Ilouso of Representatives.

Mr. WALKER opposed the section, and was followed
hy

Mr. CUTHBERT, whose remarks took the same di¬
rection.
