Ningpo.—1t appears that Sir Hugh Gough hsd been
for some time in posseseion of intelligence that the

1n order to make a simnllancous attack on the Britich
forces at Ningpoo, Chinhae sod Tinhae, (Cliusan,) and
everything to give them a warm receplion was there-
fore prepared.

The wwening of the 10th Mareh was chosen by the
Chinege, and 1t is supposed that seme 12 1o 14 000 men
entered the ity of Ningpo by getting over the walls
at different points, nor were any cflorts wade on the
part of Sir Huogl to drive them buck, until the greater
number had colleeted i a vquare or open market place,
whence they were driven back immediately by
British troops.  The Chinese serm nol to huve antier
pated that the Enghsh should bave been so well pre-
pared for them, and very soon fled in the greatest dis-
order, leaying the town beliind them, but not tll after
u great number had bit the dust—the guns drawn by
ponies trained for that purpose, being brought to bear
upon the flying masses.  Aboul 250 of their dead were
on the next morning found in the atreets. On the same
night Chinhae was likewise attacked, buttbe puardsal
the gates having been doubled, under the vrder ol Co.
lonel Schoedde, they were repulsed with great loss.—
No attack on Chusan liad tnken place, although there
18 nu doubt it was intended, for the Chinese had col.

Taysam near Chusan, which the steamer Newmesis
went to reconnoitre, The beat shie sent on shore, when
pulling up a ereek was fired on, when the Nemesis sent
liet erew on shore, killing many of the encmy, and de-
stroyed abont tlirty junks, no doubt intended for the
conveyance of the troops to Tinghae. IL1s most gra.
tifying that no loss whatever was suflered on our side,
although the number of killed and wounded nmong the
Chinese must have been immence. Immediately after
the flight of the Chinese from Ningpo, the 49th Regi:
ment was sent in pursnit, and had not, on the 12th,
ithe lstest date from Ningpo,) returned.  Not fur from
Ningpo the Chinese bad also thrown up o small battery
frem which they fired at the shipping, but it was soen
silenced by the fire of 1 M. 5. Modeste.

1t Lias been observed as o singulsr crrenmstance, that
furror Nve dollars were found n the pockets of every
one of the Chinese soldiers fonnd dead, and 1t s sup
posed they must ltave been eoven them to stimulnte
their valor in the coming fight, and is indeed Likely that
withaut stich a bones they had relused to go out at all,
ag they did ona furmer oceasion at the Bogue, wher
they demanded two dullars per man, and where to sa
tisty them, the cld Admiral was oblized to pawn his fur-
ainre and even his wardrobe,  From the loss the
Chinese have sustaived in this recent fizht, we sup.
pose it will be gonie time ere their officers can agam
collect a sutlicient number of men brave enovgh to ven-
ture on other trinls, and the Emperor will be much dis
appointed in again moking the experience that he has
not wherewithal to carry lis frequent threats of total ex-
termination intoeflect.

To her Dritennic Mujesty’s saljeets in (hina :

Her Brtaunic Majesty’s Plenipotentiary i China
has great pleasure inannouncing to her Majesty's sub.
ety the complete repulse of two Lodies of Chinese
troops whicl wtizeked the British positions at Ningpo
and Clunbae at daylight on the mornmg ol the 10th ol
last month.

During the whole of February, alinast daily inteili-
gence reached the head quarters of her Majesty's
torces, showing that the Clhinese high authorities con
templated some aclive operations, but they were from
time to time deferred on such frivolous pretences, thal
it appenrs their exceilencies, the naval and military
eommanders in-chiet, kad gone vyer to Chuzan 1o make
arrangewents at that place preparatory to a forward
muovement of a portion st Jeast of her Majesty’'s com-
bined furees.

In this state matters remeined until the date and hour
shovementiwned, when a censiderable body of Chinese,
estimsated ot from 10 1o 12,000 wen, sdvanced uwpen
| the South und West gotes of Ningpo, got over the
walls and penetrated o the market-place 1n tie centre
of the cily, where they were met by our troups and
msiantly criven back with great loss; in fuct, it would
seem that the moment the Chinese troops found them-
silves so wannly received, their sole object was to get
out of the eity as fasl as pessible, and in their reireat to
the South gute, the field guns, driawn by ponies; ceme
up and upened on r dense nans with grape snd cannis-
ter, ut a distance less than a hundred yards. Above
250 dead bodies were found inside the walls, and when
the accounts come awany, her Majesty’s 4Uth regiment
had not returned from the parsuit of the discomfitted
and flying enemy.

Whilst these aperations were progressing on sliore, a
| number of firchoats (ampans) la-hed together with
'cliwing, were floated down the river, and were towed
into the mod by the boats of the Sesostrissteamer.  In
meantime, 3 gun was brought down u lane in the
tern suburh (across the river,) and as the inhkabit.
fints had bren previously warned that any such atiempt
would bring chastisement upon them, her Majesty's
ship Modeste vpened lier zuns, and did grest execotion
i that quarter.

The attack on Clinhze was mach wore feeble. The
eneiy advanced to the North gate, wherne they were
driven ofl by the guard, and followed by one eompany
(sfterwards reinforeed by thiree othy rs) of her Mujesty s
Soth regiment, who Killed 30 men and two mendurins
1 the pursuit.

Simuitanecnsly with the attack on the eity of Chin-
hae, fire samipans chained together were set adnifl to
burn the shipping at that anchorage, hut they sll went
on shore above the ships of war and merchant vessels
and did no sart of harm.

Shortly before these repulses oceurred, the Nemesis
stemner wos gent from Clinsan to reconnaitre the island
Vaisam, where it was understood Chinese troops
with the purpese of sttacking her Ma-
jesty s furces al Uinghae.  The stezmer sent her bonts
mto & creek where they were fired on, and 1n conse-
quence cormmander Collinson and Lient. 1all landed
the steawer’s ship's company, when the Chinese fled
with the loss of about thirty killed and a number
wounded. ‘I'he steamer’s bonts then set fire toa num-
ber of junks which liad also fired on her, und returned
to Clinhne.

Their excellencies the naval and military command-
ers in-clief bad gone back 10 Ningpo, and proposed to
fullow up the repulses the enemy had experienced, by
aclive nrusures.

It nffurds her Majesty’s plenipntentiary the highest
satisfaction to close the circalar by stating that in these
attempts of the enemy, her Majesty’s combined force
had not losta man. i

The Globe gives us a very erpions Report of the
very interesting Debute, which took plece in the Senate
on Satnrday last on the Tar @t Bill. - Itoccupus nearly
ane hroadside of that Journal—but, cxtensive asitity
we shall attempt 1o lay it all before ous renders, s giv-
ing the views of d fferent Senators, end the r ns0as
which compelled them to vole for the obnoxinns mea-
sure, and ax shedding same lighton their futore course.
The Tarifl Bill recoived the votes of 4 Democrats,
viz: Messra. Buehanan, Sturgeon, Wright and Wil-
liams (of Maine.) Without their vote, une or more of
the Whigs, who voted sgainst the Bill, would lave
been compelled to show their true colors, and vate on
the other side, to save the bill. IF the vote of the De-
meerats had been withheld, and the bill had failed, we
understand, that one of the Whigs who voted in the mi-
jority, would have moved a re-consideration—and then,
the Dill would have enlisted wore of the Wiig votes
in 118 behalf.

ADIOURNMENT,

The Senate and House of Representatives adjourn-
ed to-day sbout half after two o'clock. The conclu-
sion of the session was in keeping with the character
of the Congress. In the House, there was a quorum
scarcely atany period during the sitting; and, under
these circumslances, inmense sums were vated away,
in absolute defiance of the Constitution. We would
signalize one instance, lu exemplifly the reckless pro-
ceedings of this fraction of & House. On mature deli-
beration, the House had reduced the appropriation fur
the jadieial expenses one hundred thousand dollars.
This settled decision of & full House—which had long
since been carried to the account of the promised re-
trenichment of Whiggery—was reversed, in the twink
ling of un eye,to day. Oane hundred thousand dollars
additionzl fur the judiciary was incorporated in a bill
making an appropriation to perfect a treaty with the
Wyandots; and to these unleltered savages ourenlight-
ened judges are indebted for the great addition made to
theic means of dispensing justice through our land.—
There was really no legally constituted House to vola
the money to the Indians or the judgey; but it is certain
that a vast sum was carried off in their names.

A joint resolution was hurried through, under the
same circumstances, making an appropriation of six
thousand dollars to defray the expenses incurred in
behalf of certain prisoners who joined the Texans in
the Santa Fe expedition. Mr. Adams objected that, con-
stitutionally, money could only be sppropriated by bill.
The Speaker would not listen to his objection, but hur-
ried on in putting the question. Mr. Adams then ob-
jected that it was a money appropriation, and that it
could not pass without being submitted 1o the Com-
miltee of the Whale: and, by the time he had shown
this to be a flagrant disrezard of the rule for making en
appropriation of money, e was told the thing was dune,
and his admonition came too late.

This is but a sample of the way in which our Runip
Parlinment, after the longest se=sion ever known in
this country, closed its eareer of the last nine months.
In ninety doys it will be back sgain—the distant mem-
bers having barely time to go 1o their homes, rest and
return again, to varn their mileage.

Yet so unappeasable was the appetite of this Rump
Parliament of Whiggery 10 bless the nation with its
legislation, that after the hour of adjournment (two
n'clock) had arcived, no less than four of ita promi-
nent men roge in their places, and gave notice that
they would, at the next gession, have prepared for
the country vast systems, sufiicient each to swallow
up all existing legislation,  Mr, Cushing gave notics
that he would have in resdipess a plan of currency
and fiseal azency, to remedy all defeets in thrse
great essentiala,  Mr. William Cost Johnson follow-
ed, in the wmidst of cunfusion, nnd promised (as
we understond) to have periecled for edoption s
scheme to turn the public domnin into scrip, pay
the State debis, and fi!l the National coffers. Mr.
fope, of Kentucky, pledged himeell’ to bring for-
ward his project to turn the public lands into bank
stock—make universal paper currencv—and pay the
debts of the States 10 far as contrected for intern: 1 im-
provementa. Mr. Arnold of Tennessee proclaimned,
amidet a shont of langhter, that he would intreduce
bill five hundred and odd, (or, probably, five hundred
and odd bills,) for consideration at the nrxt session.—
From thi= it will be seen that, much as Whiggery has
done fur the country, much remains to be dane @ and
that there will be no lack of great measures for the
promotion of the public welfare.

In the Senate, Mr. Bayard, of Delaware, under.
took the same sort of provison, in advance, for the
work ol the next session. lle gave nolice that e
wonld bring in & resolution to expunge the ex-
punging resolution, and restore the censure on
President Jackson for the removal of the deposites
from the Bank of the United States. As a stock-
holder end attorney in thet bank—one of its pall-
bearers in the funrral procession of ita stockhold.
ers—and one of the executors of the last will and
testament of the rotten establishment—this design of
offering up the reputation of President Jackson, as a
sacrifice at its shrine, well beeomes hiny; and the tine
e haschosen for it will suit well with the charactcr
of the muver and of the party who sre o effect it —
The American people will, by that time, have put iia
mark of reprobution on the whole of them at the polls.

It gives us sincere pain o state the death in N York
of Judge Bexa. Wricnr—ane of the preat fathiers, and
principal Engineer of the Erie Cansl—nnd the late Fn-
gineer of the James ILver and Kanawha Tinprove.
mente—Ile was an excellent man, and a most distin-
quislicd Engineer. No man could see him, witlnut
being deeply impressed with esteem for his virtues and
respect for his ahilities.
