MESMERSM. -

The reader will probably remember that some allu-
sion was lately made in this pnper, to certain novel
and astonishing phenomena in Mesmerisin, thut have
been developed in some recent experiments in Peters
burg. We also threw oot some promise of presenting
details of those experiments. Those details have not
as yet been communicated to ue. It will readily oceur
to the reader, ihat there is a good deal of difficulty in
undertuking to describe phenowena so new und so siu-
pendunus, and furthermore, that it 13 not always
agreeable, even to relate facts so much controveried as
those of Mesmerism. In the mean tune, however, on
Tuesday evening lust at the Bolingbrook Hutel, Mr.
Frenchdelivered nnother lecture on Animal Magnetism,
znd avsisted by several umateur Mesmerizers, exhibited
a series of experiments, the most biillant and astonish-
mg. The large ronm where the experiments were per-
formed, was crowded with spectators, who evinecd a
very high, and al limes, intense interest in the phene-
mena developed.

Mr. French's lecture was o satisfactory vindicalion
of Lhe science of Mesmerism—well delivered,

There were seven subjects mesmerized in the course
of the evening, and at une thwe we believe, all were in
that state together. Firel an apprentice atltached o
this olfice, eged about 15. He had been magnetized
only three or fuur times, and those within o few days
previous, Next, three sisters all of the sume age (shall
we call them three Lwins?) operatives we believe in one
of our factories. The three are aged sbout thirteen,
sweel interesting girls, and said to be very much alike,
of whom Mr. I'rench related, un the authority of their
father, the extroordinury fact, that neither one of them
wad ever sick without the other two being so likewise.
These three sisters were conducted to a platform and
sealed, as was the apprentice alluded to, un chairs
next the wall and facing the epectotors,

The room being crowded and the atmasphere close,
a gond deal of intesruption cecurred, but the meemeri-
zation nevertheless procecded successiully.  The youth
was mesmerized by Mr. French, one ol the sisters by
Mr. G., of New Ocleans, the nextby Mr. N, and the
third by Mr. H. of this place.

Here Mr. French being put Yenroppert” with him,
proceeded to display certainly the wmost aetounding
phenomena thut we ever bebeld. We allude to the
Plireno Magnetic phenomena, On Mr. F. touching the
organ of Lunv, this mesmerizee sang in low, zolemnn tones;
on touching mirth, Le lnughed heartily ; on touching
imitativeness, he grupted exactly Like a pig, and barked
for all the world Like a dog; on louching selfesteem, he
apsumed an erict altitpde, and sell*important air, on
touching veneration, he full bock intoa posture of hu.
