Irish news, The fullowing account of nnother great
meeting in thal country, developes the bold, indeed the
daring, tone of defiance which the Irish leader now
uses lowards the British Government, in stronger co-
lors than any previous one.

Mallow was, on Sundny, the scene of the nest de-
monstration, at which 400,000 persons are said o have
been present.  Large bodies of troops and police were
alationed in the neighborhood. The enormous mult
tude paraded Lhe town in procession, and then pro-
ceeded to an open space, where Mr. O'Connell deli-
vered an address. Mr. O'Connell dwelt mush on Sir
Robert Peel's use of the Queen’s nsme, and on Lord
Lyndhurst's assertion, that the Irish were aliens in
blood, language and religion—

“When he heard him say, that they were aliens in
langunge, he replied that, talking the same language,
the Saxons spoke it with a hissing, croaking tone,
whilst the Irish spoke it out fully from the heart,and
gave the significance of cordiality 1o the words they
uttered."

RECIPROCITY: ENGLAND AND AMERICA.

e following orucle, from the Spectator of Satur-
day, will naturally excite some attention in the U, S,
not lers on account of the snbject itself and the ability
with which 1t ie handled, then because of the internal
scquaintance which it exhibits of the resources of the
country and the state of parties:

Mr. Webster's Baltimore rpecch is a most important
document, Itaffords evidence that thereis in the IJ,
Slates a growing public opinion in favor of drawing
closer the commercial relations between themselves
and this eountry. Nay, more : it containg evidence
that sensible Americans, seeing how our present Go-
sormment is circumstanesd—and bow any Government
able to hold thie reins of power in Great Britain for
some time to came, 1s hiely to be circumstanced—are
nol inclined to stand vpon their extreme elaims and
refuse to Jower their taadl, unless oll their agricultu -
ral produce be admitted. 1 have not heard,” ruid
Mr. Webster, ¢ a supgestion from any quarter that
England would be inclined 1o a modification of her
Corn laws, properly so ealled—1 mean her duties on
wheat aud flour.” ~And then Mr. Webster proceeds 1o

American duties on our manufactures.

Mr. Webater is right. Independently of wheat and
flone, the leading produets for which the U. S de-
mand a market ure—Indien ecorn, rice, cotton-wool,
tobaeen, pork and beef, (salted or amoked,) butter
and cheese. Tha citizens of the U. S. have a fair
trade in fiour and provisions to South Awmerica and
the West Indies; those repions aliurd no markets for
the remsining produee enumerated. Nearly all the
Continental Statea of Europe reise suflicient corn and
provisions for their own domestic conscmption.  Maost
of them grow tobacco, or prohibit its importaticn ex-
cept for the Government monnpolies. Cotton-wool 18
almost the only article of importance that France, Ger-
many, Russis and ltaly tske from the U. S, It is to
Englond slone, therefore, that the U. S. can look for
any material extension of the maorket for their Indian
carn, rice, tobaceo, preserved pork and beef, butter
and clieese.

And the quantity of these kinds of produce they
have to dirpose of is sufliciently great to induee them
tn cinge a bargain with England for their admission to
ita markets, even thoogh the unwise inflnence which
refuses 1o admit foreign wheat and floor sliould con—
tinte to prependerate.  In 1540, the United States pro-
duced =877 531,575 bushels of Indian core; 14,971,556
head of neat eattle, (averaging 560 pounds,) and 26,-
301 203 swine; (avernging 200 poundal; dairy produce
to the value of nearly 34 millions of dollars; 219,163,
310 pounds of tobacce; 50,341,422 pounds of rice.
The Indian eorn is far more to he considered as & sla-
ple praduce of the Uniin than wheat; in the same yesr
that upwardas of 377 milliona of bushels of Indian corn
were grown, the wheatamounted to rather less than &5
millions. Under the imfluence of a liberal commercial
intercourse with this couniry, these large quantitics
could be vastly increarrd.  The total populstion of the
American Union in 1520 was about {* muillions; in 1840
it was rather more than 17 m:ilian«,

Here, then, isa large amcuntol the produce of the
United States, which might be admitied into this coun-
try on favarable terms, without encroaching upon the
wheat preserves, en jealously watched by tie prepon-
derating interest in the British Lemiglature. Indisn
corn might bo clessed at a moderate fixed duty with
rice—end ludian corn maal might be taken out of (he
list of prohibitions, and sllowed to enter as an un-
manufaetured article, in the same wny as bread or ship
biscuit, st an ad valerem daty. The duty on rice
might be further rednced —as alvo the doties on butter
and cheese—due attention being paid to the exigencies
of the revenue. The dulies on salted beef and pork
might be reduced 50 per eent., without sensibly affect-
ing the revenue—and so might the duties on smoked
hiams and hacon. The duly on tobzeco is enormous—.
and though being imposed solely for revenne, and
yielding a large amonnt, it ought to be cavtiously dealt
with, some modification might nndoubledly be made.

dently the effect of increzsing adulterction, as well
A reduction of the duty on collon
wool, (or, if the state of the revenua permitted, a to-
tal abalition of it) would materially benefit the Eng-
lish menuofacturer, as well as agriculturists in the
United States.
