¦irt'/ig a high Tariff, to protect domestic manufactures.
Tiiis aw if to benefit a small portion of the f eof¦ le who
own factories, by securing ihein :n lurge profits for their
buiiness, at trie cxpen-e of the great majority of thr
people- The people of Ogl-.-thorpe, of Georgia, and
of all the Si>u:h, have always opposed this kind of le¬
gislation. We have uniformly, for twt nty four years,
denounced it a* unconstitutional, unjust, unequal, and
oppressive.. Kver since the year ISI!), the Tariff has
lieen a subject of strife in the l.'nred States, and the
people of Georgia, by iheir conventions and legisla¬
tures, have heretofore solemnly warned the manufactu¬
rers, and the politicians who i:ourl th»ui, that Northern
doctrines on this subject must not be carried too far.
Let us call your attention 1st the position and lan¬
guage of the State Rights' party of Georgia, on thi3
sutiject.

2. "But we do most solemnly believe, that such po¬
licy is contrary to the letter and spirit of the Federal
Constitution "

3 That the moment any law, regulating commerce,
loseg sight either of rtrtnae, or of t'ie .tulc adrantage
ofcommerce, "then, it is a departure from the spirit and
true intent of the Constitution."

4 "If other Stito* are obliged to pay the cost, or
even divide it with the State, net king to establish her
manufacturing institutions.it' their exports and im¬
ports urr> to contribute to the welfare of Northern mo-

ney-making projects, and t*» advance the schemes of
priva'e capitalists, depend upon it, the only method that
will be pursued, is ttie one found mi the increasing

5 4;L-*ss con Id not be said, for the t-ubject is of such
growing magnitude, and is producnj sensations of sucli
inquietude among the people of the South, that they
ought to be made thoroughly acquainted with all its
bearings, and certainly ran never be too often ad¬
monished, to be prtpared fur thr. rrnrst treats.
