In Senate, May 23, HM, in secret session, on

tin; Treaty lor annexing Texas to the I'nitcd
States.
.Mr. McDUFFIE rose niul addressed the Se-

nate nearly as follows: In proceeding, Mr. IV-
sident, to discuss tliis great natiunal question, 1
shall commence by laying down a fundamental
projiosition which will cover the whole ground of
controversy. 1 allirm, then, that it was not only
the right, but the duty of the President of the
I'iiited ."stales to initiate this inchoate Treaty for
the annexation of Texas i»» these United States,
and it is now both the right and the duly of this
Senate to rarity r.nd confirm it. In saving tiiis.
1 have expoMM tin* whole of our line of battle..
Refore, however. 1 proee«*d to defend it against
the diicct a.-s'itilts ot the adversary. I shall at¬

tempt to di.-lodge the honorable Senator fp'in
.Mi-Mii ii, (Mr. IJci.iuii,^) from a position, askir-
lnishing josiiion, whim h>' has assumed upon
our flank.

irraeeful dci-at at San Jacinto. she would have vi¬
olate; no p( imiple of national faith, nor any i:i<--
tate oi into national law. She wouldhave <ii ne
that, and thai only, which she had an indisputable
right to do. and which, at that lime, mauv anion?

lis (of whom I was not r,ne) held to lie as much
our duty as it would lie thai of u parent to rescue

a child i r* en the tang* ofa rattlesnake or the crtish-
ing foils o|"a lma constrictor. We see, then, at

oti- e. that this assumed violation of faith is whol¬
ly gratuitous, and rots on a total misconception.
National faith is no part of the issue. If. indeed,
w:' had recently entered into a treatv with Mexi¬
co. guarantying to her this very territory, in that
case, and in that only, would the ratification ot'
this treaty raise a qm-stioi! <.f faith between thcU.
States and that country.

I have assumed ihat we Ind done in l*Ht! what
we liieri properly refused to do. I have shown that
even this would have been no breach of our na¬

tional faith. I will now consider this imputation
a> ! 'Mr.led ujM.n the facts asthey exist at tin's un>-

ment.
What is the condition of Texas now? Since

the period to which I have referred, the memora¬
ble battle of San Jacinto has lx*en fought; and,
contrary to the treneral expectation at the time-
contrary. I acknowledge, to my own anticipa¬
tion:.the power of Mexico over her then rcvolt-
e.l provincc was(a*subsequent events have fully
demonstrated) stricken down lorever. Even al¬
ter that battle was fought and won by Texas,dis¬
astrous, r.s it wa* to Mexico, to Santa Anna, and
his invading army. I believed that the pride of
Mexico would have been roused to redoubled ex¬

ertions. and thai, in the next campaign. Texas
would have lieen overwhelmed in the unequal
contest. That was the general expectation in
litis country; and great sympathy w; s felt in all

parts of it with the weaker party. Yet our Go¬
vernment scrupulously abstained from interfer¬
ence. But, after the lapse of twelve months, so

far from manifesto? any thing like the high Ca*-
tilian pride and heroism which has here been so

loudly claimed for her by the Senator from Mis¬
souri. Mexico still left the soil of Texas unconta-

minatod by the footsteps of a single hostile sol¬

dier. The question was then raised, in this new

aspect ot affairs, whether we. should recognise the
independence of Texas? And onr Government,
act in? with the same prudence and caution which
had been exercised in the case of recognising
Mexico, being satisfied that Texas had practi-
cally established her independence, and furnish¬
ed ample evidence of her ability to maintain it.
