The treaty of Berlin, now hefore the Senate fur
ratification, as far its provisions have vet been
made known, is highly advantazeous to the inter-
ests of the United States. It provides, generally
that Prussia on behall’ of the Germanic leqee.
shall admit certain productions of the U, S. on
terms calenlated to extend their consumption in
Germany, on condition that certain German pro-
ducts are similarly dealt with by the Government
of the United States, the object beinz o extend
the commereial intercourse botween the two coune-
tries ona basis of reciprozity. The annonnee-
ment of the signing of this treary in the British
Parliament was accompanied by pretty distinet
threats on the pait of Sir Robert Peel of forbid-
ding the treaty, if’ ratified from zoing into apera-
tion unless the gools of Encland shall uneondi-
tionally be admitted into the U, S. on the same
trrms.  The ground for this position on the part
of England, is, as we stated in a recent ariicle, the
favored nation clause inserted in the treaty with
that power. The discussion of the meaning of
that clause is likely to lead to zreat resnlts.  That
the new German treaty should be ratified is bevond
all question. Theinterests of the United States
imperatively demand it. The spirit of the favor-
ed nation clause in the treaty with England conld
never have been supposed to imply that by it the
United States were forever debarrred from mak-
ing any condilienal arrangemenis with other pow-
ers to which Enzland should not be an wneond:-
tional partner. Such a supposition wonld take
from us our rank of independence, and place us
in the first class of England’s vassals. There is
no doubt, however, but that England will sct up
the plea; and, if so, it is readily rebuttad by the
terms of the Ashburton treaty. To that docu-
ment we recently alluded in relation to the inter-
est the Northern powers of Europe have in its
application. Tt cl:rﬁm with it mm'ever. a far
more important bearing as respects the United
States. '&‘h_e thind clause of the treaty of Wash-
ington admits the produce of the State of Maine
(one section of the U. States) into New Bruns-
wicl, to be consumed in England as colonial pro-
duce.
