' Of the States so classed Polk has a majority of

18 votes, and his majority in both, certain and
probable is 55. We have left New York out of
the question for three reasons.because ils vote
is so large.l»ecanse we really have no opinion
how it will go.and because, if the Slates vote as
we have indicated above, Polk will be elected at
any rate.
"Now for a few comments on our calculations.

And first, of the States we have marked certain.
The only one* on the Democratic side, that have
not been generally conceded to us by the Whigs,
are Virginia and Georgia. The latter is now

generally given up by them, and our own infor¬
mation leaves no reasonable doubt of her vote.
We claim Virginia, not orily bccausc she has
always been Democratic in the popular vote, even
when the Whigs have had a majority in the
Legislature, and was one ol the seven in 1810
that swerved not, but becuasc our best infor¬
mation assures us, that the Whigs have really
no hopes of her.

The French had i\w killo.i,
and live wounded.

entrenched themselves in strong forts at the Bav
of Mahcina. On the 17ih April, Governor Bruiit
attacked them with the frigate Uraine and stcam-
er Plupton. There were landed 500 sol liers and
marines, who stormed the torts, and entered them
sword in hand. The natives fought desperately.
but alter five hours hard fighting, they retreated
with a loss of from 2(R) to Hot) of the bravest wai

| riorsonthe island. The French lost in this en¬
gagement 1<> killed anil .">2 wounded; 7 havesinee
died ol their wounds. The first lieutenant ol the
steamer was ihe first man killed, lie died at the
head of hi* detachment upon the walls ol the fori.
On the i-'Oih of June, the Natives assembled a>.

Point Venn..this being too near the Bavi.f Pa-
peite, for general safety, the Governor again, at
the head of 400 troops, marched upon them. The

j Natives received intelligence of his approach
and placed themselves in ambush. The Natives
allowed the main body to pass, but as the rea:
guard were passing in front of the English Man¬sion House, they opened their fire in adiiect line
with the liou-c. Mr. McKean, one of the Mission
aries, who was walking his verandah, was struck
by a bail anil killed instantly. I lis death i- uni¬

lately come from England.well educated, and
