Mr Bates was born at Granville, in the State jof Massachusetts, and was educated at ^ ale Col¬

lege Adopting the law as his profession, he pro-
see tiled his studies, for a time, under eminent in-

strtictors in New Haven and afterwards with
the late Judge Hinckley, of Northamp on.

His ability and learning, and his high and ho-
norable charr.cter, soon led to professional dts-
Unction, and in due time placed him rn the rank
of the most eminent lawyers and advocates
the part of the country in which ne resided. jBut the bar was not long his only sphere of ac¬

tion The confidence of the community in his
ability and fidelity, and its approbation ol his
principles, summoned him early into public li e

&e rendered long and valuable service in both
branches of the Legislature ot the State and in

its Executive Council. But a larger held openedio him and nearly twenty years ago be became
a member ol the House of Representatives in

Congress. In that body he remained ei«ht years,
sustaining his character, through the whole peri¬
od, as a gentleman ol probity and honor, of a e

portment at once manly and courteous, and a.

manifested to those who differed from him.
His subsequent election to the Senate shows the

sense which his native State entertained of the
value of his public services, and her confidence
In his further usefulness.

National Convention, a number of prominent
Democrats, from New York and Pennsylvania,
casually met in a friendly circle, and discussed
the subject of the nominations. The New York- j
eis doubted whether the vote of the Keystone
Stale coald be secured for the Democratic nomi-
necs at all, owing to the excitement growing out
of the Tariff of 1842.whilst the Pennsylvani-
ans contended, on the other hand, that thev would
give a larger majority than New York. Mutual
pledges were interchanged, and an appropriate
banner promised to the winning party.

The New York Express, as most of the other
Wlii^ prints, which have spoken upon this ques¬
tion, is anxious to see the administration open
the negotiation with Texas, under the amend¬
ment of the Senate. We confess, we prefer the
other mode, if ii he agreeable to Texas.and it
seems to sufficiently easy to ascertain that
fact. We concur with the Globe, that President
Tyler and his Cabinet ought not to have taken
any action under those resolutions, on the very
eve of its dissolution. The whole matter ought
to have been turned over to the new President,
who would have ample time to consider the *ul>-
ject, ami to lramc the instructions in whatever
Ibrm and at whatever time he thought the public
interests required. We arc free to say, that this
wasthecoutse, which it was expected things would
take. But it does not, therefore, follow, that .Mr.
Tyler had adopted the wrong alternative.
From the information which we have received,

we incline towards the immediate settlement <>i
the question, under the House Resolutions, il it
be agreeable to Texas. We had under>tood that
Maj. Donelson approved this mode of adjust¬
ment, and expressed the opinion that it would lie
acceptable to Texas. The N. Y. Morning News
seems to state the fact differently. There is no
difficulty, however, in consulting Texas upon the
subject, in such a manner as not to cut off Mr.
Polk from either horn of the alternative, which
he and the Republic of Texas may prefer. A
liule frankness alone is necessary to ascertain
that fact. It requires no diplomatic subtlety, no
finesse, no double-dealing in the mailer. We
have no advantages to gain over Texas. All
that wc want is to promote the interests of the
two countries, which are fortunately not in colli¬
sion with each other; but it is very desirable for us,
to close the matter as quick and aseasily as pos¬
sible; to avoid all further agitation in our own
country, and any renewal of the controversy
at the next session of Congress.
The N. York Express is offended with Mr. Ty¬

ler's course; and, moreover, informs its readers
"that the Senate have passed a resolution calling
upon the President for information as to the con¬
dition of our relations with Mexico. Mr. Allen
wished the resolution modified, so as to leave the
communication of the information asked for, to the
discretion of the President; but he was defeated,
his proposition obtaining only six votes.

"It is further proposed, wc are told, to direct the
President to take immediate measures for the re¬
vocation and nullifying of all proceedings in the
premises, assumed by John Tyler, and now in
process of consummation; directing, also, that
the President shall submit to the Government of
the Republic of Texas the amendment of the
Senate, to the Joint Resolutions of ihe House, as
the plan for the Annexation of Texas."
We should doubt the accuracy of this last

piece of information, l>ecause we very much
doubt, whether the Senate (through the Treaty-
making power) could undertake to dired the Pre¬
sident in carrying out a proposition, which did
not emanate from the Treaty-making power, but
was a Joint Legislative Resolution of both Houses
of Congress. We should suspect, therefore, that
the Express has probably made some mistake
in the matter.
Forour own part, we repeat, that we checrfully

leave this whole ques.ion with Mr. Polk. lie
has no inducements to swerve his judgment, and
we cannot doubt that he will take the wisest course
which circumstances require. The public credit¬
ors ofTcxas may not like the House Resolutions
so well, because they would prefer their debts to
be immediately paid; but, as was remarked to us
the other day by a citizen of Texas, "Let her
come in now, and if it be found best hereafter for
both parties, (for Texas and the United States,)
that Texas make over her lands to the United
States, and the United States to pay her debts
(by funding them,) nothing would be easier to do
it subsequently by a fair and honorable compact
