(e Cunstitation, (hat every power nol expressly
delogated 1o the existing governmnent “is reserved
wthe people.” and the second article of the Decla-
ration of Rights, which says: “All political pow-
or is inherent in the people, and all free govern-
ments are fuunded vn their anthority, and insti-
e for their benefi; and they have at all times
an inalienable right o alfer the Gavérnment m
suck wmanner as they map hink proper—is satli-
cientauthority, and clearly shows the right o pro-
ceed in the manner propescd. Moreover, the News
avows its beliel, “that the foregoing article was
incorpurated i the Constitution more especially
with 2 view 1o meet the present crisis” In re-
ply Lo the objection that an independent move-
ment by the people, for the purpose of throwing
off their present government, 1s revolutionary,
the News says.

“We would, however, reply, that such reyvolu-
tions are of vervy [requent accurence in the seve-
ral Republies of North Amenca. ‘The thirteen
original States all underwent this kind of revoln-
tion fur the very same purpose, namely, (o adopt
the A merican Constitution, and 1o male their cwn
Ceometitution= conform o its reguirements. Al
mosl every year witnesses similar revelutions in
order to aceomplish the same end, or forthe pus-
puse of changing or modifying soine one or other |
ol the State Constitutions.  Lonisiana is, at this |
moment, indergoing such a revolution.'

“The aiticle concludes as fullows (—

“IThe smme public opinion which estabhished
ong present Government, now demands another
change—-u change then contemplated and agreed
1o with more onanimity than the first revolution;
and in the Constitution which the people then
turmed, they expressly reserved ta themselves the
power to effect this change; giving tu the existing
Governmentno contrul whatever over their action
in thismatter.
