“AGREED!

Our neighbor of the Times, commenting upon
an article from the N, Y. Express, in_relation to
the immense advantages of water power, &e., 10
be found in the vicinity of Richmond, employs
the langaage below. Now, while we agree with
the Express, as to the capacity of our city for
manufacturing purposes, bad we the capilal at
hand, we mast dissent from its position, thata
high Tariff is necessary to support our mechani-
cal industry—One of onr most intelligent practi-
cal manufacturers has assured us, that a revenue
“Tariff must necessarily furnish a protection ol
40 per cent to onr manufaciurers and this should
be enough in all conscience. But to the proposi-
ton ofthe Times:

“Let the capitalists, however, commence the
work; and we may hope that one Democrat after
another, as he finds that fe sels Ais produce higher
and pays less for what he buys, will abandon this
visionary theory, which has so long blinded the
South. Democracy may answer—though badly,
we think,—for South Carolina; but a State, con-
tains in its bowels as much coal and iron as Vir-
ginia, and has a soil as fertile as her’s was ori-
ginally, and can become again, was designed by
malure jiself 1o be Whig!  We do notdespair ol
the good old Stale being yet redeemed from this
folly, into which sbe has fallen. We confident-
1y look forward to the time when Virginia will
1o longer “light a candle and put it under a bush-
el,"and when her ‘cify, that isset on a hill, can-
not be hid.”

We are perfectly willing to strike a bargain
with the Times, If, under the operation of the
present unjust Tariff (which cannot much long-
er, we think, resist the spirit of enlightened ex-
perience and glaring truth,) the Democrats find
that they can “sell their produce higher and pay
Jess for what they buy,” we shall be glad to see
them giving up their Democracy and shouting ho-
sannahs for a protective monopoly. But that day
will never arrive. It is mot in the nature of
things, that such should be the effect of an une-
qual and arbitrary system—nor does our daily
experience justily any such conclusion. Have
our farmers reaped any benefits from the present
Tariff? Have they sold their produce at better
rates since the operation ot this boasted “iruit of
the victory of 18401" If not, why should they be
expected to sacrifice their convictions and their
interests, for the special benefit of the more fortu-
nate manufacturers?

We find in the Nashville Union a short arti-
ele, presenting some of the effects of the present
Tariff. If the data be correctly stated, and they
profess to be based upon authentic reports, how is
it possible that the people of Virginia can be ex-
pected to sustain such a system? ‘They may be
ridiculed by the Times as being guilty of extreme
“folly"—bur, if that “folly" be justified by reason
and experience, they will hardly be moved from
their present firm position.

While we are utterly opposed to a high tariff,
we are deeply interested in the prosperity of our
beautiful city, which, in many respects, is marked
by signs of decided improvement. We join
with our neighbors in inviting loreign capital
which, we believe, can be profitably invested in
this neighborhood. But we do not consider a
high tariff as at all essential to the permanent
success of manufacturing industry. What be-
nefit is (o be derived from protection, il the farm-
ing interest—the feeder of large cities—is to be
depressed more and more, until it sinks to nothing?
Qive an impulse to agriculture, and commerce
and manufactures will feel its genial action.—
Smother and prostrate the farming interest, and
all others must droop. We, therefore, look for-
ward to the day, when, under a wise and well-
regulated revenue system, a moderateand perma-
nent rate of daties will be adopted, which will
operate, with benefit, upon all interests alike.
Then will our business affairs assume a healthy
and vigorous condition, and our towns and cities
will grow up steadily and permanently.

But there is ancther view, to which reeent
events altach some importance., Under the re-
Jaxation of the stringent system of Great Britain,
many articles of commerce have been admitted
into that great reservoir of trade at reduced duties,
and at higher prices, ‘This demonstrates the im«
portance of meeting foreign nations in the same
spirit. Is it wise, that we should continve our
rigid system, and force foreign nations to impose
higher burthens on our productions, at the very
moment that they have evinced a disposition Lo
relax those burthens, and to admit the fruits of
vur industry upon better terms, and, of course, at
higlier prices? This is the auspicious moment
for us o commence a re-modelling of our system
according to the rules of justice and recii:rocai
benefits. Mr. McDuffie truly and beautifully re-
remarks, in his letter to the “Council of the Anti-
Corn Law League of Great Britain,” which we
find in the league of April 19, received by the
Britannia :

“I have regarded it (the anti-Corn-law League)
with the deepest interest, as being destined tu pro-
duce a fundamental change in the commercial po-
licy of Great Britain, which eannot but be fol-
lowed by a corresponding change in the polisy of
all the commercial nations of the earth. Since
the Saviour ol our failen race sent forth his chosen
aposlles to preach the sublime doctrine ol ‘Peace
on earth, and good will to all men, no human ae-
sociation has been formed, in my opinion, better
calculated to promote the peace, prosperity, aud
happiness ol all nations, than the Free Trade
League of Great Britain. A wsystem of Free
Trade, adopied by all nations, would bind them
together by bonds of common interest and mu-
tualgood will, which the ambition of rulers could
never tear asunder. Every nation would rejoice
in the prosperity of all nations, as being essential
1o its owu,

“And here the remark may be appropriately
made, that there are no political communities on
the face of the earth 10 which these views su fur-
cibly apply as to Great Britain, Franee, aud the
other manufacturing nations of Europe on the vne
band, and the agricultural staple States of the
North American Confederacy on the other.”

We shall close with the following practical,
common sense viewsof the Nashville Union :

TRUE ELOQUENCE.

We do not remember having met with a pas- i
sage of the same length, so full of true n_:ehug, !
thrilling pathos, and graphic power, as the fullow- |
ing extract {rom 4 speech delivered by Mr. A.B. |
Longstreet of Georgia, before the Methodist Con- |
vention at Louisville, The reader is transported
involuntarily, to the gloomy but sublime scene,
where the self-devoted pionecr of a holy cause
falls beneath the weight of his perilous enterprise:
The vast West is filled with romantic incidenis
of these holy men, leaving behind them the com-
forts and security of civilization, and meeting
the dangers and sacrifices of a torest life. To
Iheir credit be it said, the zealous Methodists are
found the first among those who break the still-
pess of the Western wilds, and push o the bles-
sings of civilization and religion.

But will it be believed that the orator, whose
eloguence is able 1o arouse the deepest sympa-
thies of the heart, is also the author ol the “Geor-
gia Scenes,” so justly popular as a record a_r the
richest, laughter-stirring humor? It furnishes
but another instance of the versatility of the hu-
man mind. Itis, we think, Thomas Hood, the |
prince of jesters, who is described as sutlering |
keenly from pecuniary and physical canses; and
yet, his published jokes and conceits seem never |
to flag in spirit. Laman Blanchanl, the author
ol the inimitable “Mrs. Caudle’s Lectures," is |
also saiil to have been a severe sufferer from wna- |
ny causes, In both instances, the namral ben!
of the mind had full sway, at intervals. But here,
in our own land, we have a striking insiance of
a man, who can, at one moment, dash off with
his pen the most comic sketchesof passing scenes,
and, at the next, rise in a religious assembly,
convoked for the most solemn and vital objects, |
and chain, with his pathos and his eloguence, the
hearts of alistening crowd. Such is the variety
of feelings evoked by the peculiar excilement
of surrornding circumstlances:

never left it without praying a blessing upon it—
which planted the standard of the cross on the
spot which we occupy ere the elk and the bufialo
had left it—which pushed on its labors, at times,
until exhavsted nature sunk under them.

“When I thus speak of Methodisn, let me not
be understood asc{aiminf for our sect all the re-
ligion that is in the world. Far from it—there is
as pure religion in the other churches as in ours.
lam nosectarian. {1 possess one christian vir-
tue, it is love for all that love and serve the Lord
Jesus Christ; but I contess I feel a kindling emo-
tion, allied to the mural sublime, when | contem-

late Methodism personified in such men as our
R’ull_\‘, whose luneral obsequies were perturmed
by himself, whose dirge was sounded by the win-
ter winds, whose winding sheet was the snow
drift, and whose monument was the sturdy oak
of the forest—found by the woodsman, frozen on
his knees and buried in the attitude ot prayer. Of
myself I will not glory, of my church I will notglo-
ry, butofsnch asthese [ might becomea foolin glo-
rying and all christians would pardon me, if not
join me. Yes, were I to inscribe on the tree, the
root of which was his last pillow, The chrisfian's
Jest monument, every Christian of every church
would cheerfully inscribe under it Amen and
amen. To this kind of Methodism lel us get
back; let it be the characteristic of the Southern
church, and then, if they will, lel the Northern
church take all the rest.”

Dear Sirs:—In my numerous letters lo you,
whenever | have touched upon the subject, either
directly or incidentally, | have expressed my Leliet,
that ider ne conceivable circumsiances would
Great Britain wage a war with the United States,
That opinion remains unchanged, notwithstand-
ing the belligerent demonstration in Parliament
on the evening of the 4th inst,

Mr. Pulk, in his Inaugural Address, before he
wi s President of the United States, remarked :— |
“Qhar title to the country of the Oregon is ‘clear |
and wnyneshionable’ "—quoting the Jatter words as |
nsed, if I remember right, by Jolin Quiney Ad-
ams, in his “Lay on Macdufl” speech in the
House, a short time previous. This sentence is
rezarded of sufficient importance in England to
demand special legislative activn—and the steam-
er is detained beyond her regular day of sailing,
erpressty lor the purpose of carrying out “the em-
phatic ‘declaration of the Guvernment,” which
was received mith unanimous satisfaction in the
House of Lords, as well as Commons, “that Great
Britain has rights in Oregon, and is prepared to
maintain them,”

The glove has thus been thrown down, and the
most intense solicitude prevails on the continent, to
see whether our government will take it up—or
whether it will continue the negotiations conmen-
ced with Mr. Pakenham—or begin them anew
upon the question. As relates to the onor of our
country, no ahernative is left us: The period of
diplomatizing has gone by. Indeed, we have
tzifled with our national character, in having |
postponed the occupation of Oregon so long, for |
every person who has investigated the matier, is |
decidedly ol opinion, that our ttle to the whole |
country is “clear and unquestionable.” We |
should waste no more words : “Our vuice should |
be in our swords !" I

For the sake of peace—and for the sake of |
reace alone—we have delayed from time totime l
the extension of our laws over the country be-
-ond the Rocky Monntains, The claim of G. |

ritain never has been, and never can be, [ feel |
very certain, recognized as just lo any portion |
of it between the 42l and 54th degrees, Il we |
had even been disposed 1o yield what was clear-
Iy our own, we cannot now do so, without dero-
gating trom our fame throughont the civilized |
world. 1 wlolly mistake my countrymen il there
is not universal indignation among them, regard- |
less of party, atthe threats conveved in the Bri- |
tish despatchof the 5th April. They will show |
England that they can be as united, as il they |
were but one man, on great and imporiant gues- |
tions. The greedy Lion reckoned beyond his
host, when he imagines he will find them dis-
loval and disaffected o the constituted authori-
ties.

While [ am confident, Great Britain will “show
the white feather,” notwithstanding her vaunted |
power and greatness, it is the duty of the United |
States 1o prepare fur the worst. [ she should at-
tack us, let usbe in a position to defend ourselves
as becomnes Ireemen— as becomes Washington's
sons.  The God of banles will stand by us as
he did during the revolution; for we have a just
canse, We are actuated by no selfishness in se-
curing Orevon: we want it only as a means of
imparting liberty and happiness to the human fa-
mily—of extending our political and religious in-
atitutions to the verge of the Western horizon.—
It these are of that worth at which 1 estimate
ihem, they are destined, like the light of Heaven,
to cover the whole universe in coming time,

How prood [ feel of such a country, (and who
would not fight for it?) when [ sce the oppresse
of Europe casting their eyes towards it as their
last hope; when [ see the industrions hushand-
an econumizing in every imaginable way, in
arder to realize sutficient means lo procure a
Liome there for his wife and children! Ab! what
blessings will not Oregon besiow, under our libe-
ral system of government, on thousands of hunest
German peasants, who earry with ther the most
valuable of all treasare—an ability and disposi-
tion to develope,ihe lutent resonrees ol fhie earth!

The impression is very general, that il hodili-
ties commence between England and the United
States, all Europe will ultimately be involved in
war. Franee, it is thought, would not consent to
see ouT ports blockaded, (a measure which would
assuredly be attemn sted,) in the state ol Lier com-
merce with ns,  She consnmes as much of our
colton alone, as we exported 1o Great Britain in
1825; and she wonld endeavor to extend the con-
sumption of it, and thereby build up a rival inte-
rest in manafactures, to that of kngland, Ger-
wany, Russia, Spain, Austria, Holland, Belgium,
Sweden, Denmark, each have large commercial
intercourse with us, and would rot permit it to be
suspended by the interierence ol any power,  Un-
der no state of the case, could Great Britain eome
ont of a war trivmphantly ; bat, on e contrary,
she would lose Canada, and possibly her other
North American colonies, and forfeit her high
position for strength in the world’s estimation.—
As much as [ despize her avarice and insincerity,
it will be no pleasing spectacle 1o me, to behold
the train of evils which will ensue 1o her from
an attack upon the United States, and she cannot,
without great want of foresight, seriously medi-
tate a step so ulterly suicidal.

It there is any thing caleulated to mortify a ge-
nuine American abroad, it is the marvellous jg-
norance ol persons hailing from his country, re-
lative to its true moral and physical condition.—
Most of those 1 meet with have been absentens
from home for wany years, and probably never
will return—making their citizenshipa mere con-
venience. Theyhave imbibed, generally, British
nations, and do us more injury than the subjects
of Kings, who have been tanght from infancy to
detest our characler.  There are others, foreign-
ers by Lirth and :ducation, who have gone to the
United States, nade large fortunes, been natu-
ralized, and retun to Furope to pass the remain-
der of ther lives. Some of them, partticulatly,
in Germany, have sought and ohtained Consul
ships under our Government, withont perhiaps un-
derstanding our laws, or ever having read the |
Constitution, They desire office for the cnnse-l
quence which i. bestows, withoul receiving any |
fues, or performing any duties. One of these con-
temptible fellows ventored to remark to e, a
day or 1wo sinez, as though the thought was fatler
1o the wish: “Well, John Bull is going (o give ns
ad—l ofa licking.” Anotherone, who had been
in a very impo‘tant consulate, and who had been
furty years from the U. Siates, said to me: "1
used to pride mysell upon my country; but it has
become so jusily disreputable, that I am ashamed
1o hail from itany longer.”” I wonld sooner part |
with my right arm, than_extend it to such crea- |
tures in a spiritof brotherly regard.

None but bona fide citizens, and only those who
are natives, should be appointed to offices, how-
ever impurtant or however insignificant, abroad.
At home nodistinction should be made, when the |
qualifications are equal, between naturalized fo- |
reignersand natives, because they are under the
immediate supcrimrndcnce ofthe government: but
zbroad, the formerassume airs wholly unbecoming
Americans, and fail to command that respect
which should attach to their position, Every day
| see more and more to convince me that there
should be a limited period for our Ministers, Se-
cretaries of Legation and Consuls to serve—and
that they should be ineligible to re-appointmentto
any post abroad. The term of a Minister should
be four years, (unless recalled for satisfactory rea-
sons, which should be made to appear,) but should
not be permitted to extend beyond eigh; Secreia-
ries of Legation should continue in office the same
length of time. Consuls, inasmuch as they are
not salaried, and get no outfit, shonld be appoini-
ed for eight years, and made ineligible after
welve, Wehave Ministers in Europe whohave
been absent Irom home eighteen and twenty
years—and Consuls who have been abroad thirty.
They can have no more correct idea of what
America is at present than the Emperor of Rus-
sia, who has never been there—and they have,
consequently, no sentiments in common with the
great body of the nation. Their feelings are
alienated, and they cannot appreciate our true in-
terests. Talk of Oregon and Texas o them, and
they hold up their hands and exclaim, “We shall
be involved in war! What use have we for so
much territory? Great Britain won't suffer such
things I” Send individuals fresh from the people,
who have the firmness to take the bull by the
horns, and the time is not distant when the slan-
derers of our fame would be ecflectually broken
down in Europe.
