Before the close ot the
war, 175 fighting vessels, carrying2500 gun,-, and
] l/ioo seamen, sailed under American colors.
They scoured both the srent oceans, moved over
the British Channel, and laid siege to castles and
towns even on the British Isles. Bristol, the
great commercial City in England, was .shat¬
tered by the spoliations i f our cruiser-.
So much for the glorious deeds of our Navy in

the infancy of the Republic. It would he easy
to calculate what could now be done by our ex¬

cellent Navy, commanded by able and skilful of¬
ficers, and thoroughly disciplined men. We have
all the means and experience to fit out a formida¬
ble naval force. The numerous .steamers which
cover the Mississippi and Ohio, could soon be
made valuable instruments of attack and de¬
fence.and we should have no cause to dread
even the boasted Marin? of England. For a

brief period we might encounter reverses, but in
a short lime, we should he fully prepared to cut

up British commerce, and lame her arrogance.
The Picayune thus shadows forth the probable

cou.--e thai Mexico will pursue :

"That she will i-sue letters of marque and re¬

prisal.attempt to turn loose a set of foreign pri¬
vateers upon our commerce.has been hinted at,
and with good show of reason. There are not
sailors enough, put them all together, in her con¬

temptible marine to man a single sloop of war
effectively, and we tru-t that our Government will
at once declare every vessel engaged under Mexi¬
can colors, without the lawful complement of na¬
tives on board, a pirat-, and string up every fo¬
reigner to the yard arm. The pajes of Vattel
may not afford such authority, but Vattel knew
but little of Mexico when he wrote, and strong
cases require prompt and forcible arguments..
On land, the course of the United States is plain
enough. With the regular troops now in Texas,
and the volunteers ready to start at a moment's

embargo. The Courier cites the example of
France, qgainst whose commerce Mexico closed
her ports.after Fiance had wasted years in
vain attempts to enforce the rfjjctcd claims ofher
ciii/.ens f.»r indemnity. Fiance at once blockaded
the Mexican coast, seized upon the fort of San
Juan dc Ulna, held Vera Cruz as a hostage, and
forced Mexico to render full and perfect satisfac¬
tion.
The Courier urges our Government to pursue

the same rigid course.for it is evident, that, an¬
nexation being accomplished, the right of Mexico
to Texas was destroyed.indeed the failure ol
Mexico to reconquer Texas amounted to a renun¬
ciation c>fnil her claims. Moreover, contends the
Courier, Mcxico never hail any just claims upon
Texas.as both trcafitsand cncient maps prove
that Louisiana, asccdcdtotbis Republic extend¬
ed to the western banks of the Rio Grar.Je, and, in
fact, Tcias never belonged to Mexico.

Can any one doubt the good failh of a State
which has such resources, of which the above
simple account is but a specimen, an index ?.
Will Pennsylvania again fail to me*t her engage¬
ments 1 Perish the thought! Let "fail. / knur
iml Uic word," be her motto. Is this idea worth
any thins ? Suppose the State were to lay a tax
of twenty-five or fifty cents per ton upon all the
coal consumed in the Slate.which tax I vtrily be¬
lieve the people would pay, lor they mean to pav
their taxi's, nt'il sustain the credit of the State.
how soon would the Giaie be perfectly quit of its
obligations end liabilities. Five or six years
ago coll was sold for six dollars per Ion.la«t
year for about four dollars.probably this year for
the same.(1 mean for family use).the tax above
proposed would be no just cause lor complaint.
P'.'rhaps I am all wrong, and know no'hing I am
talking about. Soon this point lam done.
